The Possibilities of Using Digital Media Teaching
Tools to Popularize the Russian Language
and Culture in West African Countries

Abstract

Introduction. The importance of exploring the possibilities of using digital media educational tools to
popularize the Russian language and culture in West African countries is driven by the need to organize
cultural and educational activities of Russia abroad in response to modern social, political and economic
challenges. Russian science has not solved the problems of comprehensive analysis of factors of digita-
lization of educational processes in the region, identification of interests of local population in learning
Russian language and culture, preferences of potential target audience for use of digital learning tools,
identification of conditions for implementation of programs promoting Russian language and culture in
the region. The purpose of the study is to analyze the possibilities of using digital didactic solutions to
popularize the Russian language and culture in West African countries (case of the Republics of Cote
d’Ivoire and Ghana).

Materials and Methods. The study covered 92 African students divided into two groups, differing in
their integration into Russian culture and involvement in the study of the Russian language. The research
tools were developed on the basis of the methodology of the socio-cultural approach which postulates the
consideration of cultural patterns and norms of behavior in the design of educational practices. The study
was conducted in three phases. The sample was divided based on geopolitical, linguistic, and educational
factors. Survey methods were employed, including online surveys and focus groups. An algorithm was
created to identify, evaluate, and determine significant indicators of potential and risks associated with
the digitalization of media tools used to teach the Russian language and promote Russian culture in West
African countries.

Results. The markers of opportunities and limitations of digital media content creation for West African
countries have been identified: significant ideological correlation of the image of Russia with the Russian
language and Russian culture, the positive perception of Russia, the importance of higher education and
academic exchanges, and the desire to obtain information through the means of an up-to-date media en-
vironment. The communicative priorities of African students are defined as group offline contacts using
audiovisual content, support for face-to-face communication with additional materials on social networks and
messengers. The triggers of the risk of promoting digital products are presented for the scientific discussion:
insufficient level of development and accessibility of cellular communications, the Internet, and information
technologies in West Africa, low digital literacy of the population; stable communicative priority of live
collective communication; restrictions on the use of social networks and software that arose as a result of
the tense geopolitical situation.

Discussion and Conclusion. The materials of the article may be of interest to researchers of the socio-cultural
foundations of learning Russian as a foreign language, to developers of Russian cultural and educational
projects, teachers of open educational centers in Russian in Africa.

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Analysing the Resource Potential
of an Intercultural Model as a Tool for
Designing Russian-Language Educational

Abstract

Introduction. Russia’s involvement in intercultural interaction defines the urgency of promoting Rus-
sian-language education abroad. Given the expanding contacts between Russia and Africa, it is essential
to consider this issue in light of the country-specific characteristics of the interacting linguocultural com-
munities. Existing research inadequately addresses the design of Russian-language educational activities
in East African countries (specifically the Republic of Kenya). The article aims to analyze the functional
capabilities of an intercultural model for promoting the Russian language, Russian culture, and the stan-
dards of Russian education in the Republic of Kenya.

Materials and Methods. The complex theoretical and experimental methodology of the research included
an analytical review, systematization and generalization of scientific information, a sociological survey in
the form of an online questionnaire and a modelling technique. 167 people — potential students of the Cen-
ter for Open Education in the Republic of Kenya — participated in the survey. The material of the research
included the facts of Russian and Kenyan cultures, whose characteristic features are stability, typification,
axiological significance, and the ability to mark national identity. The data were processed using the met-
hod of statistical calculation and generalisation.

Results. An educational model has been developed, grounded in key principles of intercultural communi-
cation theory. The model’s units are cultural patterns — stable, axiologically significant forms of national
consciousness and national identity for a specific cultural community. Features unique to the integration
of this model into the Kenyan educational landscape have been identified. Factors determining the content
of this model have been analyzed, including the use of the Russian language as a means of intercultural
dialogue and a tool for educational activities, and reliance on linguocultural manifestations of the mentality
of the interacting peoples. Survey data has been obtained to objectify the content of the projected model,
aligning it as closely as possible with the needs of Kenyan culture bearers.

Discussion and Conclusion. The obtained results solve the problem of organizing educational institutions
in a modern multicultural space and promote the standards of Russian education, the Russian language and
Russian culture in African countries, particularly in the Republic of Kenya, with the help of an intercultural
model of education.

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Abstract

Introduction. Globalization has dramatically transformed existing educational paradigms, with Eng-
lish emerging as a dominant language in academia and the workforce. This phenomenon, known as
“Englishization”, particularly affects educational systems in Africa and Asia through their adoption
of English Medium Instruction (EMI). The article aims to explore the motivations, challenges, and
impacts of EMI in these regions, focusing on linguistic identity, educational equity, and pedagogical
effectiveness.

Materials and Methods. The study employs a qualitative research approach, involving a comprehen-
sive review and thematic analysis of academic publications, policy documents, educational reports, and
case studies published between 2000 and 2024. A systematic search of the Google Scholar database and
analysis of secondary data enabled the identification of general patterns and contradictions in academic
discussions on Englishization, identifying key themes and concepts making up the contemporary views
on this phenomenon.

Results. The analysis revealed key themes of the scientific discourse on Englishization: the grow-
ing prominence of EMI driven by globalization and internationalization, the benefits and challeng-
es of EMI implementation, and the impact on local linguistic identities and educational outcomes.
Although EMI enhances international collaboration and employability, it also poses significant chal-
lenges: insufficient teacher training, language proficiency problems, and potential marginalization
of local languages and cultures. The success of implementing EMI largely depends on contextual
factors: state language policy and the level of economic development in the region. The findings also
indicate the need for differentiated approaches to teaching, taking into account the linguistic and cul-
tural characteristics of students.

Discussion and Conclusion. The Englishization of education in Africa and Asia represents a complex
process, driven by the pursuit of international integration, economic factors, and national ambitions.
Promoting EMI, despite its evident advantages, gives rise to problems related to preserving linguistic
identity, ensuring equal access to education, the need to find new teaching methodologies. A promising
direction for future research is the development of inclusive EMI policies which support multilingualism
and consider the specific needs of inclusive education.

Introduction Instruction (EMI) as a means of achiev-

Globalization as a pivotal tendency of
the 21% century has brought about a para-
digm shift in the educational sphere, with
the English language emerging as a do-
minant factor in academic life and the labor
market. This phenomenon, often referred to
as “Englishization”, has had far-reaching
implications for the majority of educational
systems in so many different corners of the
world, particularly in terms of promoting
internationalization. As institutions in Africa
and Asia strive to position themselves on
the international stage and prepare gradua-
tes for their future employers’ demands,
many have turned to English Medium

ing these important career-defining goals.

The term EMI is ubiquitous in contem-
porary pedagogical discourse. It presuppos-
es the use of English as the primary lan-
guage of instruction in non-English speaking
countries. EMI has long been embraced by
a constantly growing number of universi-
ties and schools across Africa and Asia.
The adoption of this phenomenon is driven
by a range of factors, including the desire
to attract international students, enhance
competitiveness, and equip future profes-
sionals with the language skills necessary
to succeed in a modern knowledge-based
economy. However, the implementation of
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EMI is not without its challenges. The de-
bate surrounding its effectiveness and impact
on educational systems remains ongoing,
especially concerning linguistic identity
and cultural heritage.

This article aims to study the execution
and challenges of EMI in Africa and Asia,
with a view to contributing to the discourse
on international education. By exploring
the motivations behind EMI adoption and
evaluating its influence on various national
culturally specific educational systems, this
article seeks to provide a comprehensive
understanding of the phenomenon of EMI
and the significance of Englishization in
these regions.

The research questions this article will
try to answer are as follows:

1. How have the EMI practices evolved
in the educational space of Africa and Asia,
and what are their primary drivers?

2. What motivates these regions to
adopt EMI policies?

3. What problems do institutions face
when implementing EMI, and how do these
challenges vary based on culturally specific
environments?

4. What strategies can stakeholders
employ to address the challenges of EMI
and enhance its chances for success, taking
into account all the different needs and
backgrounds of learners in Africa and Asia?

Literature Review

Understanding the Terminology: Eng-
lishization, Internationalization, and EMI.
When discussing the global trends in educa-
tion, it is important to clarify the distinctions
between the most common terms which are
“Englishization”, “Internationalization”, and
“English as a Medium of Instruction”. These
concepts are deeply interrelated, referring
to different aspects of the gradually trans-
forming field of contemporary education.

Internationalization is the broadest term
that encompasses the process of integrating
both international and cross-cultural aspects
into the purpose, functions, and delivery
of education [1]. It includes a wide range
of activities, e.g., student and faculty ex-
change programs, international research
collaborations, the development of globally
universal curricula. The ultimate goal of in-
ternationalization is to prepare students for
a successful career in the international job

market and also to enhance the quality and
relevance of their professional education.

Englishization, on the other hand,
specifically refers to the increasing use of
English as the language of instruction and
academic communication in an environ-
ment populated by non-native speakers'.
It is narrower in its semantics, being a subset
of internationalization, driven by the recog-
nition of English as the primary language
in the communicative spheres of science,
academia, business, and professional co-
operation. Englishization is often seen as
a way to facilitate internationalization by
providing a common language for learning
and interaction [2].

Due to the internationalization of high-
er education [3], there has been a rise in
programs using English as a language of
instruction in non-English speaking coun-
tries? [4]. This has resulted in a variety
of approaches, including Content-Based
Instruction (CBI)?, Content and Language
Integrated Learning (CLIL)*, English as
a Medium of Instruction (EMI)’, and In-
tegrating Content and Language in Higher
Education (ICLHE)®. These approaches

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can be positioned along a continuum,
where CBI and CLIL focus more on the
results of language learning while EMI
and ICLHE emphasize particular subject
instruction’ [5].
English as a Medium of Instruction is
a specific term within the scope of interna-
tionalization used to describe the practice
of teaching subjects in English in countries
where English is not the first language?®.
EMI is a key aspect of Englishization
in education because it involves the use
of English as the primary language for
teaching and learning, rather than just as
a subject of study [4]. EMI programs are
often implemented in universities to attract
international students, improve students’
command of English, and prepare them for
future careers and professional activities’.
It is also important to note that even
though Englishization and EMI are close-
ly connected, they are not synonymous.
Englishization refers to the broader trend
of increasing the use of English in educa-
tion. EMI, on the other hand, specifically
describes the practice of teaching subjects
through English'. Furthermore, Englishiza-
tion can occur in various forms, e.g., the use
of English-language textbooks and resour-
ces, even in programs where the primary
language of instruction is not English [6].
Other related terms include the above-
mentioned Content and Language Integrated
Learning (CLIL), which is an approach
where academic material is taught in a fo-
reign language, with a focus on both lan-
guage and discipline learning!!. CLIL is
often used in secondary education and can
involve languages other than English [7].
Translanguaging is another concept
that has gained attention in the context of
Englishization and EMI [8; 9]. It presuppos-

es the pedagogical practice of using many
languages in the classroom to ease learning
and communication'?. Translanguaging
recognizes the linguistic diversity of stu-
dents and aims to create inclusive learn-
ing environments where all languages and
cultures represented by the participants of
the educational process are openly valued.

Although internationalization, Englishi-
zation, and EMI are closely related, they
represent different aspects of the multi-
layered process of making education truly
globalized. Thus, it is important to consider
the implications of these trends for linguistic
diversity, educational equity, and the quality
of learning outcomes [10].

Englishization of Education. The Eng-
lishization of education is understandably
a growing trend around the world. In Af-
rica, Asia, and other regions, universities
and schools are adopting EMI to not just
enhance students’ employability but also
put ticks in other very important box-
es — attracting international students and
high-status faculty, improving access to
major research networks and scientific com-
munities, brushing up institutional rankings
and overall prestige'®. For example, in Chi-
na, the number of universities offering EMI
courses has soared in recent years, with
over 1,000 universities now providing such
programs [11]. In Japan, the government
set a goal of having 300,000 international
students by 2020, leading to a surge in
EMI courses offered by the country’s uni-
versities [12].

However, this trend is not without its
challenges and criticisms. Nit-pickers argue
that Englishization may undermine local
languages and cultures, which in turn may
lead to the marginalization of indigenous
languages in schools and universities'.
For instance, in South Korea, where EMI
is widespread, there are concerns that the
emphasis on English may cause a decline in
the use and status of the Korean language
in academia [13]. There are also concerns

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about the potential creation of linguistic
hierarchies and social inequalities, as well
as the challenges faced by students and
teachers who may not be proficient enough
in English [10]. In India, for example, stu-
dents from rural areas or disadvantaged
backgrounds may struggle with EMI be-
cause of their limited exposure to English
in everyday life and the resulting lack of
language practice'’.

Furthermore, the use of a foreign lan-
guage in education may provoke the loss of
local knowledge and even local context!®. In
Malaysia, where EMI is being implement-
ed for various subject disciplines, there is
a perception that the use of English can
lead to a disconnect between the curriculum
and local cultural and objectively existing
social realities outside the classroom [14].

From a pedagogical perspective, Eng-
lishization requires significant changes
in teaching methodologies and materials.
School teachers and university professors
must not only be prepared language-wise
but also properly equipped with best au-
thentic up-to-date textbooks to teach comp-
lex subjects in English. Students, on the
other hand, need constant support to learn
both the content and the language simulta-
neously [4]. In the Netherlands, for examp-
le, some universities have addressed this
challenge by providing special language
support programs and encouraging the use
of translanguaging, which allow for the
integration of Dutch and English in the
educational process!’.

Stakeholders, namely those in power
(i.e., policymakers and administrators of
educational institutions), are tasked with
balancing the benefits of Englishization with
the need to preserve linguistic diversity and
ensure equitable access to education. This
typically involves a number of measures:

developing clear language policies that
support multilingualism, providing teacher
training and resources for EMI, creating
language support programs for students,
and encouraging research on the impact
of Englishization on learning outcomes'®.
In South Africa, for example, the govern-
ment has introduced a language policy that
promotes the use of both English and local
languages in education to ensure that all stu-
dents have access to quality education [15].

As the world becomes increasing-
ly interconnected, the Englishization of
education is likely to continue. However,
there is growing advocacy for a more in-
clusive approach that values all languages
and cultures'. This includes the integration
of local languages in EMI programs, which
in itself may sound a bit contradictory to
the essence of EMI, and the adoption of
translanguaging.

All things considered, the Englishiza-
tion of education is a complex issue that re-
flects the tensions between globalization and
local identity. While it offers opportunities
for international cross-cultural collaboration
and access to global knowledge, it also
poses challenges that require thoughtful
and inclusive educational strategies to en-
sure that the benefits are realized while
minimizing the potential negative influenc-
es on linguistic diversity and educational
equity [6].

The process of synthesizing the existing
literature on the Englishization of educa-
tion in Africa and Asia presents several
noteworthy problems. The sheer volume of
publications covering extensive and versa-
tile geographical areas, cultural specificities,
and different educational levels necessi-
tate a careful selection and a narrow focused
approach. Another problem is in the abun-
dant and sometimes inconsistent terminolo-
gy used in this field, which requires careful
interpretations and clarifications of viable
concepts such as “Englishization”, “EMI”,
and “Internationalization”.

Despite the extensive body of research,
several crucial questions remain underex-
plored if not unanswered. The long-term

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influence of EMI on students’ academic
achievements, career trajectories, the de-
velopment and evaluation of effective peda-
gogical strategies created specifically for
EMI, optimal approaches to balancing the
benefits of English with the preservation and
promotion of local languages in education as
well as far-reaching societal consequences
demand sustained scholarly attention and
further investigation. The lack of a unified
overview has left crucial and concerning
knowledge gaps. Thus, a comprehensive and
critical review of the existing literature is
essential to inform effective policymaking
and pedagogical practices concerning Eng-
lishization. This study aims to contribute to
this need by providing a more systematic
understanding of the field.

Materials and Methods

This article employs a qualitative re-
search approach to explore the phenomenon
of Englishization and English Medium
Instruction in Africa and Asia. The qualita-
tive design is chosen specifically to obtain
a deep understanding of the motivations,
challenges, and implications associated with
the deliberate Englishization of education
and the adoption of EMI, emphasizing the
perspectives and experiences documented
in existing literature and secondary sources.
The study involves a comprehensive review
and thematic analysis of relevant academic
publications, policy documents, educational
reports, and case studies.

Data Collection. A systematic search
was conducted using popular electronic
database Google Scholar. The following
keywords were used to identify relevant
sources: “English Medium Instruction”, “In-
ternationalization of education”, “English as
a Lingua Franca”, “Translanguaging”, “Lin-
guistic identity”, “Linguistic diversity” and
“Educational equity”. The literature review
aimed to identify key themes, theoretical
frameworks, and empirical studies relevant
to the research questions. Additionally,
official policy documents and reports from
educational institutions and government
bodies were reviewed to analyze the official
stance and guidelines on EMI.

The study relies solely on secondary
data obtained from various above-men-
tioned sources which provided comprehen-
sive information on the motivations behind

adopting EMI, the perceived benefits and
challenges of EMI, the impact of EMI on
students’ linguistic and academic outcomes,
strategies employed to support students in
an EMI context, and views on linguistic
diversity and cultural identity in relation to
EMI in part and Englishization in general.

Inclusion and Exclusion Criteria.
The selection of materials was guided by
specific inclusion criteria. Publications
between 2000 and 2024 were considered
to capture the most recent trends and dis-
cussions. Studies that directly addressed
the implementation and impact of EMI in
Africa and Asia were included, along with
policy documents outlining national or in-
stitutional language-in-education strategies
and reports providing empirical data on
student and teacher experiences with EMI.

Materials were excluded if they were
not available in English or did not provide an
English translation, did not directly relate
to the themes of EMI, internationalization,
Englishization or language policy, or were
opinion pieces lacking empirical evidence.

Sampling Method. Given the large num-
ber of initial search results, a multi-step
sampling method was used to reduce the
dataset to a manageable and representative
sample:

1. Refinement of search criteria (7 ini-
tial keywords were further narrowed down
and advanced search filters were used to
limit results by publication date, document
type, and subject area, then keywords were
combined with Boolean operators to filter
out less relevant studies).

2. Systematic sampling (after refining
the search, the results were sorted by rele-
vance in Google Scholar and the first 200 ar-
ticles were selected for further review).

3. Manual screening (titles and abstracts
of the previously selected articles were
reviewed to ensure they met the inclusion
criteria. Articles were excluded if they did
not align with the study’s focus on EMI in
Africa and Asia).

4. Supplemental searches (which were
conducted to fill gaps in themes or geo-
graphical coverage, ensuring a compre-
hensive representation of the literature.
This included searching for specific policy
documents, educational reports, and case
studies that provided detailed explana-
tions of EMI implementation in different
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countries. For example, policy documents
from the Ministry of Education in China
and educational reports from Unesco were
included to provide a broader view of the
challenges and opportunities associated with
EMI. By incorporating these sources, the
study aims to provide a more detailed picture
of the specific problems and successes of
Englishization and EMI in Africa and Asia.
This approach ensures that the analysis is
grounded in real-world examples and pro-
vides practical data on the implementation
of EMI in regions with different historical,
cultural, and educational backgrounds).

Data Analysis. The collected data
(171 publications) were analyzed using the-
matic analysis which is a method suitable for
identifying, analyzing, and reporting patterns
(themes) within qualitative data. The analysis
followed the six-phase approach [16]:

1. Familiarization with the data (read-
ing and re-reading the selected secondary
sources to become deeply familiar with
the content).

2. Generating initial codes (coding in-
teresting features of the data systematically
across the entire data set).

3. Searching for themes (collating codes
into potential themes, gathering all data
relevant to each potential theme).

4. Reviewing themes (checking if the
themes work in relation to the coded ex-
tracts and the entire data set).

5. Defining and naming themes (ongo-
ing analysis to refine the specifics of each
theme and the whole story that the analysis
tells, ascribing clear definitions and names
to each theme).

6. Producing the report (the final op-
portunity for analysis, including selecting
vivid and compelling extract examples,
final analysis of selected extracts, relating
the analysis back to the research questions
and literature, and producing a scholarly
report of the analysis).

To ensure the reliability and validi-
ty of the findings, triangulation was used
by means of cross-referencing data from
multiple secondary sources. This approach
helped to confirm the consistency and ro-
bustness of the identified themes.

Limitations. The study acknowled-
ges its limitations, including the potential
for bias in the selection of sources for the
empirical material and the interpretation

of data. The reliance on published litera-
ture also means that the findings are sub-
ject to the availability and accessibility of
information.

While this study aims to provide an
overview of Englishization in both Africa
and Asia, it focuses more heavily on the
African countries, particularly Sub-Saharan
and North Africa, due to the rich empirical
data available in the study’s dataset and the
unique postcolonial linguistic situation in
these regions. The Asian regional context
is addressed more broadly, with a focus on
countries that have been at the forefront of
EMI implementation and extensively cove-
red in the empirical material of the study,
i.e., China, Japan, India, and Indonesia.

Future research could expand on the
experiences of other African and Asian
countries to provide a more comprehensive
picture of Englishization across the chosen
regions. Further studies could also expand
the scope by incorporating primary empiri-
cal data and employing mixed methods to
triangulate the data even more.

Results

Scientific Discourse of Englishization
and EMI. Thematic Analysis. One of the
indisputable advantages of Englishization
and the use of English as a medium of in-
struction is that they contribute greatly to
cross-cultural communication and coopera-
tion in professional, academic, and scientific
spheres. That’s why many countries happily
adopt EMI policies in their educational
systems, particularly at the tertiary level.

Although EMI offers myriads of oppor-
tunities for international collaboration and
improved employability, it also presents
considerable challenges related to language
proficiency, cultural sensitivity, and the po-
tential marginalization of local languages and
cultures. The undertaken thematic analysis of
the empirical material explores the complexi-
ties of EMI policies and practices, having
its focus on the newly formed interrelation-
ships between English and local languages,
the influence on cultural identities, and the
implications for education. The empirical
data covers all major genres of research
publications (e.g., literature reviews, case
studies, survey researches, policy analyses,
and discourse analyses) and encompasses
a wide range of theoretical frameworks
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(e.g., language policy and planning theory,
critical discourse analysis, postcolonial theo-
ry, sociocultural theory, complexity theo-
ry) and methodological approaches (e.g.,
mixed-methods research designs, longitudi-
nal studies, comparative case studies, critical
discourse analysis, ethnographic research).
The thematic study allows to single out the
following common themes which build up
the current discourse on Englishization.

Theme I: The role and status of English
in education systems around the world.
A considerable amount of the studied sourc-
es discusses the general issue of the growing
prominence of English as a medium of
instruction in educational systems around
the world, especially in higher education.
Besides internationalization, this trend is
driven by factors like perceived economic
and social benefits of English proficien-
cy® [1] and language policies favouring
English [10]. However, the growth of EMI
is uneven across regions, with some coun-
tries like South Korea [13] and China [11]
embracing it way more than others. The role
of English also intersects with post-colonial
language politics in many African and Asian
countries?'.

The most prominent subthemes include
motivations and realities of EMI implemen-
tation [1; 11; 13]; challenges and issues with
EMI, such as inadequate teacher training
and student proficiency® [2; 17]; pedagogy,
policy, and practice of EMI in different
contexts® [12].

Theme 2: Language-in-education poli-
cies and mother tongue instruction. Many
sources highlight ongoing debates and
problematic issues around the so-called
language-in-education policies, especially
regarding the role of the native or local lan-
guages versus English or other dominant lan-
guages® [18; 19]. Specifically, research
explores language policy in certain specific
geographical areas and cultures [20; 21].
Some argue for greater mother tongue-based
multilingual education (MTB-MLE) to im-
prove learning outcomes and cultural preser-
vation® [22; 23]. However, implementation
of MTB-MLE policies often falls short in
practice due to factors like lack of teacher
training, learning materials or supportive lan-
guage attitudes® [24]. The disjuncture bet-
ween official language policies and actual
classroom practices is a common theme [25].

Among the subthemes the most no-
table are colonial legacies and the role of
English in education®’” [14]. Challenges
in implementing mother tongue instruc-
tion policies® are also prominent [18; 23].
Several studies examine language policy
and practice within specific countries in
Africa, illustrating diverse approaches and
challenges in South Africa [15; 19], Ma-
laysia [14], and Algeria [20]. Kouicem K.,
for example, discusses the challenges of
promoting English in Algeria’s education

while also attempting to strengthen the
use of Arabic and Berber languages [20].
Similarly, Boukadi S. and Troudi S. analyze
the language policies in post-revolution
Tunisia, highlighting the ongoing debates
around the role of English, French, and
Arabic in the country’s educational institu-
tions®. These discussions show how diffi-
cult it is to deal with the tensions between
current trends and local needs [18; 19].
Theme 3: English as a Lingua Franca
(ELF) and implications for language teach-
ing. Several analyzed sources draw on the
concept of English as a lingua franca to
critically examine goals and practices in
English language teaching. ELF research
shows the different ways English is used
as a global contact language, often among
non-native speakers, challenging notions
of standard English and native speaker
norms [26; 27]. This has implications for
how English is taught, such as greater em-
phasis on cross-cultural communication
skills, multilingual repertoires, and negotia-
tion strategies®® [2]. However, the uptake of
ELF research in pedagogy remains limited.
The subthemes encompass modelling
intercultural awareness through ELF?! [28];
characteristics and functions of ELF in
communication® [26; 27]; repositioning
English in relation to multilingualism™* [27].
Theme 4: Marginalization of local lan-
guages and the potential loss of linguistic
diversity. The expansion of EMI has raised
a number of well-voiced concerns*. Seve-
ral authors argue that the dominance of
English in education can lead to the neg-
lect of local languages and a decrease in

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multilingualism® [14]. For example, Ma-
niates S. discusses the challenges of imple-
menting mother tongue instruction policies
in Sub-Saharan Africa, where the push for
English-medium education has led to a dra-
matic lack of investment in local language
instruction®®. Similarly, Gill S. K. highlights
the reversal of language policies in Malay-
sia, where the initial emphasis on Malay as
the language of teaching has been shifting
towards English due to economic and po-
litical pressures [14].

Popular subthemes are predetermined
by the existing concerns and feature pre-
serving local languages and cultures in
education®’ [22] and balancing English with
other languages in higher education® [29].
Another key subtheme emerging from the
sources is the impact on students’ identity
construction. Ahmed K. argues that the use
of English in Arab countries often involves
the casting of Arabic culture as the “other”,
leading to a form of cultural imperialism
that undermines local cultural values®. This
is further complicated by the cultural back-
grounds of students and professors in EMI
classrooms, particularly in internationalized
universities*’ [6; 28]. Baker W. emphasizes
the need for intercultural awareness, arguing
that English as a lingua franca provides an
opportunity to develop a more inclusive and
culturally sensitive approach to language
education*! [28]. He suggests that EMI class-
rooms can become spaces for intercultural
dialogue and mutual understanding, where
students and teachers engage with multiple

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cultural perspectives. However, this re-
quires a shift in focus from a monolingual,
monocultural model of language education
to one that embraces linguistic and cultural
diversity*? [6; 28]. The selected sources also
discuss the potential for EMI to contribute
to the construction and performance of
identities®. Ramanathan V. explores the
complex identity negotiations of students
and teachers in multilingual environments,
highlighting the ways in which people walk
around the English-vernacular divide and
construct the so-called hybrid identities*.
Byram M. emphasizes the importance of
intercultural competence which involves
the ability of students to understand and
verbally interact with others coming from
different cultural backgrounds®.

Theme 5: Challenges and strategies for
effective EMI implementation. As EMI ex-
pands, many sources discuss the challenges
involved in its effective implementation.
These include students’ and teachers’ Eng-
lish proficiency levels, teaching methodo-
logies, availability of resources, cultural
and stereotypical language attitudes, biases,
and ideologies [4]. Strategies proposed to
address these challenges include enhanced
teacher training and professional develop-
ment, curriculum integration, multilingual
and translanguaging approaches, language
support services*. Some argue for greater
synergy between EMI and English for Aca-
demic Purposes [2]. Scholars emphasize
the need for contextualized understand-
ing of EMI rather than a one-size-fits-all
approach?’.

Theme 6: Teacher training and capacity
building. A number of publications dig into
the importance of teacher preparation for
proper English-language and local-lan-
guage instruction [22; 30]. For example,
Madiba M. discusses the challenges faced
by the University of Cape Town in South
Africa as it transitioned to multilingual
education, including the need for improved
teacher training and support [15]. Similarly,
Piper B. et al. emphasize the importance of
teacher training and pedagogical support for
successful mother tongue instruction [23].
Improving pre-service teacher training for
local languages [24] and building teacher
capacity for mother-tongue instruction*
are among the subthemes concerning the
problems of language acquisition, lan-
guage assessment, and language teaching
methodologies, covered by the empirical
material of this study.

Theme 7: Translanguaging and multi-
lingual approaches in EMI. An emerging
theme is the role of translanguaging and
multilingual teaching practices, challenging
the English-only approach. Studies show
how students and teachers draw on their
multilingual repertoires strategically to
learn more effectively and communicate
successfully, even in supposed English-only
classrooms*. Scholars argue in favour of
intentionally leveraging students’ multi-
lingualism as a resource through translan-
guaging pedagogy and policies that support
more “fluid” language use cases™ [15]. This
aligns with broader calls to view EMI from
a multilingual rather than a monolingual
lens®'.

Figure helps visualize the current state
of the research discourse on Englishization
in regards to African and Asian countries.
A strong emphasis is made on policy-
related issues and practical challenges in

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implementing EMI. The dominant themes
reflect serious concerns about properly
balancing English with local languages and
effective teaching strategies. The lesser-
emphasized themes, though important,
reveal potential areas for further research
and attention.

One of the significant limitations of the
research covered by the empirical material
of this study is the lack of diversity in terms
of methodology. The majority of the ana-
lyzed sources rely on literature reviews
and case studies, which provide a limited
perspective on the multilayered problem of
Englishization and EMI. There is a need for
more methodological approaches, such as
mixed-methods research designs, longitu-
dinal studies, and ethnographic research, to
provide a more comprehensive and holistic
picture.

Moreover, the studied sources tend to
focus on the macro-level aspects, neglecting
the micro-level interactions and experiences
of teachers and students involved in EMI
practices. There is an objective need for
more research that would explore the com-
plexities at the classroom level.

The focus on the short-term effects of
Englishization is another problem of current
research as it neglects the long-term impact
on student learning outcomes and the higher
education sector as a whole. Ideally, more
studies should concentrate on the long-term
consequences of Englishization, primarily

including its impact on student employ-
ability, academic achievement, and social
mobility.

English-Based Education in Africa and
Asia: Regional Specifics. Sub-Saharan Af-
rica. The significant influence of the lan-
guage of instruction on students’ learning
pathways and academic achievements is
undeniable. As for Sub-Saharan Africa,
the widespread use of English as the pri-
mary language in education can be traced
back to the colonial period. During this era,
European powers established educational
frameworks that prioritized their own lan-
guages, i.e., English, French, Portuguese,
and Spanish. The policies adopted by these
colonial administrations varied. Some, like
those in Uganda, South Africa, and Nige-
ria, initially permitted the use of African
languages in education for early learners.
On the other hand, French and Portuguese
colonies mandated the exclusive use of their
respective languages®?.

However, an extremely small number of
qualified teachers fluent in African languag-
es, coupled with the limited development of
these languages for modern-day academic
purposes, ultimately led to the ascendance
of European languages as the dominant
media of instruction. It has had a profound
and lasting impact, creating a disconnect

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between formal education and the everyday
lives of many students, and presenting con-
siderable obstacles to achieving fairness
and quality in education.

The reliance on European languag-
es in education has preconditioned an
inequitable system, favoring a select
group of students who have exposure to
these languages outside of school. This
fact disadvantages the majority, whose
native languages are African. The histori-
cally created linguistic divide contributes
to disparities in educational access and
success, as learners struggle to understand
and engage with educational content de-
livered in a foreign language.

Empirical evidence consistently gat-
hered in this study underscores the advan-
tages of instruction in one’s first language,
especially in the early years of schooling.
When students learn in a language they
understand well, their ability to grasp funda-
mental concepts, cultivate critical thinking
abilities, and engage in meaningful learning
is significantly enhanced. Furthermore,
using the mother tongue stimulates a more
inclusive learning environment, recogniz-
ing and valuing all the different linguistic
backgrounds of students [19].

All over Sub-Saharan Africa, lan-
guage-in-education policies exhibit con-
siderable diversity. Although some nations
have voiced support for integrating African
languages into their educational systems,
the practical implementation of these poli-
cies remains inconsistent. This has resulted
in a situation where millions of learners
face significant barriers to high-quality
education because of language differences.
The absence of a unified and comprehen-
sive strategy regarding language in edu-
cation continues to fuel inequalities and
impedes the full academic development
of students.

The overarching goals of Language
of Learning and Teaching (LoLT) poli-
cies in Sub-Saharan African nations are
far-reaching. They often include promoting
instruction in the mother tongue during the
initial years of primary education, which
is then followed by a subsequent gradual
shift to English as the primary medium
of instruction in higher grades. Examples
of countries with such policies include
Ethiopia, Ghana, Kenya, Malawi, Nigeria,

and South Africa®® [25]. Nevertheless, the
execution of these policies has encountered
hurdles, including inadequate teacher train-
ing in local languages [18; 22; 24], limited
literacy among teachers in these languag-
es*, a primary emphasis on English pro-
ficiency in teacher education programs™,
insufficient exposure of students to English,
and resistance from stakeholders, including
teachers’ unions and parents [23], as well as
discrepancies between teachers’ linguistic
proficiency and students’ first languages.
A promising solution to the aforemen-
tioned problems in Sub-Saharan Africa lies
in adopting a multilingual approach to edu-
cation. This strategy would acknowledge
the region’s linguistic richness and aim to
reap the benefits of both English and African
languages to improve educational results.
By valuing learners’ native languages and
providing opportunities for their deve-
lopment alongside English, a multilingual
framework has the potential to create a more
just and inclusive educational system.
North Africa. All over North Africa,
a notably transformative shift towards in-
tegrating English as the primary language
for instruction in higher education is gaining
momentum, particularly in such countries as
Morocco, Algeria, Tunisia, and Egypt. This
increasing pervasiveness is largely fueled by
the widely held belief that English language

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skills provide a considerable advantage in
the global economy and ever-so competitive
job market*®. Despite these perceived bene-
fits, this transition to English as a Medium
of Instruction (EMI) has sparked debate
regarding its influence on linguistic iden-
tity, the standing of the Arabic language,
and a perceived gap in research exploring
the consequences of EMI in bilingual and
multilingual communicative situations.

For instance, although French remains
the established language of teaching at
Moroccan universities, the strategic im-
portance of English is well recognized by
students, especially for scientific research,
pursuing academic opportunities abroad,
and improvement of career prospects.
The advocacy of King Mohamed VI for an
educational language policy that promotes
the incorporation of foreign languages,
with a particular emphasis on English, in
the higher education sector has further am-
plified the growing enthusiasm for EMI
among both institutions of higher education
and learners.

A similar trajectory is evident in Algeria,
where governmental decisions have led
to the introduction of English in middle
schools and its implementation as a me-
dium of instruction for specific universi-
ty programs [20]. This “Englishization”,
as perceived by many teachers and stu-
dents, is viewed as a crucial step forward
towards elevating university rankings and
boosting the volume of published scholarly
articles [21].

Tunisia is also witnessing a rise in the
prominence of English in its national edu-
cational system, gradually gaining trac-
tion relative to both Arabic (the first lan-
guage) and French (the second language)
in schools®”. This trend extends to higher
education as well, with certain universities
initiating EMI syllabi and incorporating
English-language courses. Tunisian uni-
versity faculty and students acknowledge
the necessity of improving their English

language proficiency. At the same time,
they also concurrently emphasize the fun-
damental role of both Arabic and French in
making up their cultural identity*®.

The adoption of EMI in Egypt is under-
pinned by a confluence of historical factors,
economic imperatives, and unique cultural
considerations. English enjoys a position
of social prestige, as proficiency is often
linked to better employment opportunities
in the lucrative private sector and facilitates
international study or work prospects [31].
However, the implementation of EMI in
Egyptian universities has generated con-
cerns related to student engagement and
academic performance. Students transition-
ing from Arabic-medium secondary schools
frequently face problems upon entering
EMI universities, potentially encounter-
ing native English-speaking instructors or
Arabic-speaking teachers who may exhibit
negative attitudes to incorporating Arabic
into the teaching process.

Several problems and ramifications
have emerged as a consequence of EMI
implementation in North Africa. A signifi-
cant concern revolves around the influence
of EMI on the preservation of linguistic
identity and the status of the Arabic lan-
guage. Some educators question the broader
societal effects of EMI* and its implications
for the prominence of indigenous languages
like Arabic®. Despite this, the notion that
English provides the optimal medium for
education appears largely unquestioned
in this region. Such perspective, howe-
ver, contrasts with the argument put forth
by Skutnabb-Kangas, who contends that
EMI represents a potent force of linguistic
genocide®!.

The fast-paced introduction of EMI in
some North African nations has highligh-
ted a gap in teacher preparedness for this
pedagogical shift. Effective professional
development programs are essential to

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adequately support educators with limited
experience or training in using English for
subject delivery [21]. This lack of teac-
her readiness and insufficient training can
impede the successful implementation of
EMI and negatively affect student learn-
ing results. As a result, it is essential for
policymakers and educational institutions
in North Africa to thoughtfully evaluate
the wide-ranging linguistic, social, and
educational consequences of implement-
ing English as a medium of instruction.
A well-rounded approach that prioritizes
both the development of English skills and
the safeguarding of local languages is vital
for long-term success.

Asia. The growing use of English as
a global means of communication, or as
a Lingua Franca (ELF), has changed pers-
pectives on what effective communication
actually entails. This shift empowers indi-
viduals who don’t speak English as their
first language to confidently use English in
their own unique ways. In Asia, English-Me-
dium Instruction programs, where local
professors deliver lectures in English as
a second language, present a compelling and
more accessible alternative for nurturing
globally recognized talents®* compared to
universities in traditionally English-speak-
ing nations.

Driven by their fast-paced economic
expansion, Asian countries have launched
ambitious initiatives focused on develop-
ing skilled workforces. This has prompt-
ed policymakers to advocate for greater
internationalization in education systems
at all levels. Taiwan, for instance, initiated
its EMI programs around 2013, marked
by the Ministry of Education introducing
policies aimed at attracting international
students. This was followed by a commit-
ment to implement bilingual education in
the mandatory schooling system [17]. Simi-
lar endeavors to promote English-medium
education are underway in other Asian
nations, including Japan, China, Vietnam,
and Malaysia.

Over the last twenty years, Chinese
universities have significantly expanded

their EMI programs. This qualitative trend
has been driven by numerous factors,
including the push for internationaliza-
tion and the desire to improve university
rankings, as well as the perceived advan-
tages in both language acquisition and
subject-specific learning [32]. As a result,
EMI has become particularly dominant
in China’s leading institutions of higher
education.

The Chinese government has launched
several important initiatives aimed at in-
ternationalizing higher education and
increase its competitiveness, e.g., Proj-
ect 985, Project 211, and the Double First
Class program [12; 33; 34]. Project 211,
which began in 1995, was China’s first
major effort to elevate the standards of
higher education to the expectations of the
21% century. Though not explicitly focused
on EMLI, it laid the groundwork for increased
international collaboration and exchange,
indirectly promoting the use of English in
academic environments [11]. Project 985,
initiated in 1998, had a more direct impact
on implementing EMI. This elite program,
aimed at creating world-class universities,
provided substantial funding for selected
institutions to internationalize their cur-
ricula, attract foreign faculty, and also en-
courage academic publishing in the English
language [35]. As a result, many Project 985
universities became pioneers in offering
EMI courses and programs. The Double
First Class initiative was announced in
2015. It further intensified the push for
EMI in Chinese higher education. This
program’s aim is to develop internationally
acclaimed highly prestigious universities
and well-demanded disciplines by 2050,
The initiative has led to a dramatic increase
in EMI offerings.

However, multiple issues and chal-
lenges such as varying English proficiency
levels among students and teachers, the
need for specialized EMI pedagogy and
teaching methodology, concerns about the
potential erosion of Chinese as an academic

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language have been widely reported® [11].
The concentration of resources in elite
institutions has led to an uneven distri-
bution of EMI opportunities. On the one
hand, top universities have been able to
implement extensive EMI programs. On
the other hand, many second and third-tier
institutions struggle to offer quality EMI
courses due to limited resources and ex-
pertise [36].

The Englishization of Chinese higher
education, driven by these national initia-
tives, reflects the country’s ambition to
integrate into the global academic com-
munity and enhance its soft power. At
the same time, it also raises unavoidable
questions about linguistic equity and the
preservation of Chinese academic tradi-
tions [37; 38].

The Englishization of higher educa-
tion in Japan has similarly seen a signifi-
cant acceleration over the past decade [12].
Just like in China, this trend has been largely
promoted by government initiatives aimed
at internationalizing Japanese universities
and attracting more international students,
e.g., the Global 30 Project and its successor,
the Top Global University Project [4]. While
these programs have significantly accelera-
ted the formal implementation of EMI, it’s
important to acknowledge that numerous
Japanese universities, including national,
public, and private institutions, were already
offering English-taught courses prior to
these initiatives® [39—41].

In India, the Englishization of educa-
tion has a long and complicated history,
deeply rooted in the country’s colonial
past and its current aspirations for interna-
tional prestige and global competitiveness.
English has been an official language in
India since the country’s independence. Its
role in education has been steadily grow-
ing%. The National Education Policy 2020
has further emphasized the importance of
multilingualism and the use of English

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alongside regional languages in educa-
tion®”. Nevertheless, the implementation
of EMI in India encounters problems,
seen in other countries and regions pro-
moting EMI, e.g., socioeconomic dispari-
ties, varying levels of English proficiency
among students and teachers, concerns
about the preservation of indigenous lan-
guages and cultures [42]. Despite these
challenges, EMI continues to expand in
Indian higher education, particularly in the
fields of science, technology, engineering,
and mathematics (STEM), driven by the
perceived benefits of enhanced global
employability and access to international
academic resources.

Indonesia has also witnessed a signifi-
cant push towards Englishization in its
education system, particularly in higher
education. The government has imple-
mented various policies to promote EMI,
such as the International Standard School
program. It aimed to establish schools of-
fering bilingual education in an attempt to
attract foreign students, popularize English
and improve its command among younger
generations, while adopting international
curricula and teaching methods®. However,
this program was discontinued in 2013 due
to concerns about educational inequality and
the potential marginalization of the Indo-
nesian language [43]. Despite this setback,
many universities in Indonesia continue
to provide EMI programs, especially in
disciplines with strong international orien-
tations [44]. The implementation of EMI in
Indonesia faces problems similar to those in
other Asian countries, e.g., limited English
proficiency among students and teachers,
inadequate resources, and also motivated
concerns about the Englishization’s impact
on national identity and local language®.

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Still, the demand for English-medium edu-
cation remains high, which is explained by
the perceived advantages in the global labor
market and opportunities for international
academic collaboration™.

All things considered, despite consi-
derable funding allocated by Asian govern-
ments to advance bilingual education, key
obstacles for English-Medium Instruction
programs persist”' [30]. A major impediment
stems from the widespread misunderstand-
ing among those involved regarding the
function of English. Rather than embracing
an English as a Lingua Franca framework,
a tendency to favor native-speaker norms
remains dominant’ [29; 45]. Furthermore,
the varying English language abilities of
students, encompassing both local and inter-
national learners, presents another problem,
which necessitates extra assistance for aca-
demic skill development and the acquisition
of discipline-specific vocabulary. Some
instructors show reluctance to adjust their
instructional language, perceiving EMI as
a potential impediment to student compre-
hension and the depth of material covered.

The development of EMI in Asia
presents both opportunities and difficul-
ties in raising global talent. Although the
persistence of a “native English speaker”
ideal and language-based hurdles create
significant obstacles, current theoretical
advancements offer new perspectives on
leveraging the power of multilingualism,
translanguaging practices, and incorporat-
ing different modes of communication to
enhance EMI implementation. As Asian
nations continue their commitment to pro-
moting bilingual education, it becomes es-
sential to revise existing English education
policies to accurately reflect the inherent
multilingualism of the contemporary ELF.

Discussion and Conclusion

The research presented in this article
covers the complex phenomenon of Eng-
lishization in the educational systems of
Africa and Asia. The adoption of EMI in
this region is driven by a considerable
number of such historically and culturally
interconnected reason as globalization,
economic aspirations, and powerful na-
tional ambitions for the country’s recog-
nition abroad. A significant change in
pedagogical approaches has been con-
spicuous for several decades. Although
the pursuit of international integration
and enhanced employability serves as
a potent catalyst for EMI implementation,
the undertaken analysis of secondary
sources confirms that this transition is
far from straightforward and presents
a wide array of problems, all of which
demand immediate consideration.

The key themes extracted from the
scientific discourse on Englishization
show the inherent tensions around this
process. The undeniable benefits of EMI
are constantly juxtaposed with concerns
surrounding the preservation of local
linguistic identities and the potential for
inequitable access to quality education.
The reliance on English as the primary
medium of instruction is indeed strategi-
cally advantageous. Nevertheless, it risks
marginalizing indigenous languages and the
rich cultural heritage they embody, creating
a big problem which is particularly sensitive
in Africa, where the legacy of colonialism
continues to influence language policies and
teaching practices. Looking for a proper
balance between the practical upsides of
Englishization and the necessity to maintain
rare local languages remains a difficult task
for politicians and educators.

The effectiveness of EMI implemen-
tation, as our findings suggest, is heavily
contingent on numerous contextual factors,
including protective or dismissive govern-
mental language policies, the degree of
economic development, the socio-cultural
peculiarities of each specific region that
hosts Englishization. Furthermore, the ana-
lysis of the empirical material highlights the
critical need for differentiated pedagogical
approaches that acknowledge linguistic and
cultural backgrounds of students. A one-
size-fits-all model of EMI is unlikely to be
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effective. Still, strategies that incorporate
elements of translanguaging and multilin-
gualism offer a promising pathway to more
inclusive and effective learning.

The experiences of Africa and Asia do
share a lot of common threads. But they also
reveal distinct regional specificities of how
Englishization is carried out. In Sub-Saha-
ran Africa, there is a growing recognition of
the importance of mother tongue instruction
at least in early stages of schooling. North
Africa presents a unique case, with the in-
creasing adoption of EMI coexisting with
the established roles of Arabic and French
and growing understanding that robust
teacher training to support the transition
is a must. Asia is driven by relentless econo-
mic growth and a desire for competitiveness
at an international stage. It has significantly
expanded EMI programs, particularly in
higher education. However, challenges
related to uneven English proficiency, the
need for specialized teaching methodology,
and concerns about the erosion of local
academic languages — a problem familiar
to African nations — persist on this vast
multicultural and multinational territory.

It is possible to say, that the two ana-
lyzed regions represent different scenarios
of Englishization worth studying for all the
stakeholders from other countries before
choosing a vector of secondary and higher
education for the near future. Englishization
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of education in Africa and Asia is not sim-
ply a matter of adopting a new language of
instruction. It represents a profound trans-
formation of educational systems, with
unprecedented implications for culture and
social life for years to come. The push for
EMI offers a trajectory towards the desired
goals of global participation and economic
advancement, but necessitates a careful
and critical approach that should prioritize
inclusivity and acknowledge the potential
difficulties that come hand in hand with
Englishization.

Investing in comprehensive teacher
training programs which can equip educa-
tors with all the necessary skills to teach
effectively under EMI policies and tapping
into students’ existing linguistic repertoires
can be viable responses to the abovemen-
tioned challenges alongside with the re-
search on the long-term impact of EMI on
student learning outcomes, career options,
and the development of societies. Making
informed evidence-based educational po-
licy decisions is crucial like never before.
By engaging in a thoughtful dialogue and
learning from the documented experiences
on two different continents, we can ensure
that the ultimate success of Englishization
will depend on our collective commitment
to neutralize obstacles with foresight, sen-
sitivity, and a steadfast dedication to the
principles of equity.

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Abstract

Introduction. Despite significant scholarly attention to factors and methods of student personal develop-
ment, the interaction of external and internal contexts, and the semantic expression of a person’s psycho-
logical state, research identifying differences in internal psychological context based on the subjective
semantics of a student’s speech act at different developmental stages is lacking. The aim of this study is
to explore the dynamics of the internal psychological context as an indicator of student personal develop-
ment at different stages of education, based on the analysis of semantic characteristics.

Materials and Methods. The study involved first-year and third-year students from two universities in
Yekaterinburg (conducted between 2022 and 2023). The semantic characteristics of the students’ internal
psychological context were analyzed using Kelly’s repertory grid method. The significance of the diffe-
rences in results between student groups was demonstrated using Pearson’s y? test. The respondents’ reper-
tory grids were analyzed using the co-therapeutic computer system “KELLI,” descriptive statistics, and
mathematical statistics (Statistica v. 12).

Results. The results revealed differences in the semantic characteristics of the internal psychological con-
text in speech acts among students of different years of study. These differences are attributable to a unity
of parameters: communication type, significant roles in the conjunction of real self/ideal self, and rigidly
linked constructs. The identified characteristics demonstrate levels of personal development during dif-
ferent periods of study; these manifest in the specific lexical units used in closely related pairs of charac-
teristics, the stylistic register of the lexicon, the focus of consciousness on others (presence/absence of
ego-centrism in evaluating the actions of others), the degree of correspondence between the semantics of
closely related pairs of characteristics and the national communicative cultural matrix, and the categorical/
flexible nature of judgments and evaluations in interpersonal interaction.

Discussion and Conclusion. This research advances the theory of contextual education and contributes to
understanding the subjective semantics of speech acts, reflecting the characteristics of the internal psycho-
logical context at different stages of a student’s personal development within the context of a university’s
educational environment.

Abstract

Introduction. The special military operation in Ukraine has revealed shortcomings in Russia’s education
and upbringing system, prompting renewed attention from scientists and practicing educators to the prob-
lems of forming a holistic worldview, deep convictions, civic responsibility, patriotism, and high moral
standards in young people. A critical analysis of accumulated experience and the search for reliable guide-
lines for educational work have become necessary. The aim of this research is to analyze the problems
of educating and training Russian youth and to identify effective means of forming reliable knowledge,
convictions, and beliefs in young people.

Materials and Methods. In this research paper, the authors employ interdisciplinary and historical ap-
proaches, analyzing a large body of philosophical-sociological and psychological-pedagogical sources
on the problem of belief formation. Modeling is conducted based on a synthesis of ideas from “educa-
tive learning”, “folk education”, “developmental learning”, and the development of a harmonious moral
personality, as well as the laws governing the formation, functioning, and development of systems, gene-
ralized and identified in the development of theories of inventive problem solving and the development
of creative personality. Conceptual models are proposed for the formation of multi-level knowledge, the
individual’s ascent to conviction, and a systematic worldview.

Results. The formation of stable knowledge and beliefs is seen as the main objective of youth education
and upbringing processes in realizing the national educational ideal as a foundation for developing educa-
ted and patriotic citizens. The proposed conceptual models (of knowledge formation in education and up-
bringing, of a person’s ascent to conviction and a systematic worldview) reflect the cumulative and variab-
le nature of knowledge formation over time, according to its stability or instability; the shifting zones of
a person’s trained skills and education; and the dynamics of “engaging” reflection in the consciousness
of young people as they construct a holistic worldview.

Discussion and Conclusion. The obtained results contribute to the scientific analysis of the current prob-
lem of formation of beliefs of the Russian youth and determination of the ways of effective implementation
of the national educational ideal.

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Agency Manifestations in Schoolchildren
and Their Involvement
in Participatory Budgeting

Abstract

Introduction. Education plays a key role in shaping the younger generation’s agency, i.e. their proac-
tive attitude and ability to constructively transform social reality. In this context, it is important to under-
stand how involving schoolchildren in decision-making processes, such as school participatory budgeting,
can contribute to the development of their personal responsibility and initiative. However, these practices
have not been practically investigated in the context of students’ agency, and there is a lack of empirical
evidence on how these initiatives can solve real problems and improve the school community. The aim of
the study is to investigate the agency of schoolchildren involved in school participatory budgeting, with an
emphasis on identifying the motives and effects of this activity.

Materials and Methods. The empirical base includes the results of a survey of 670 schoolchildren in
grades 7-11 enrolled in schools with significant experience in participatory budgeting, which was con-
ducted from May to October 2023 in 32 regions of the Russian Federation. The questionnaire contained
questions about specific practices of students’ participation in the development of the educational organi-
zation’s infrastructure, in holding events, competitions, the degree of involvement in school participatory
budgeting, motives and results of this activity. The level of agency was determined using a specially de-
veloped methodology to assess its manifestations in various spheres: family, learning process, school life,
interaction with peers, finances.

Results. The main motives for taking part in school participatory budgeting are personal development,
acquisition of new competencies, knowledge and social mobility. The higher the level of agency, the
higher the degree of involvement in budgeting. However, a high level of agency and the maximum degree
of involvement are typical only for a small percentage of respondents. Participants in school participatory
budgeting with the highest level of agency often seek changes to existing practices and regulations, as well
as the implementation of socially significant projects aimed at improving the life of the school community.
Discussion and Conclusion. The level of schoolchildren’s agency is closely related to their involvement
in participatory budgeting. With the most frequent mentioning by respondents of individually significant
motives and results, participants of participatory budgeting with the highest level of agency are charac-
terized by a combination of individualistic and altruistic motives and effects of this activity. This study
provides educators engaged in school participatory budgeting with target benchmarks for analyzing edu-
cational outcomes, helps school leaders to more accurately define the school development strategy and
determine directions for changing the corporate culture of interaction between children and adults in the
educational environment. It also opens prospects for future research on the relationship between agen-
cy, participation in initiatives, and civic identity formation, which will be of interest to sociologists and
psychologists analyzing youth behavior and social activity.

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Abstract

Introduction. The growing amount of personal data posted by users about themselves and other people on
social media platforms, the intensification of user-generated content collection for machine learning deter-
mines the relevance of the research. The impact of new digital tools on users’ online safety strategies needs
to be scrutinized. The focus of the work is on adolescents, who represent one of the most risky groups.
The aim of the study is to determine teenagers’ perceptions of concerns related to their personal data and
to compare them in two different Russian regions.

Materials and Methods. The empirical base is represented by the data of a sociological study conducted
in 2023-2024 by online survey among schoolchildren of grades 8—11 in two Russian regions — the Repub-
lic of Mordovia and the Donetsk People’s Republic. The sample is quota-based, representing each of the
regions separately.

Results. Nearly half of respondents have some concerns about the collection of personal data. Most of
them have negative attitudes towards their data and content being exposed to large datasets and used for
machine learning. Teenagers fear that their data will be used for criminal purposes as well as financial
loss. They believe that the surest way to ensure digital security is not to share their personal data unless
it is necessary.

Discussion and Conclusion. The materials of the article can be used to develop educational programs and
practical recommendations aimed at improving digital literacy and formation of conscious practices of
personal data protection among teenagers. This is especially important in the current conditions of hybrid
warfare and the spread of fraudulent activities in virtual space.

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Abstract

Introduction. Despite the constantly increasing demand for employee training, there is a lack of research
dedicated to a comprehensive analysis of employer requirements for the skills of Learning and Develop-
ment (L&D) specialists in Russian companies. This gap includes a consideration of industry specifics,
regional differences, and the functional features of various business areas. The aim of this research is to
investigate employer demand for the skills of specialists organizing employee training and development
in Russian companies.

Materials and Methods. The research involved: a review of scientific, analytical, and corporate publica-
tions by Russian and international researchers, including research findings, statistical data, and reports on
corporate training trends; content analysis of Learning and Development specialist vacancies to identify
professional and advanced skills using the Russian vacancy aggregator “Rosnavyk™; clustering of vacan-
cies across different salary ranges using the HeadHunter platform; and an investigation into the correlation
between the proportion of vacancies and regional gross domestic product (GDP) per capita in Russian
Federation subjects using open data from Rosstat.

Results. It was revealed that there is an increase in demand for specialists in personnel training and de-
velopment in large companies and the need to develop their professional skills. The analysis of vacancy
data shows the presence of two salary groups: line specialist and manager. The study of sectoral demand
for training and development specialists revealed the predominant share of such vacancies in the tertiary
sector of the economy, which corresponds to the high renewability of personnel in these industries and the
relevance to the training of personnel focused on the provision of services to the population. The study
of territorial demand for training and development specialists identified the leading regions by the largest
share of these vacancies and showed their compliance with the list of regions with developed economy.
Discussion and Conclusion. The practical significance of this article lies in the opportunity for compa-
ny managers, HR-specialists and training and development specialists to assess the current requirements
for employees in the field of training and development in Russia and compare them with global trends.
The study will be useful for educational institutions developing training programs for training and deve-
lopment specialists, and may serve as a basis for the development of a separate professional standard for
a training and development specialist.

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Abstract

Introduction. The use of digital technologies is now an important part of the educational process. This
process is constantly changing due to various factors and the emergence of new digital tools. Such changes
are significant in the context of the quality of education and require constant monitoring. The purpose
of this study is to investigate the characteristics of the use of digital educational tools and the tasks that
teachers solve using digital tools.

Materials and Methods. A total of 594 teachers between the ages of 18 and 76 participated in the study.
93 percent of respondents were women. The questionnaire “Digital Technologies in the Educational Pro-
cess” was used for data collection.

Results. Electronic gradebooks or diaries are a popular digital tool, while digital educational resources and
communication systems with students and parents are used less frequently. E-textbooks proved to be an un-
popular digital tool. Educators more frequently use digital technologies for communication with colleagues
and students, and less often for planning extracurricular activities and implementing project-based learning.
Comparative analysis shows that young specialists frequently use lesson planning systems, while teachers
with over 30 years of experience more often use digital technologies for attendance tracking. Primary
school teachers utilize digital technologies more often than others. Educators in larger population centers
use digital technologies for attendance tracking, extracurricular activity planning, and communication.
Discussion and Conclusion. The results of the study indicate a high level of integration of digital techno-
logies into the educational process and a transition from routine to innovative use. The results of the study
can be used both to clarify or expand the functions of existing digital educational tools and to provide more
targeted professional development for teachers.

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Abstract

Introduction. The curriculum of General English in universities in China have been designed and con-
ducted as a foreign language. However, the unsatisfactory learning outcomes urge a thorough examination
of the curricular nature and an innovative curricular design. The nature of General English is evaluated
with an innovative framework of assessment. This article aims to demonstrate the necessity of converting
General English course for undergraduates in China into English Information Literacy Curriculum.
Materials and Methods. The conventional General English course is evaluated in accordance with the
framework of language curriculum design by I.S.P. Nation and J. Macalister, in the aspects of environment,
learners’ needs, course principles, goals, sequence and content, lesson format, and assessment procedures.
With the method of deduction, English Information Literacy Curriculum is proposed to complement the
defects of General English.

Results. The data of learners’ achievements consolidate the necessity of reforming General English as
a second language course. Inaccuracy in defining curricular nature is revealed by the inadequate goals
of competency for learners, the irrational multi-disciplinary pedagogical framework, the inefficient design
of a systematic curriculum, and the ineffective blended teaching method.

Discussion and Conclusion. The significance of this article lies in the innovative curriculum evaluation
system. It is recommended that General English should be reformed into a systematic information literacy
curriculum in English, and English should be taught as a second language rather than as a foreign lan-
guage. This study provides a new perspective for researchers in the field of foreign language pedagogy and
curriculum developers of general English in universities.

The pandemic of COVID-19 has caused

The effectiveness and efficiency of
EILC are verified by the learning outcomes
and evaluations of learners.

The object of research is the practical
significance of converting GE into EILC in
HEISs of China. The subject of research is the
cultivation objective of specialty embodied
in a second-language course for learners
in HEIs. The research is relevant to the
studies in the connections between second
language acquisition and the cultivation
aim of professional talents, the collabo-
ration of multi-disciplinary curricula, the
evolution of language curriculum design
with blended-learning methods, and the

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positive influence of English information
literacy competence on the promotion of
one’s scientific integrity.

There are two main hypotheses of
this research. One is that GE as a second-
language course is designed to achieve
a talent-cultivation outcome of candi-
dates’ global competence, the other being
those traits of EILC acting successfully as
a complementary measure. The hypotheses
also present the innovative values of this
research, they are:

— the emphasis on student-centered
course objectives prioritized study needs
and motivations of learners.

— the efficiency and effectiveness of
GE is improved by an updated definition
of the course nature.

— English courses in HEIs aims at cul-
tivating professional talents entertaining
global competence, with multi-disciplinary
curricula in need as supportive basis.

This article aims to demonstrate the
necessity of converting General English
course for undergraduates in China into
English Information Literacy Curriculum in
accordance with the result of the assessment
of curricular nature.

Literature Review

This research is inspired by Professor
Yang Huizhong, the founder of CET 4/6
(College English Test Band 4/Band 6). Yang
recommends the adoption of any educatio-
nal administrative measure should be fol-
lowed by scientific empirical research [3].
From small-scaled, medium scaled, to large-
scaled experimental practice, research re-
sults are verified and promoted. Only with
such method could scientific spirit benefit
undergraduates of China.

General English is the term commonly
used in HEIs of non-English countries and
regions, which is named College English in
HEIs of China. There are three important
documents of GE teaching guidance greatly
influencing the evolution of English courses
in HEIs. In accordance to the development
of the times and the progress of science and
technology, The National Foreign Lan-
guages Teaching Advisory Board has been
commissioned by the Ministry of Education
to draw up “Teaching Requirements for Col-
lege English Courses” (2007), “Guidelines
on College English Teaching” (2015), and
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“Guidelines on College English Teach-
ing” (2020). In this section, literature re-
views would be conducted along the time
sequence of the evolution of course na-
ture of GE, including the intra-connections
between teaching objectives and needs of
students, and the evaluative indicators of
language curriculum design.

2007-2014: From Examination-
Oriented to Application-Oriented Course.
The Requirements was issued to promote
the importance of capability of English
listening and speaking, matching the needs
of furtherance of reform and opening poli-
cies [4]. However, there was a dearth of
concerns about the practical needs of stu-
dents. Professor Shu Dingfang, one of the
top EFL education experts in China, spe-
cially pointed out the absence of learners’
demand analysis in the curriculum designs
of GE [5]. Professor Cai Jigang, the lead-
ing Applied Linguist of China also spotted
the absence of learners’ needs and study
motivations. It was a mistake of orien-
tation that the teaching objective of GE is
defined as grasping fundamental-levelled
English [6]. Conventional College English
course is designed to prepare students
for CET 4/6, that is, an examination-ori-
ented course. On the contrary, Academic
English is a student-centered curricular,
which facilitates students’ studies in their
specialties®. To sum up, the need for in-
ter-disciplinary talents calls for the re-
orientation of GE curriculum with local
characteristics of China.

2015-2019: EGP, EAP, or ESP? In the
time span of 2015 to 2019, the confusion
between conceptions of EGP (English for
General Purposes and GE, the improper
position of EAP (English for Academic
Purposes)/ESP (English for Specific Purpos-
es) as follow-up courses for College Eng-
lish, have been witnessed in the cultivation
plans in local HEIs with industrial fea-
tures. The issue of “Guidelines on College
English Teaching” (2015) elucidated the
value of GE, teaching objectives, course
system, assessment, teaching methods and
means, and faculty development. Moreover,

the 2015 Guidelines offered a perspective
for HEIs of China from which teaching
reforms could be designed and teaching
quality of GE be improved [7]. The concept
of General courses in HEIs has been mixed
with the concept of EGP. The teaching con-
tents of EGP overlap contents of English
course in senior middle school [8].

The ignorance of students’ needs and
motivation has been a major obstacle in
universities [9; 10]. The universities of
China have been recommended offering
engaging campus environments and adopt-
ing innovative teaching methods to support
students’ individual learning process and
positive learning experience [11]. English
teaching in HEIs of China is no longer in
a typical foreign language environment
but engaged in a complex environment
presenting characteristics of second lan-
guage acquisition [12].

On February 2017, Fudan Consensus
on New Engineering Construction was re-
leased as a guideline of reforms in HEIs of
China. Aiming at grasping the initiatives
of China’s sustainable and sound develop-
ment of technology and industrial power,
interdisciplinary integration should be
encouraged in the thorough exploration
of the comprehensive advantages of in
engineering-related disciplines®. Hereto,
GE is supposed to act as the core course to
connect knowledge of various disciplines.

2020 till now: A Core Course of Gene-
ral Education. In “Guidelines” (2015),
GE has been defined as a compulsory
general-shared course for the majority
of non-English students in the stage of
undergraduate education. While “Guide-
lines on College English Teaching” (2020)
being issued, GE is defined as a CORE
general-shared compulsory course for
the majority of non-English students in
the educational stage of undergraduate.
The new orientation of a CORE course of
undergraduate-stage education changes the
connotation of GE courses [13].

To match the orientation of a core
course, GE, in addition to education of
humanities, is required to be organical-
ly combined with scientific education
of specific disciplines. Besides the shift

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from a single-disciplinary to a multi-dis-
ciplinary course, ethical contents need to
be woven into all courses to generate the
scientific integrity and cultural confidence
of students®. General education entertains
both interdisciplinary and professional fea-
tures, which demand not a general context
but a context of ESP (English for Special
Purposes) [14].

In the discussion of literature review,
the two hypotheses of this research are pre-
liminary testified. The course of GE, with
the developmental sequence from 2007 till
present, has gradually shown traits of course
of second language rather than foreign
language. As a second-language course,
GE conveys consideration to learner’s ho-
listic structure of knowledge (in courses of
both general education and specialties), the
fosterage of individual cognitive ability,
matching their specific needs of study. The
microscopical change of teaching objectives
generates the innovation of course con-
tents, of teaching methods, and of didactic
research methods [15]. Yang Hua suggests
adding contents of Chinese Culture into
teaching contents, with students being en-
couraged to make short videos in English
to introduce Chinese Culture to foreign
audiences online [16]. Cai Jigang points out
that the content of GE, strictly speaking, is
no longer the knowledge points of English
language, but the disciplinary knowledge
of specialties delivered in English [17].

In short, when granted the position
of the core course of general education
in HEIs, GE should be designed and con-
structed as a curriculum cultivating learners’
the abilities of utilizing the communicative
tool of English language to achieve their
goals in academic or scientific communi-
cation. Therefore, in the teaching practice
in a specific HEI of China, GE demands
evaluation of the teaching environment,
followed by corresponding reform strate-
gies in the cultivation objectives, teaching
sequence and contents, lesson format, and
assessment procedures.

There are two specific difficulties in
deducing the results. One of the difficulties
is the survey on learners’ study needs and

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motivation has not achieved the sorting of
identified elements, the other being the con-
verting of quantitative data into qualitative
results. In future research, Q methodology
would be adopted to resolve the aforemen-
tioned difficulties with rotation of quantita-
tive data, sorting the priority of individual
influential elements of learners’ needs and
motivation.

Materials and Methods

As a core course of talent cultivation,
the focus of GE shifts from the formation of
cultural quality to the cultivation of critical
thinking and intercultural communication
skills. The values of general education lie
not only in the development of knowledge
structures through the understanding and
communication of multidisciplinary know-
ledge, but also in the cultivation of global
competence.

The arguments from a macroscopic
perspective are not applicable in all HEISs.
This research employs the teaching re-
form practice in University of Science and
Technology Liaoning (USTL) as the case
of example to illustrate the core research
question, that is, the necessity of the con-
version from conventional GE course to
EILC in local industrial HEIs in Northern
Eastern China.

USTL, like many other local HEIs of
a certain industry, has made substantial
contribution to the development of metal-
lurgy industry. Facing the challenges of
massification, internationalization, and
diversification, USTL’s talent cultivation
goal is reoriented to cultivate highly qua-
lified application-oriented composite engi-
neering talents with solid basic knowledge,
strong practical ability, and innovative
spirit.

English is a lingua franca serving the
globalised scientific, economic and aca-
demic communication. Taking SCI (Science
Citation Index) as an example, this database
covers more than 8,000 journals of 176 dis-
ciplines, with 95% publication in English.
In other words, GE could not serve students’
practical needs of study unless the course
successfully fosters learners applied English
ability in coping with intense professional
competition of proficiency and global com-
petency. The objectives of EILC are foster
engineering Students need to develop their
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capabilities of English Information Literacy,
which include abilities listed as below:

—to use information tools in an English
sociocultural environment.

—to identify, process, transmit and crea-
te information in English.

—to develop personal attitudes and in-
dividual methods of independent learning.

— to consolidate the spirit of scientific
criticism, academic integrity consciousness
and social responsibility.

The second research question is to ex-
plore an innovative format of GE to achieve
the specific talent-cultivation outcome of
candidates’ global competence. Traits of
EILC are evaluated as a verification of the
research hypotheses.

This research adopts the framework
of language curriculum design (fig. 1) to
devise and to implement the investigation
schedule in the following aspects, respec-
tively® [3].

Surveys and Bibliometric Mappings
Analysis are employed to deduce the goals
of GE as a second language curriculum.

The survey is conducted in 2020, the
teaching reforming team led by the authors
investigate what knowledge interest students.

The questionnaire of survey is distributed to
students’ end of SuperStar App. The total
participant number is 314. The participants
are GE students of engineering specialties
in USTL, who still have credit vacancies for
selective courses in language and culture. All
314 respondents were clearly informed about
participation in the study. All respondents
were informed about the purpose of the study
and expressed willingness to cooperate. The
Author has obtained informed consent for
participation and processing of the collected
responses from all respondents.

It is significant to bear on researchers’
mind that needs are not objective but sub-
jective. Needs are deduced from analysis
of various materials which reflecting the
subjective understanding and feedback of
the stakeholders [18]. In this case, research-
ers must ensure that the participants and
their feedback are appropriate and relevant.

As shown in figure 2, there are 276 posi-
tive answers to the competence of English
for social communication, ranking the
number 1 prioritized study need of re-
spondents. Sequentially, from number 2
to 6, the study needs are the competen-
cies of cross-cultural communication with
221 positive answers, ESP 207, EAP 196,
search for English literature 175, and prepa-
ration for international English exams 137.

Except for preparation for international Eng-
lish exams with 137 positive answers, the
rest competencies attract student over 50%
of the total number of participants. The
reason for such a result is that with an in-
creasing number of international students
of English-taught undergraduate programs
in Civil Engineering, Mechanical Engi-
neering, Chemical Engineering, Software
Engineering, Telecommunications, and
Architecture, Chinese undergraduates were
exposed to cross-cultural communicative
occasions with international in laboratories,
library, canteens, and events. The study
needs for these specific English language
competencies emerge automatically.

This research is designed and con-
ducted by a group of teachers in practice.
The influence of their proposals of physi-
cal facilitation which are supportive to
the experimental practice is too limited.
Hence, the research questions are target-
ing at manageable “software” contributing
to the extra-environment directly affect
the learning outcomes.

Through bibliometric mapping via
VOSviewer (1.6.19 version), the connec-
tions between heatedly discussed key words
in 112 articles under the topic of “EFL
curriculum design” indexed in WOS core
collections, from 2018 till now, are visua-
lised (fig. 3).

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It is observed that the “context” and
“teacher (EFL teachers, instructor)” are
closely connected with “curriculum design”.
“Need” is also examined in these articles.
However, the need is not of learners (fig. 4).

“EFL learner” is not directly connect-
ed with “curriculum design” or “need”.
Furthermore, the updated information tech-
nologies are not evaluated as a generator of
innovative teaching methods. Only through
SuperStar App could the research team
achieve high-effectiveness quantitative
surveys. The development of new infor-
mation tools and learning resources must
be taken into consideration when examine
the environment.

When witnessing Chinese undergra-
duates’ interests in communication with
international students, the research team
sets up an internationalised classroom in
some shared courses on Chinese and En-
glish cultivation plans. In other words,
international classroom acts as a practical
environment for Chinese students to realise
“learning from doing”.

Hence, the goal of teaching is deduced
as follows: the GE course is a core curri-
culum of general education which prepared
engineering talents for competence of Eng-
lish information literacy. In the short term,
such competence promotes professional

proficiency. In the long run, the forma-
tion of learners’ global competence would
be achieved.

Results

Compared the endemic problems in
developing the GE course in HEIs of Chi-
na with some monologues on the topic of
English Curriculum Design from European
authors, it is observed that course designers
and education practitioners had tried con-
tent-oriented, outcome-oriented, and ap-
plication-oriented designing connotations.
The results of the previous temptations have
not totally failed in fulfilling the educational
anticipations, however, being left behind
the wheels of scientific and technical iter-
ation. The designs of EILC are led by the
novel talent-cultivation concept of local
industry HEISs represented USTL. Hence,
it is concept oriented.

EILC takes the responsibility of a core
curriculum of general education, whose aim
is to prepare engineering talents for global
competition with competence of English
information literacy. The teaching objec-
tives are not targeted at the professional
proficiency of graduates, but at the foste-
rage of talents’ global competence maybe
revealing 5 years after graduation. EILC is
designed to confront the future challenges.

All EILC courses are delivered in
English. Except for the course of Search
for English Scientific Literature which
combines lectures and online practice in
computer rooms in library, other courses,
including College English, are taught with
ablended teaching method. The same online
resource of one course could be shared with
other courses (Table 1).

The joint construction of EILC by
China-Russia team have realised five break-
throughs as below:

1. Limitation on the promotion of on-
line learning resources has been broken
through. Two sides jointly practise “inte-
grated multi-media” online teaching.

2. Limitation on on-campus or do-
mestic teaching research has been broken
through. The cross-boundary cooperation
in the internationalised development of
foreign language teaching is conducted
virtually.

3. Subject isolation and lack of link-
age have been broken through. EILC is
systematically designed and the general
cultivation objective of scientific integrity
acts as a bond between individual courses.

4. The gap between students’ needs and
teacher’s anticipation of learning outcomes
have been broken through. The conno-
tation of information literacy has been
expanded to facilitating the mastery and
the improvement of student’s professional
proficiency.

5. The limitation on the service target
of MOOCs or SPOCs has been broken
through. Teachers are the managers of on-
line courses, who accept “orders” from
course user (the teacher of the class select-
ed EILC MOOC or SPOC as their online
teaching materials).

EILC is a collection of English selective
courses revolving around the compulsory
course of College English. The sequence of
available EILC courses is shown in table 1.

There are three advantages of such
designs.

Firstly, by strengthening the systemati-
sation and coherence of the logical lines of
contents, the teaching objectives of each
course serve a unified goal of talent cul-
tivation, that is, to foster the scientific in-
tegrity of individual engineering talents.
The unified goal of cultivation effective-
ly interconnected EILC courses, which
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avoid the negative learning experience of
fragmentation of knowledge and abrupt-
ness of sensationalisation.

Secondly, students’ selection of extra-
language courses is rewarded with certain
credits, which grants students sense of
obtainment and sense of achievement.
Online tasks are no longer extra-burdens
in English study. The compatibility of
MOOC and SPOC resources among EILC
courses ensures a thorough exploration
and an avoidance of knowledge repeti-
tiveness in conventional blended teaching
designs.

Thirdly, order-based management of on-
line resources offers an innovative measure
of collaborative teaching reforms. One of
the biggest problems of Cross-School Credit
Study programme is that cultivation plans
vary from HEI to HEI. It is almost impos-
sible to find an external MOOC/SPOC
matching the learners’ and teachers’ needs.
EILC managers promise to tailor the course
content and complement appointed exercise
into the bank of drills.

Finally, it must be stressed that partici-
pants in EILC are not required to take all the
selective courses. Format of Presentation:
A Blended Layouts.

Except for Search for Scientific Lite-
rature, all EILC courses are instructed
in a format of online and offline blended
learning method. Due to the principle
of student-centered curricula, the role of
teachers has been shifted from center of
classroom-activity arrangement to mana-
gers of learning procedure. In addition,
except for College English, all selec-
tive EILC courses hold only 16 teaching
hours in Classroom with 1 credit being
granted to learners who successfully ac-
complish the study. Hence, to ensure the
sufficiency of learning contents, the ratio
of online and offline learning hours is
kept around 1:1. Blended learning requires
a relatively high standard of students’
competence of autonomic learning, with
which a student is capable of arrange one’s
online studies and classroom participation
in a rational way. Although such compe-
tence is generated from students’ subjec-
tive consciousness, curriculum designers
can guide students time-allocation with
delicate arrangement of TLPAE plans in
every classroom hour.

demic information processing ability.
With the cases of scientists entertain-
ing rigorous scientific spirits, students
are guided to establish firm concepts
of academic ethics and consciously
put an end to academic frauds.

With the latest English audio-visual
reading materials, students are guided
to analyze the economic and cultural
reports on foreign media from a criti-
cal perspective, so as to forge render-
ing analyses on the materials. Students’
cultural confidence is Strengthened,
being able to tell authentic China’s sto-
ries in English.

Engineering ethics are woven into
educational contents in order to further
develop students’ critical analysis in
reading and writing scientific papers,
encouraging automatic avoidance of
scientific misconducts.

TLPAE is a closed-loop mode of
“Teaching objective — Learning objective —
Participatory learning and practice — Assess-
ment — Evaluation” under the OBE concept
(Outcome based education). The core goal
of learners’ acquisition of global and local
competence could be achieved with ensured
effectiveness and efficiency. TLPAE acts
as a lesson planning tool embodying in-

terconnection between learning outcomes
and students’ allocation of time and energy.
Another reason for TLPAE being employed
as the tool of teaching plans is smart tech-
nologies and requires a format of course
presentation to function as a measurement
tool of teaching quality and learning effi-
ciency. The TLPAE links in an individual
teaching session are listed as below:
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— T — teaching objectives work as
a bridge-in section;

— L —learning objectives are realized via
pre-test on the new knowledge for learners.
With the real-time results of pre-test, learn-
ers are required to set individual expected
study outcomes;

— P —participatory learning and practice
of new knowledge points;

— A — assessment includes both pre-
test and post-test in every session. Section A
assists learners to set their expected learning
outcomes and to evaluate their learning
achievements;

—E — evaluation covers self-evaluation
on individual learning outcomes, peers’
evaluation, learners’ evaluation on teaching
and the teacher, and teacher’s summarizing
evaluation on learners’ performance.

The operation of TLPAE is realized
with the linked procedure listed above. This
paper takes Lesson 2 Chinese Bridges of
Unit 6 Architecture in “An Overview on
China and Chinese Culture” as the case to
illustrate the lesson plan (Table 2).

In the link of T, an intriguing lead-
in material should be selected to inspire
students’ proactive thinking. The teaching
objectives are announced to students.

In link L, a pre-test on SuperStar offers
the teacher an instant evaluation on the out-
come of students’ preparation study online.
Such a testing task could be operated with
a 5-min quiz distributed to students’ smart-
phones. The teacher needs to adapt the paces
or instructional discourses to the level of
preparation study outcomes. The expected
study outcomes are clarified to students in
order to generate individual adjustment
to their time and energy allocation in the
following study hours.

In link P (Participatory learning), stu-
dents are supposed to be engaged in par-
ticipatory learning activities. Information
tools and method of flipped classroom are
employed to achieve objectives announced
in link T and self-planned in link L. When
designing participatory learning, class
size and the students’ willingness of par-
ticipation should be closed examined.

In link A, students’ real-time study
achievements are evaluated by post-test
on smart phone via SuperStar. The instant
results are crucial for the teacher and the
students to make the summary evaluation.
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In link E, the teacher makes comments
on students’ group performance and of-
fers recommendations on strategies of
improving individual study outcomes.
Although link E is brief, it is crucial to
the entire lesson. It is in the link E that
students could reflect on their learning
experience and make self-evaluation on
their actual performance. Link E connects
the previous and precedes the following.
Monitoring and Assessing: A Formative
Assessment.

Due to the limit on the numbers of
classes involved in the experimental prac-
tice of EILC, the Assessment of College
English is required to follow the unified
standard and method molded by the author
and the EILC teaching team. Nonetheless,
the assessment of selective EILC courses,
a formative assessment model is adopted
to reward students with acknowledgement
of their contribution and participation in
the learning procedure. The level of know-
ledge mastery is assessed in real time for
a single distributed task. Students gain their
global competence in practice.

Adequate online autonomic learning
hours contribute 20% to the final score
of an individual course of English Infor-
mation Literacy, results of online quizzes
and tests — 20, performance in online and
offline cross-cultural communicative
tasks — 20, results of offline closure reports
or exams — 30, antecedence rate of offline
participatory learning — 5, frequency of
autonomous studies — 3, and participation
in online discussion — 2%.

Such a development-oriented assess-
ment model values learners’ participation
in the TLPAE links of blended learning,
facilitating the formation of competence
of autonomic learning.

In brief, the lingual-cultural influential
factors are systematically and organically
implanted into English Information Literacy
Curriculum, which aims at the formation
of learners’ global competence. Only in
this way could the teaching objectives and
learning objectives be narrowed. To effec-
tively and efficiently realize the compe-
tence development goals of the courses,
the blended teaching model of TLPAE has
been designed and practiced during offline
participatory learning and online autonomic
learning hours.

A quiz on the preparation reading tasks is distribut-
ed to students’ smart phones. Students could see an-
swers and individual score instantly submitting their
answers via SuperStar.

The teacher evaluates students’ performance accord-
ing to the scores shown on app.

Students are required to set their expected study out-
comes, that is, learning objectives.

Introduction of teaching contents and course arrange-
ment

Meaning of Qiao:

In this part, the teacher explains the meaning and the
evolution of Chinese character “#/” (bridge) in detail.
This section leads international students to show the
writing method corresponding to the national bridge,
and effectively integrate students into the classroom
interaction.

In this part, ancient bridges of China are introduced
by students to the class. The selected bridges are
Zhaozhou Bridge, Lugou Bridge, and Wuting Bridge.

Modern bridges of China:
The Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge is introduced.

The Hong Kong-Zhuhai-Macao Bridge is used as an
example of a physical bridge bonds people’s psycho-
logical connections.

According to the content of this class, the students’
mastery degree of new knowledge is evaluated by
a quiz delivered via SuperStar app. Students will ac-
tively participate in the feedback section.

The teacher summarises the performance of students.
Three cross-cultural tasks are distributed via Super-
Star. Students could choose one out of three to finish
and submit back to SuperStar.

1. Find Bridge in Anshan and tell the type and build-
ing material.

2. Compare Chinese bridge and your hometown
bridge.

3. Talk about how BRI affect you.

Discussion and Conclusion
The lean-managed design of integrated
multi-channeled teaching resources pro-
motes students’ blended learning experience
of “zero pressure”. From 2020 to present,
students involved in EILC have achieved
considerate study outcomes, including
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8 awards of national English competitions,
10 of provincial English competitions, and
8 of university-levelled awards. Students
published 10 articles on the topic of lan-
guage and cultural comparisons in journals
indexed by CNKI (China’s RSCI). In 2023
and 2024, supervised by the teachers,
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28 EILC undergraduates of EILC from
specialties of Computer Science, Interna-
tional Economics and Trades, Mechanical
Engineering have attended 4 international
conferences on language and culture and
presented their cooperative articles.

The regular exposure to occasions of
cross-cultural communication with interna-
tional study pals in classrooms and in as-
signed communicative tasks and activities,
domestic students of GE practically com-
prehend the meaning the BRI. Curriculum
designs of EILC occupies the high position
in cultivating engineering talents, assisting
students’ possession of global competencies
with internationalized scientific vision and
consolidated scientific integrity.

In the recent feedback survey on satis-
faction of EILC, 293 participants from
5 engineering-specialty classes of 2 lo-
cal industrial HEIs shared their attitudes
towards this reforming curriculum. For
the course of An Overview on China and
Chinese Culture, in a class of 110 undergra-
duates, 97 of them (88.2%) evaluated this
course as “highly distinguished”; in a class
of 97 undergraduates, 80 of them (82.5%)
evaluated “highly distinguished”. For the
course of Readings of Scientific Literature,
among 86 students from 3 administrative
classes, 62 of them (71.5%) evaluated this
course as “highly distinguished”.

More than 95% of the students in-
volved this innovative English curriculum
as a quite difficult one, with a comment as
“it is difficult, but I like it”.

This research starts from the highlights
on the significant of methodological, as well
as conceptual evolution of the education of
GE in HEIs of China. Terms of aim, goal,
objective, approach, method, methodology
are no longer mixed in discussion. The clari-
fication of the definition boundaries of the
theoretical foundation for the research pro-
ject, ensures the effectiveness of results.
GE is evolved from a general course to a core
course of general education, whose princip-
les, goals, contents, format, and assessment
method need to be changed to fit for the new
disciplinary position in the cultivation plan
for undergraduates of non-English majors
but faced with intense global competition.

As a course of second language, the
design of GE is required to fulfil the goals
of industry talents with global competence,
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maintaining high-levelled competitiveness
when confronted with English communi-
cative occasions. Talents of Engineering
specialties in this research should prepare
themselves for cross-cultural social com-
munications, international scientific and
technological exchanges, and composition
of scientific research articles. English, an-
swering the practical demands of talents,
acts as the communicative tool on the men-
tioned sociocultural, scientific communi-
cative, or academic exchanging occasions.
Competence of English information literacy
needs to be fostered by the innovatively
designed GE course.

GE has been assigned new position in
the cultivation programs in HEIs of China.
The cultivation-concept-orientated cur-
riculum presents features of second lan-
guage course, which demands socio-cultural
linguistics being employed to clarify the
principles of EILC constructional designs.
The case study of EILC project offers an
experimental example to EFL teachers and
researchers. The experience of EILC sug-
gests the significance of investigation on
nature of general education courses and
concerns with learners’ needs and motiva-
tion. The practical value of EILC framework
has been verified with not the students’
scores in examinations of English, but their
achievements in the application of lingual
knowledge, cross-cultural communicative
skills, and scientific research spirits to actual
exchanges of academy or specialties.

Finally, there remain some unsolved
questions.

The first difficulty of research lies in
the avoidance of misunderstandings bet-
ween international students and domestic
students. Because the basic full-English
courses involved in the IELC project were
of English degree programs for interna-
tional students, some Chinese participants
mistook the best teachers of English and
the teaching facilities are only available
for foreign students. There were rumors of
priorities of international students, causing
small-ranged negative public opinion.

The second problem is the deepen-
ing of this research. In 2023, the courses
of An Overview on China and Chinese
Culture (OCCC) and Readings of Scien-
tific Literature (RSL) are open for enroll-
ment on the provincial platform of Mutual
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Recognition of Credits, which mean, the
issue of widening the research result is
solved. However, to further the depth of
research, disciplinary knowledge of psycho-
logy should be involved. The joint research
team of China and Russia has proposed to
USTL for more supports to improve the
cooperative teaching research and recruit
experts of pedagogical psychology from
the Russian partner university.

The third problem relates to the sec-
ond. The deeper the project goes, the bigger
problem reveals in the dearth of trusts from
teachers to learners. The teachers prioritized
lessen the study burden of students. For exam-
ple, when teaching the course of OCCC, the
teacher always offered 3 tasks for students to
choose. Such over-consideration for students’
willingness of taking challenges equals to
treating students as not trustworthy. Teachers
should trust students for their cognitive ability
to identify their needs of study, trusting them
for adequate courage and enthusiasm to take
the most challenging tasks.

General English has been a heated to-
pic of discussion among researchers and
teachers in multi-disciplines of EFL peda-
gogy, applied linguistics, and psychology.
The practice of EILC design has initiated
a innovative strategy of constructing a col-
lection of selective courses to match the
cultivation goals of general education of
English in HEIs.

In conclusion, the significance of EILC
lies in three aspects.

The first value is the theoretical enligh-
tenment on multi-disciplinary engagement.
Taken as a curriculum of second language,
socio-cultural linguistics is employed to
illustrate the cross-disciplinary nature of GE
in this era of global communication.

The second value is the empirical veri-
fication of concept-oriented language cur-
riculum design. The development of EILC
begins with the connotation extension of
principles. Together with evaluation of the
objectives and the environment, the goals
of cultivation concept have been deduced,
which orients the format, the content, the
sequence and the assessment of the entire
curriculum.

The third value is the practical attempt
of on-campus internationalization. Although
massification of higher education has been
achieved in China years ago, the inequalities
in reception of internationalized education
are commonly witnessed because of a gap
in household educational budget. The set-
tings of international learning group and
full-English selective courses have offered
participants a relatively equal opportunity
of experiencing internationalized education
on campus.

Most of the work described in this ar-
ticle is not rewarded in financial forms.
The enthusiasm to serve the students, serve
the people, and serve the nation, supports
the author and the joint research team to
overcome the difficulties. The author and
her team are confident in the practical sig-
nificance of this microscopic reforming
project in ELF, which would support the
macroscopic policies and benefit students.

Practitioners of foreign language peda-
gogy are faced with opportunities and chal-
lenges of globalisation, with an emphasis on
the localisation of the globalised develop-
mental factors. It is anticipated that the
curricular design framework of EILC and
the teaching method of TLPAE would offer
teachers of General English in universities
anew perspective of course development.
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Abstract

Introduction. There is a consensus among practitioners teaching art to children that the very process of
art education develops children’s creativity. However, in scientific psychology, there is no consensus on
the advantages of children being involved in art, as evaluated by the generally accepted criteria for measuring
creativity. The purpose of the study is to identify differences in creativity indicators in children involved
and not involved in art, as well as the characteristics of creativity in different types of art.

Materials and Methods. Our purpose was to clarify in which types of art study the indicators of cre-
ativity are higher. The Torrance Test of Creative Thinking was used to assess creativity. The sample
comprised 312 children with an average age of 9.4 years. Participants were divided into three subgroups:
children engaged in music, drawing, or dance; and children not engaged in any art forms. The study was
conducted at supplementary education institutions and secondary schools focusing on children with at least
two years of experience in their chosen art form to ensure developed skills.

Results. Results showed that children participating in art programs displayed significantly higher levels of
creativity, particularly in terms of detail, originality, and abstract thinking, compared to children without
such involvement. However, the scores for originality and fluency were lower for the children involved in
the arts. There were differences in the intensity of creativity indicators between the different types of art.
Children engaged in art showed higher scores on the creativity scales associated with non-verbal intelligence.
Those not involved in art were more creative in expressing ideas - verbal intelligence.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results obtained by the authors contribute to the development of problems
of creativity of children involved in art. The findings of this article are of practical importance for teachers
of music and art schools, psychologists and teachers in the field of educational psychology and art.

It is believed that art promotes crea-
tivity in children. However, this opinion
is still debatable due to a number of un-
clarified issues concerning developing
creative abilities through art. To begin
with, there is no consensus as for the nature
of creativity among educators, music, art,
and choreography teachers. The complex
meaning of the word creativity is studied
in our review paper [1]. In addition, art
classes are based on developing certain

is apparently not the best option for cul-
tivating flexibility and uniqueness which
are crucial for creativity. Furthermore,
modern art programs applied around the
world do not make prioritize creativity
development. Frequently, art classes intend
to develop certain skills through repro-
ducing the pre-set samples. Given all the
mentioned challenges in promoting crea-
tivity through art, it is possible that when
learning the symbol system in drawing art,
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comprehending music patterns, perform-
ing dance movements, a child develops
precursors of creativity. This finding is
of practical value because parents need
to be convinced that taking their children
to art classes will increase their creativity.

The methodological approach of the
research is associated with the L.S. Vy-
gotsky’s cultural-historical theory. The
core concept of this theory is that mental
evolution is determined by external en-
vironment, education being the first and
foremost influence. In the psychology of
art, the essential resource for promoting
creativity is its key unit — the image!.

The influence of art on the mental deve-
lopment of children has been studied from
various perspectives in Russian psychology
throughout the 20" century. These traditions
originate from the ideas of L.S. Vygotsky,
B.M. Teplov, and A.V. Bakushinsky?. For
instance, Vygotsky’s concept that the learn-
ing environment and content determine the
development of higher mental functions
forms the theoretical basis for the prob-
lem of studying the influence of art on
creativity. A methodology for researching
children involved in art relies on the thesis
of B.M. Teplov that the content of art works
are emotions, feelings and moods, implying
that the influence of art should be sought in
the field of emotional experiences. Howe-
ver, despite the obvious influence of art on
creativity, this aspect was not studied in
detail. At the same time, the Soviet school
of psychology and pedagogy created an
evidence base for the effective influence of
music on cognitive processes. The history
of this topic is described in more detail in
our article “Formation History of the Sub-
ject of the Influence of Art on the Mental
Development of Children in Russian Psy-
chology” [2]. All in all, the results of the
study provide an answer to the controversial
question about the effectiveness of music,
dance and drawing in the development of
children’s creativity.

The purpose of this study was to de-
termine the extent to which creativity in
children involved in the arts and those not
involved in the arts has its own character-
istics, and whether there are differences
in fluency, originality, and other markers
of creativity in children playing musical
instruments, drawing, and dancing.

The similarity of approaches to assess-
ing predictors of creativity development in
education in general and in arts education
gives rise to the hypothesis that creativity
in children engaged in various arts is higher
than in other children. At the same time,
we refined our hypothesis by assuming
that different types of art-music, drawing,
or dance-would have differences in the
intensity of the indicators that determine
creativity.

Literature Review

There are works that identify predictors
of creativity development. In the common
notion, art classes — music, drawing, and
choreography — are considered an obvious
area for creativity development. There are
those who believe creativity and art are
synonymous [3].

It turns out that a child who is en-
gaged in music, drawing, or other types
of art already possesses creativity. Howe-
ver, some authors are skeptical about this
identification. Researchers of creativity
in music, for example, point out that the
concept of “musical creativity” makes it
difficult to understand creativity in art,
since playing music does not necessarily
involve creativity. We consider the call to
abandon the use of such terms as “dance
creativity” or “artistic creativity”, as focus-
ing the attention of researchers on creativity
as a universal ability to create a unique
original product in any field [4].

However, there have been no studies
showing the features of creativity in child-
ren who play musical instruments, draw,
or dance, in which one could see objective
criteria for high levels of creativity. With
a certain degree of pessimism, E. Huovi-
nen writes about this based on the results
of a study of art students in terms of their
understanding of the construct of creativi-
ty [5]. The author points out that students,
who are future art teachers, do not have
clear criteria for understanding creativity,
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and it is the teachers who subsequently
have to develop creativity in their students.

In compiling a theoretical review of the
issues of creativity in children involved in
the arts, we found that the study of creativity
in childhood and the study of the influence
of art education on the mental development
of children have been treated as autonomous
spheres in child psychology. It seems to
have been taken for granted that art edu-
cation promotes creativity.

However, this proposition requires
clarification and empirical support.
There are a number of scientific approach-
es to the study of the influence of art on
children’s creativity. Adhering to the first ap-
proach [6; 7], scientists have demonstrated in
their studies the presence of music’s influen-
ce on creativity development. At the same
time, there are a number of similar studies?,
which didn’t research markers of creativity,
but the student’s ability for musical impro-
visation, which was treated as creativity.

In other studies, creativity has been
examined as a product of education [7-9].
In this vein, there have been several dispa-
rate approaches to defining the essence of
creativity: 1) creativity has been studied in
the context of educational technologies as
fundamental constructs of the 21% centu-
ry [7]; 2) creativity as a competence formed
in the framework of training [8]; 3) crea-
tivity as a new product of education [9].
There are special programs in which ele-
ments of art classes are introduced into
regular classes, with the aim of developing
the students’ creative potential (Creative
Partnerships Lithuania; Creative Partner-
ships; Creative Partnerships Prague).

According to modern researches [10; 11],
creativity is a rather vague concept with
varying interpretations. The excessive use
of the word in everyday life, art, philosophy
and science has eroded its meaning. From
this point of view, two predominant con-
ceptions of creativity stand out. According
to the first concept, creativity can only be
something associated with a newly created
product that is valuable to society. The other
concept understands creativity as the creation

of something original by an individual for
himself. This approach to creativity has
more to do with imagination, imaginative
thinking and originality. The second concept,
which regards creativity as a new product
for the individual, is closely aligned with
the objectives of school education.

It can be assumed that creativity in
music education is an umbrella term that
includes composition and improvisation,
although the term can be applied to listening
(i.e., creative listening), performance (i.e.,
creative performance), and almost to all
music teaching activities. From multiple
sources, four distinct themes were identi-
fied that that address creativity in relation
to music education: the characteristics of
a creative person, the facilitating environ-
ment for creativity, the creative process,
and the assessment of creative products®.

Recently researches [10; 11] has explo-
red the opinions of secondary school
teachers on creativity and the teaching of
compositional skills. A survey of teachers
and a qualitative analysis of their respons-
es revealed that music drives creativity
through analysis and evaluation, adoption
and evolution of musical ideas, reflection,
and spontaneity. Creativity can benefit from
such activities as improvisation, compo-
sition and training composing skills that
can be incorporated in school curriculum.
Exposure to different genres, styles, and
traditions can also help foster creativity.

The results of these studies suggest that
music teachers ‘views on the concept of
creativity are very important because these
ideas can influence their teaching methods
and how they evaluate activities designed
to stimulate students’ musical creativity®.

At the same time, according to re-
search [10], self-reflection is a key factor
contributing to the development of music
teacher’s creative potential. The researcher
has proposed a reflective tool called “Rivers
of Musical Experience” to assess creativity

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in music education. This tool can help us to
represent, construct, and reconstruct major
milestones or significant points in our crea-
tive accomplishments as we learn music
in our childhood, at a conservatoire and
in our professional career as musicians or
music teachers.

“Rivers of Musical Experience” is
a good tool for any music teacher to ana-
lyze and reflect on their career journey.
The author finds it interesting to study
a positive learning environment where both
teachers and students can go outside the box
and take a risk to achieve a creative outcome.

According to Burnard and Odena, teach-
ers should come up with new instruction prac-
tices that encourage creativity and initiative.
They believe that the ambiguity of the term
“creativity” poses a difficulty for teachers.
It is hard for teachers to develop a creative
environment in the classroom because they
get overwhelmed by a constant barrage of
reports, targets and tests from their superiors.
Teachers simply don’t have the time to think
about tools to promote creativity.

By reflecting on their personal experien-
ces, teachers will be able to value and en-
courage creativity, originality, independence,
risk-taking, the ability to redefine problems,
and curiosity. These practicing researchers
will appreciate complexity, artistry, and
open-mindedness. It is important to note
that forging creativity involves a particular
style of thinking that includes visualization,
imagination, experimentation, metaphorical
thinking, reflection, analysis, synthesis and
evaluation. Teacher researchers need to be
motivated and goal-oriented [10].

Clint Randles examines creativity in
the context of serious problems in contem-
porary music education in North America.
The author points out a contradiction: on
the one hand, almost all music education
programs focus on classical and jazz music.
On the other hand, classical and jazz music
accounts for only 1.4 per cent of music
sales worldwide. This contradiction indi-
cates that music schools are teaching what
the public does not care about. According
to Randles, there is another contradiction
that points to a conflict in music education.
The average adolescent listens to music
for approximately 4.5 hours per day, but
secondary school music participation is
at 10 percent nationally.

These contradictions show that mu-
sic education programs are disconnected
from children’s real interest, motivation
and creative impulses. In order to clarify
the situation and outline ways of transform-
ing music education, the author refers to
Monomyth strategy. This conceptualiza-
tion of the problem of music education
helps to think collectively about how to
make music education a source of creative
development and part of a socio-cultural
environment that is not disconnected from
the overall cultural dynamic.

There is a clear need for a major trans-
formation of music education. Innovation
requires divergent thinking, so the transi-
tion to this new music education should be
initiated by a group of like-minded peop-
le. Their goal, according to Randles, is to
rescue music education from its present
compromised condition.

Author believes, that the problem with
fostering creativity in music schools stems
from the fact that the system excludes gui-
tar, drum kit, mandolin, and banjo players
(among many others), turntablists, DJs,
producers, and creators of new media —
many of whom are phenomenal musicians,
with a heart for teaching, who might reach
more of the masses in unprecedented ways
if they could become part of the music
education system.

Only classical and jazz musicians are
generally allowed to teach. Alternative ideas
are not embedded in the music school cur-
riculum. In today’s world, music-making is
so diverse that the music offered in schools
must also be varied and interesting. Author
believes that creativity should be seen as
a socio-cultural phenomenon, not isolated
from society [11].

Researchers [12; 13] conducted a four-
year longitudinal study to identify the re-
source of music education partnerships.
The authors express dissatisfaction with
the state of music education in England
and the need for a non-hegemonic alter-
native to music education that can drive
creativity in music school students. The aut-
hors point out that previous longitudinal
projects, which have resulted in a partner-
ship between teachers and students have
been successful, as adopting reflection and
breaking from reductionist way of thinking
became teachers’ principles of work. In such
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partnerships, the child and the musician
formed a team, fighting against what they
perceived to be the oppression of creativity.
The partnership-based model is hard to
measure on a priori calculations. However,
it is a model that yields good results in terms
of both children’s and teachers’ creativity
and is therefore worthy of support [12].

Creativity in music is difficult to assess.
A special study of composition and its eva-
luation was carried out from the position of
defining musical composition as a source
of stimulating creativity [13]. They con-
ducted a survey among secondary school
music teachers about the organization and
evaluation of composition. The researchers
were interested in what the teachers were
doing in this respect. Teachers felt that
there was a need for new tools to evaluate
composing and that the amount of time
devoted to composing in music education
programs should be increased [13].

In their works [12; 13], they suggest
that educators need to make an effort to
develop methods of fostering creativity
in music education in order to engage
children in learning music. A teacher who
is able to analyze his or her own experien-
ce and break away from established pat-
terns can create a supportive educational
environment in which instruction fosters
creativity.

The impact of arts education on crea-
tivity is under-researched; one study on
creativity claims that this area has received
the least attention. Among the few studies
on this topic, a study comparing the crea-
tivity of music students and non-musicians
stands out®. It turned out that the musicians
scored higher on a number of indicators
of the Guilford test, but not on all scales.
Kalmar conducted a longitudinal study of
the influence of music classes on creativity’.
One of the conclusions he drew was that the
creativity development depended on how
the lessons themselves were organized and

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whether the teacher set out to develop crea-
tivity. One of the studies showed that posing
problems demanding creative solutions in
music classes were a necessary condition
for creativity development in children [6].

Creativity as the ability to create a new
original product cannot be reduced to a pro-
cess of thinking. However, a creative pro-
duct is some kind of intellectual solution,
a combination of the information available
in memory. There are a number of theories
of creativity, each of which solves the prob-
lems they pose®. After analyzing studies
of art classes’ influence on certain cogni-
tive processes, we can conclude that such
classes will have an impact on creativity
in childhood. However, we cannot accept
this hypothesis as an axiom.

There are studies in the scientific lite-
rature that show that the development of
creativity is due to the influence of edu-
cational conditions [14]. Music, drawing
and choreography classes are a continuous
learning process, a special educational
environment that can influence the develop-
ment of creativity. They have shown the
importance of the content of children’s
activities for the development of creativity.
The use of play as a planned activity with
a story and roles influences the develop-
ment of creativity. Many play situations
used in art classes can also be a source
of creativity development. C.K. Fehr and
S.W. Russ studied play, divergent thinking
and creativity [14]. The researchers identi-
fied two processes in play that are thought
to be related to creativity: cognitive and
affective. In addition, the inclusion of affect
in fantasy expands the search for ideas,
images, and memories that are important
for creativity®.

Studies in recent years have shown
that creativity has statistically significant
correlations with symbolization [15; 16].

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This means that there is a positive relation-
ship between the ability of children to use
images in a given situation and creativity.
This suggests that drawing lessons can
be an important condition for creativity
development [15].

We found studies in which musical ac-
tivities were associated with cognitive cont-
rol, as noted above. Austrian scientists [16]
from the University of Graz, studied the
predictors of creative thinking while study-
ing the relationship between intelligence,
creativity, and cognitive control. Since
executive functions are involved in both
processes, scientists see intelligence and
creativity as interrelated constructs.

The research problem is determined
by the contradiction between the gene-
rally accepted stereotypical assessment
of art classes as a predictor of creativity
development and the lack of empirical
data confirming the differences in specific
indicators of creativity in children who do
and do not practice art. At the same time,
the differences in creativity development
in different art disciplines remain unclear.

Materials and Methods

Participants. The sample consisted
of 312 normally developing children, in-
cluding 72 participants involved in music
for more than two years. Music classes
involved playing musical instruments,
learning solfeggio, and vocalizing. 59 par-
ticipants in the study had been engaged
in drawing for more than two years; the
children had mastered the techniques of
drawing, graphic literacy, knowledge of
composition, space and forms, perspective,
and the color spectrum. 42 participants in
the study had been choreographing folk
dances for more than two years. In cho-
reography classes, children had mastered
the skills of performance of various step
combinations, dance movements in an
ensemble, musical and rhythmic feeling,
flexibility, and plasticity in the expressive
performance of movements.

In addition, there were 139 participants
in the study who were not involved in art.
These did not attend arts, sports, or other
extracurricular activities.

The average age of the children was
9 years, 4 months (SD = 0.8). Parents
gave their informed written consent for

the participation of their children in the
study. The children gave their verbal con-
sent before testing. The study took place in
a friendly atmosphere. Since the children
were interested in completing the tasks on
the creativity test, they had a positive at-
titude toward participation in the study.
The participants of our study are mainly
children from two-parent families belong-
ing to the category of socially prosperous
families, which is confirmed by the active
involvement of the parents in additional
education of their children. Our study was
carried out in two cities of the Bashkortos-
tan, namely Oktyabrsk and Birsk. The for-
mer city is classified as a large city with
a population of more than one hundred
thousand, while the latter is a small city
with a population of less than fifty thousand.

Procedure. The study was conduct-
ed at specialized schools, where children
study music, drawing, and choreography
after their regular school hours three times
aweek. The school administration received
a letter which provided comprehensive in-
formation about the project. The study was
conducted by psychologists with bachelor’s
and master’s degrees in psychology, with
specialties in developmental psycholo-
gy. The studies with the non-arts children
were conducted in regular schools with
the informed consent of parents and ad-
ministrators.

Tools. To measure creativity and the
factors determining it, the Torrance adap-
tation test of E. Tunik!'® was employed.
The test allowed us to determine five well-
known creativity scales: originality, fluen-
cy, elaboration, resistance to closure, and
abstractness of naming. The study was
conducted under standard conditions at
the same time of day (from 15.00 to 16.00)
during the period from March to May 2022.

Ethical Approval. The study was con-
ducted according to the guidelines of the
Declaration of Helsinki, and approved by
the Ethics Committee of the Russian Psy-
chological Society (protocol code 2021/31,
20 June 2021).

Results

Based on the obtained data on creativity
indicators, we carried out calculations and
analysis in different combinations of the
main subgroups of the 312 participants.
The first calculations were related to com-
paring the two major samples — the children
engaged and not engaged in art. The results
were consistent with the study’s hypothesis
that the creativity of children who pursue art
is different from those who do not pursue art
(Table 1).

The study showed that children who
were engaged in art had higher results on the
development degree, resistance to closure,
and abstraction of concepts than the children

who were not engaged in art. However, on
the originality and fluency scales, the va-
lues were higher in the children who were
not engaged in art. To clarify the data, we
examined the differences in indicators de-
pending on the type of art in which children
were involved (Figure).

Differences in the Creativity of Child-
ren Engaged in Music and Children Not
Engaged in the Arts. The children who
were engaged in music significantly outper-
formed their peers who were not engaged
in art on the development scale, which may
be due to the specifics of the competencies
that are formed in a child when learning to
play a musical instrument (Table 2).

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Differences in the Creativity of Child-
ren Engaged in Dancing and in Children
Who Were Not Engaged in the Arts. The
differences in the scale of creativity
were less pronounced among children
who danced than among children who were
musicians. For example, for the abstrac-
tion of naming and the closure resistance,
statistically significant differences were
not found (Table 3).

Differences in the Creativity of Child-
ren Engaged in Drawing and Those Not
Engaged in the Arts. An examination of the
differences between the children who were
engaged in drawing and those who did not
engage in any art showed that there was no
difference between the two sub-samples on
the scale of originality. For the remaining
scales, the differences were statistically
significant (Table 4).

The results of the study of differences on
the scales of originality and fluency of children
engaged in art and not engaged in art were
paradoxical. Children who were not engaged
in art, better solved the problems demanding
originality and fluency on the E. Torrance
test. These results require special discussion.

Discussion and Conclusion

The purpose of this study was to iden-
tify the particular characteristic of creativity
among children engaged in different types
of art. In particular, we considered three
sub-samples. We proceeded from the as-
sumption that art classes would increase
the level of children’s creativity, so the
indicators of fluency, originality, develop-
ment degree, abstractness of naming, and
resistance to closure would be higher than
those of children not engaged in art classes.

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It was interesting for the study to cla-
rify the features of creativity indicators
in the different sub-samples. A number
of creativity indicators — development
degree, resistance to closure, and abstract-
ness of naming — showed up at a much
higher level among those who were en-
gaged in different types of art. The ab-
stractness of naming may be due to the fact
that phonological awareness, vocabulary,
and speech develop in music classes [17],
promote literacy!!.

The scales of abstraction of naming
and development degree were due to the
fact that children engaged in art had higher
1Q scores compared to their peers [18; 19].
The abstractness of naming was largely
related to the intellectual operations of
synthesis, analysis, and generalization.
Well-known longitudinal studies in the
educational systems of D.B. Kabalevsky
and B.M. Nemensky showed the positive
influence of art on the development of not
only individual functions, but also the per-
sonality as a whole'?. The results of longi-
tudinal studies on the impact of art on the
personality development in children and
adolescents are described in more detail
in the work of E. Krupnik'3.

The results on creativity shown by
children engaged in drawing indicated that
they did not differ from their peers who were
not engaged in art on the “originality” scale,
but there were differences on the other four
indicators. The fluency of young artists was
lower than that of their peers, and originality
was on the same level as that of children
who were not engaged in the arts.

Our empirical study has identified
differences in creativity in the context of
research activities, but the results of this
study are not unambiguous. As a standard
tool for measuring creativity, we consi-
dered the indicators of originality, fluen-

cy, elaboration, resistance to closure, and
abstractness of naming. Depending on the
type of art activity, these indicators either
decrease or increase. Thus, we have shown
that children involved in music have lower
indicators of originality and fluency, while
the drawing classes improve development,
resistance to closure, and abstractness of
the name.

Our study put forward a general hy-
pothesis that creativity in children in-
volved in the arts and those not involved
in the arts is expressed to different degrees.
In the course of our empirical research,
we were able to prove this hypothesis and
clarify it in more detail. Firstly, we mea-
sured not only the overall indicator of crea-
tivity, but also its individual components.
Secondly, we clarified the composition of
the sample, where subsamples of children
involved in music, drawing and choreog-
raphy were examined. The results revealed
different degrees of expression of creativity
components in groups of children involved
in art. The analysis of the results presented
in tables 2—4 confirms the basic hypothesis,
as well as offers specific details on different
types of art in which primary school child-
ren are involved.

Our article has the title that indicates
a closer study of the influence of art on
children’s creativity. The consensus that art
develops creativity in childhood should
be questioned, since these activities often
take forms that are boring for children.
The practice of art teachers shows a large
dropout rate associated with a decrease
in learning motivation in music and art
schools. As shown in the literature, teaching
programs in the arts, especially music, are
more focused on developing skills rather
than creativity. And, as indicated in a num-
ber of works cited in the article, there is
no understanding of the phenomenon of
creativity among art teachers.

To a lesser extent, the children who
were engaged in dancing were inferior in
creativity. Only on one parameter — deve-
lopment degree — were their results higher
than those of peers who were not engaged
in dancing.

In general, in all the sub-samples of
children engaged in art, the development
index was high, which was due to the ability
to develop ideas posed to them in detail.
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Attention to detail and the ability to concent-
rate on details can be provided by the art
classes, which are distinguished by atten-
tion to detail. For example, in drawing
classes, the skills of distinguishing colors,
determining proportions, etc. are specifical-
ly formed. In music classes, there is also
purposeful training in the combination of
sounds, which requires attention to detail
and may be related to development. Danc-
ing classes are no exception, since clarity
and concentration on precise movements
are required.

The relatively low scores on originality
and fluency among the art students may
have been due to the fact that art classes
demand a high degree of discipline and
thus restrict the ability to exercise spon-
taneity [20]. Behavior control and high
executive functions often prevent a child
from “going beyond the generally accepted
norms” to find a unique and non-standard
solution that creativity requires [21; 22].

The obtained results contribute to the
study of children engaged in art. Their

paradoxical nature is due to the fact that
two key creativity indicators — originality
and fluency — were higher in the sample
of children who were not engaged in art,
and the development degree, resistance to
closure, and abstraction of naming were
higher in those who are engaged in art.
It was shown that creativity in different
types of art is expressed to varying de-
grees. Children who are engaged in music
differ significantly in creativity. This was
true to a lesser extent for those who were
engaged in dancing.

The results of this study are of practical
importance, since they initiate reflection on
the concept of “creativity” among teachers,
the need for which has been stressed in re-
cent years [5]. The prospects of the research
are connected with a longitudinal study of
the creativity of children engaged in art
from the beginning of their studies, in order
to establish the dynamics of developing
originality and fluency, the key parameters
in which these children are inferior to their
peers who are not engaged in art.
