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I am delighted to have been asked to write
this guest editorial article for this special issue
commemorating the 60th anniversary of the Year
of Africa. The papers in the special issue draw
from a conference hosted by RUDN University
and the Institute of African Studies in Moscow in
February 2020 to mark this milestone. The papers
at the conference and in the journal reflect on the
promise, pitfalls and potentials for deepening
African liberation. This is a critical endeavour
given the need for renewed focus on effective
strategies of African economic transformation and
liberation. Moscow has been and remains a major
centre for African Studies globally and the
conference drew participants from Russia and
around the world to discuss these issues; sharing
a common commitment to progressive values and
the importance of academic engagement and
writing in promoting these. While juridicial
independence is now complete across most of
Africa, empirical sovereignty remains “weak”
across much of the continent.

The papers in this special issue engage issues
of liberation and continuity in structures of power.
As Professor Molefi Asante describes in his
interview, there is an ongoing need to adopt

Afrocentricity as an organizing principle of
research on, and for, the continent. This entails
viewing African actors, including those in
the diaspora, as active subjects rather than objects
of history, in spite of the massive power
differentials which characterise transnational
social networks. While Ngiligi wa Thiong’o
famously wrote about “decolonising the mind”,
Afrocentricity represents a deepening of this
project, not just through a rejection of imposed
cultural forms or imported concepts, but through
the active construction of liberatory ones, such as
Afrofuturism, for example. The economic and
hence genuine political liberation of the continent
requires both intellectual work, multi-scalar and
vector alliances, reform, resistance and through
these, hopefully, renaissance.

The creation of the myth of Africa as an
object of study, rather than Africans as subjects of
history is not accidental but achieved through
processes of discursive disempowerment, material
extraction and geopolitical domination. Kalu in
his paper examines the impact of the Cold War on
Africa’s political culture, although as the eminent
Russian political scientist Vladimir Shubin has
noted in much of Africa this conflict was “hot”

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[Shubin 2008]. Whereas colonialism entailed
direct territorial control, the mechanisms of Cold
War geopolitics divided the continent into zones
and spheres of influence, often bolstering
authoritarianism as long as rulers were judged to
be on the “right side”. It also resulted in the
militarisation of Africa and as he notes “the
United States foreign policy during the Cold War
made it convenient for the American government
to turn a blind eye to the true preferences of
Africans”. We could go further and argue that in
fact, along with the Soviet Union’s policies, in
fact it suppressed them. This disempowerment
then fed narratives of powerlessness, even as select
political elites were empowered by such dynamics
and creations and distributions of power.

In his brilliant essay, Professor Taylor
explicates and dissects the continuing nature and
reproduction of neocolonialism on the continent.
While it has been fashionable in recent decades to
downplay or dismiss the importance of
underdevelopment theory, Professor Taylor
reminds us of its continuing and arguably
deepening relevance to understand “the” African
condition. Given the continuing dynamics of
underdevelopment  “independence” has a
decidedly ambiguous connotation in most African
states. During decolonisation Charles de Gaulle
talked about France “leaving, to better stay” in
Africa. To a large extent this has been achieved,
although the rise of new capitalist powers,
particularly China, poses a partial or ambivalent
challenge to Western domination of the continent.

Trevor Ngwane and Patrick Bond in their
paper focus on what they term South Africa’s
shrinking sovereignty. This case study of
underdevelopment shows the ways in which
sovereignty may be used to perpetuate dependence
and extraversion to the benefit of national political

elites. Thus the rhetoric and reality of political
independence and liberation may mask the
continuance of deeper structures of discourse and
power. The contradictions of these structures of
power now find particular expression in the
ecological crisis confronting much of the
continent, as detailed in this paper for South
Africa. Given the multi-fold challenges facing
much of the continent it might be tempting or easy
to fall into the comfort of Afro-pessimism,
however Ngwane and Bond also give examples
where progressive social movements have
achieved notable victories through commoning
strategies, particularly with regard to the
decommodification of anti-AIDS drugs in South
Africa for example.

In her provocative and engaging essay
Jessica da Silva de Oliveira also entreats us to
reimagine the field of International Relations.
This is necessary to disrupt prevailing structures of
discourse and power. Conventional approaches in
the discipline pursue a false distance and purported
objectivity she argues, and consequently the
subject needs to be re-enchanted to enable the
achievement of what Said talked about as
“worldliness”. The method of autoethnography
challenges us to engage critically with our own
positionality as scholars and actors in the
discourses we both study and create.

Sixty years after the Year of Africa it is
important to reflect on both the current history of
the continent and the theories and practices of
action which inform this. The conference at
RUDN and this special issue provide both an
inspiration to engage with and develop new ideas
to inform praxis, and to revisit and revivify older
theories and ideas which retain their salience
despite rapid evolution in global economy,
environment and politics.
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Abstract. Leadership and political systems in most of Africa have been described in several negative ways.
Paternalism, clientelism, dictatorship, corruption and such pejorative labels have been used to described the type of
politics prevalent in most of Africa today. A number of studies have explained Africa’s political challenges in the context
of the choices of postcolonial African leaders. Others have pointed to European colonial exploitation and its destructive
legacies as the foundations of the perverse political culture that define contemporary Africa. While these factors play
important roles in defining the type of politics that has endured in the continent during the past half century, this paper
takes a look at another epoch that had significant impacts on Africa’s political culture.

The paper argues that the foreign policies of the United States and USSR — two major actors in Africa during the
Cold War — had some of the most significant impacts on the political culture that evolved in postcolonial Africa. In
pursuit of ideological supremacy, these foreign actors focused on undermining each other, with little consideration on
how their actions in Africa were shaping the continent’s political development. By providing military support to opposing
forces in African countries, the Cold War actors institutionalized a violent political culture in postcolonial Africa.

leadership culture that has been anti-development
[Acemoglu, Johnson, Robinson 2001; Kalu
2017].

Leadership and political systems in most of
Africa have been described in several negative
ways. Paternalism, clientelism, dictatorship,
corruption and other such pejorative labels are
often used to described the type of politics
prevalent in most of Africa today [Osaghae
2006; Adebanwi, Obadare 2013; Falola 2016].
These negative descriptions connote a system
that has failed to create the environment for
citizens to thrive. Existing economic and
political institutions have excluded majority of
the citizens from playing meaningful roles in the
economic and political affairs of their respective
states, and have brought poverty and destitution
in the general population. Similarly, a number of
studies have explained Africa’s perverse political
arrangements on the characters and personalities

Introduction

Several African countries have been
embroiled in economic and political challenges
throughout most of the postcolonial period.
Although Africa’s nationalists who fought for
independence from European imperialists had
assumed that political independence would
generate political, economic and social stability
for Africans, current evidence shows that the
expected gains from self-government have been
a mirage. The results of Africa’s almost
perennial economic and political struggles have
been poverty and destitution, with the region
gaining the unenviable position as the poverty
capital ofthe world!. Several studies have
examined some of the causes of the continent’s
woes, with many pointing at an institutional
explanation, implicating a unique political and

of the leaders who have ruled the continent since
the 1960s. For example, David Wallechinsky
documents some of the world’s leading dictators

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as at 2006, with majority of them being African
leaders [Wallechinsky 2006]. Other scholars
have pointed to European colonial exploitation
and its destructive legacies as the original
foundations of the perverse political culture that
define contemporary Africa [Acemoglu, Johnson,
Robinson 2001; Acemoglu, Robinson 2010].

In this regard, colonialism have been
implicated for creating extractive institutions in
the continent, as all organs of the colonial state
were designed as instruments of exploitation
during the colonial period. Unfortunately, the
instruments of exploitation such as the colonial
Police Force, the bureaucracy, and the entire
political system remained the same after colonial
rule. The result of retaining the colonial political
structures has been continuation of bad
governance records that create conditions for
poverty and instability in most of the continent.
This paper focuses on another important era —
the Cold War. The paper argues that intrigues of
the Cold War, specifically the activities of the
major Cold War actors, had significant influence
on the political culture that evolved in
postcolonial Africa.

The Cold War (1945 to 1991) can be seen as
a period of intense battle for ideological
supremacy between proponents of free market
led by the United States, and the forces of
communism led by the old Soviet Union [Westad
2007]. The foreign policies of these major actors
towards Africa had important impacts on the
political culture that evolved in the continent.
Specifically, through financial and military
support provided to domestic actors in African
countries, the major Cold War actors helped to
create and sustain crises that would eventually
become a permanent feature of Africa’s politics
[Kalu 2018].

Suri  [2006]  rightly isolated  two
distinguishable strands of literature on the Cold
War and international relations at the end of the
Second World War. The first strand of literature
argues that the Cold War had a tremendous
impact on foreign relations and the global
political economy. To this end, American foreign
policy during the Cold War is seen as some form
of continuation of imperialism on several
respects [McCormick 1995; Grandin 2004].

According to this view, the major Cold War
actors — the free market ideologues led by the
United States and its Western allies; and the
Soviet Union with its allies who were inspired by
communism — played the most important roles
in shaping international relations and the global
political economy shortly after the Second World
War.

On the other hand, the second strand of
argument contends that the place of the Cold
War in the global system often give undue
primacy to the United States and Europe, and in
the process, undermines the critical contributions
of local actors in places like Africa, Asia, and
Latin America [Chakrabarty 2000; Connelly
2000]. According to this argument, it is
important to equally emphasize the contributions
of the nationalist movements in Africa and in
other parts of the developing world, because the
actions and sacrifices of these non-Western

actors had significant impacts on the
decolonization process.
Recent studies have also explored

international relations and foreign policy in non-
Western nations. For example, Yasmin [2019]
examines how international relations have
evolved in Bangladesh during the past several
years, and notes that the developmental strides
made by Bangladesh have contributed to the
rising significance of the country after its
unpleasant experiences during the Cold War.
This paper argues that given the precarious
place of Africa within the global political
economy in 1945, and up to the present, most of
Africa had been and continue to be at the
receiving end in terms of policy directions from
advanced countries who are often providers of
loans and development aid, buyers of Africa’s
commodities, sources of supply for industrial
goods, and providers of technical/policy
assistance to the continent. In effect, while one
cannot discount the contributions and sacrifices
of domestic actors in the fight for independence,
political and economic development in African
states were defined, in large parts, by a
constellation of external forces. The rest of this
paper proceeds as follows: the next section
presents an overview of the influence of foreign
actors on Africa’s political development during

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the periods of Atlantic slave trade and colonial
rule. Section 3 focuses on how the Cold War
shaped Africa’s decolonization as well as the
political culture that evolved in Africa. Section 4
concludes the paper.

Foreign Actors
and Africa’s Political Development

Africa has always been integrated into the
global political economy in one form or another.
Prior to colonial rule, Africa’s main routes of
engagements with the rest of the world was
through Atlantic slave trade. During the period of
Atlantic slave trade, Africans were grossly
exploited, as millions of Africans were sold to
slave merchants in some of the most inhuman
conditions [Lovejoy 2000; Manning 1990]. The
literature on Atlantic slave trade is very clear on
the negative effects of slavery on Africa’s
economic and political development [Inikori
20001].

Besides its negative impacts on Africa’s
economy, slavery created a unique culture and
sociology that continues to hinder Africa’s
development [Kalu 2017]. For example, similar
to the master-servant mentality which existed
during the period of slave trade, in contemporary
Africa the principle of accountability is often
lacking in the worldview of many political
leaders  [Wallechinsky  2006;  Adebanwi,
Obadare, 2013].

This reality means that the citizens are most
times treated as slaves or servants by the political
leaders who control the instruments of power. It
is important to acknowledge that changes are
taking place across the continent, with
enhancements in democratic accountability as
many countries have embraced regular elections.
However, even the frequency of democratic
elections has not yet produced real transparency
in the political process, leading N. van der Walle
[2003] to concluded that the institutionalization
of democratic elections across many African
states have not yet produced liberal democracies.

At the end of Atlantic slave trade, African
societies entered yet another era of exploitation
through European colonial rule. Following a self-
styled mission to bring civilization to the “dark

continent”, European colonial masters invaded
most of Africa beginning in the early 19th
century. At the Berlin Conference of 1844—1845,
European imperialists divided up African
societies to contending colonial powers for the
economic interest of Europe. Like Atlantic slave
trade, colonialism was another dark history of
exploitation, as the colonial enterprise was
designed to exploit Africa’s natural resources to
feed Europe’s industrial needs of that era [Young
1994; Reid 2012]. Although, imperial Europe
argued that colonialism carried a “dual mandate”
to develop the colonies and to create economic
benefits for the metropole, in reality, colonialism
represented exploitation of Africa’s resources
[Rodney 1981; Acemoglu, Johnson, Robinson
20017].

It is important to acknowledge that different
colonial powers such as Britain, France,
Portugal, and others had different systems of
colonial administration. However, all forms of
European colonial rule entailed exploitation of
Africa for the benefits of the colonial powers.
Any ancillary benefits that accrued to African
societies were merely secondary and can be
contextualized as externalities that arose as the
colonialists worked to satisfy Europe’s interests.
For example, the railways built in parts of the
continent by colonial administration were
basically designed to facilitate the transportation
of commodities produced in the hinterland to the
nearest coastal city for onward shipment to
Europe [Reid 2012]. In the same vein, Western
education that was introduced in Africa during
colonial rule were essentially meant to train a
few Africans on the basics of reading, writing
and arithmetic, so that these Africans could work
for the colonial government as junior clerical
assistants.

Colonialism brought dislocation, as it made
it impossible for African societies to follow its
own natural growth and development path. In
addition, the artificial bifurcation of African
societies by FEuropean imperialists with no
regards to the histories and cultures of the people
meant that colonialism created permanent
damage on the people. Perhaps one of the
enduring legacies of colonial rule is the type of
political and economic institutions it created in
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the continent. From King Leopold’s Belgium, to
British West Africa; and from the assimilation
experimentation of colonial France to Italy’s
fascism in its African colonies, colonialism
created a system of government where
government machinery primarily served the
interests of the colonialists.

In a seminal paper, Acemoglu, Johnson and
Robinson [2001] examined the colonial origins
of comparative development. They conclude that
European  colonial administration created
extractive institutions in African societies, and
these institutions which focus on sapping
resources away from the system and for the
enjoyment of a few, cannot produce broad-based
economic development. This is because
extractive institutions are not inclusive — they
do not create opportunities for the general
population to participate gainfully in the
economy and politics of the society. Because
colonial administration was all about satisfying
the interests of the colonial masters, the
governance system put in place, as well as the
economic system that endured during the
colonial period were extractive in nature.
Unfortunately, as Acemoglu, Johnson and
Robinson [2001] argue, these institutions
persisted in African societies even after the end
of the colonial rule.

By putting in place political and economic
institutions that cannot bring about broad-based
economic development, colonialism created
permanent  dysfunctionalities in  African
societies. Although colonial apologist may argue
that colonialism brought about modern systems
of government and bureaucracy to Africa, the
reality is that these institutions were not
necessarily good for the African society at that
time. The government system bequeathed to
African countries at the time of independence
was a classic study in exclusionary politics. In
many African countries, only few Africans had
received Western education at the time of

independence. Because elections and
government bureaucracy were run in the
colonizers’ language, only those who had

received Western education were able to play.
What this means is that the governance
arrangements introduced in African colonies

were exclusionary, as it excluded majority of the
citizens from playing active roles in the political
economy.

Africa’s Political Culture
in the Cold War Era

In their seminal work, Almond and Verba
define political culture as “the particular
distribution of patterns of orientation toward
political objects among the members of the
nation” [Almond, Verba 1963/1965: 13]. Based
on this definition, one sees that political culture
is connected with the feelings, responses, and
attitudes of the citizens to the politics of their
society. Because citizens hold different views
and orientations towards political objects, we
have different political cultures in different
societies. Almond and Verba identify the
typology of subcultures within a political culture
to include those based on orientation towards the
system in general, output/performance of
political subjects, as well as those based on the
role of the self in the political system [Denk,
Christensen, Bergh 2015]. A measure of how
politics is played in a given society and/or how
citizens react to political issues gives a simple
description of the political culture in that society.
Therefore, we may have different descriptions of
sub-cultures, such as participation culture, which
reflects the general attitude of citizens towards
the political affairs of their society, or service
culture, which shows the orientation of political
leaders towards providing services to the
citizens, among others.

As the discussion in the previous section
shows, African countries embraced or were
forced to embrace Western political system at the
time of political independence. A major
challenge with the political system at that time
was that majority of African citizens were not
familiar with the Western democratic form. One
consequence of this, is that the political actors
were few and the political space was not really
open to majority of the citizens. Therefore, from
the inception, Africa’s political system was
exclusionary. It was exclusionary because the
concept of democratic elections was foreign —
based on the colonial powers’ conception of
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government and its language was foreign as well,
because politics and governance were conducted
mainly in the colonial-imposed “official
language” of the respective colonies. Although
the nationalist leaders made attempt to educate
the citizens and garner grassroot support, in
reality, major political leadership positions were
not open to those who had not received some
form of Western education.

One must acknowledge that a citizen does
not necessarily have to contest for political office
in order to be an active participant in the political
process. However, an open and inclusive
political system grants every citizen the
opportunity to aspire to the highest political
office of the land. But the political space in the
immediate postcolonial era did not grant such
opportunity to majority of Africans. It has been
suggested that the foundations of exclusionary
politics, where only the elite had the privilege to
run for political positions created an environment
conducive for dictatorship, as those with political
powers felt they were superior to the citizens to
whom they should otherwise be answerable
[Kalu, Yacob-Haliso, Falola 2018].

The roles played by Africa’s nationalists in
the independence struggles and decolonization
processes are well documented in the literature
[Reid 2012; Falola 2016]. It must be emphasized
though that Africa’s independence movements
took on a different and expanded dimension after
the Second World War. The establishment of the
United Nations, with the mandate to create a
more peaceful world brought about a new world
order. Terms like the principles of self-
government and self-determination — that stand
in contrasts to imperialism — began to gain
currency in global discourses.

During the Cold War, the two major actors
in the ideological warfare, focused on ensuring
that the opposing force did not have an upper
hand or did not succeed in spreading its ideology
in African countries. In pursuit of these
objective, the two major Cold War actors began
to take more than passive interest in African
countries, with different forms of aids and grants
flowing into these countries. The United States
provided support to African leaders who were
seen as being sympathetic to free market ideas.

On the other hand, USSR, and to some extent,
China and Cuba provided different forms of aids
to African nationalists who were sympathetic to
communism. It was in pursuit of these
ideological battle that USSR extended assistance
to nationalist movements in Algeria, Angola,
Congo, Ghana, Guinea, Kenya, Mali and
Mozambique, among others [Schmidt 2013].

Through the flow of financial and other
material support, as well as training and
scholarship, the major actors in the Cold War
brought significant changes to Africa’s politics
and nationalist movements. In some way, these
foreign actors altered the trajectories of Africa’s
nationalist movements, as they brought in
foreign support, often in a competitive manner
with one actor competing to outdo the other.
While these changes may have facilitated
Africa’s decolonization, concerns for economic
and ideological domination by the superpowers
turned Africa into a center for a proxy war. With
financial and organizational support, the
nationalists became more effective at home, and
with the constellation of global forces against
colonialism, the imperialists knew that the end of
colonialism was near.

In all of the changes, Africa’s nationalists
were not free to choose their own path to
modernity or self-government, rather the major
Cold War actors were preoccupied with
promoting their respective ideologies to the
independence movements. Consequently,
nationalist leaders who were seen to be
sympathetic to free market principles would
receive unconditional support from the United
States, while those seen as embracing or
sympathetic to communism would be despised
by the United States and its allies, but embraced
by Communist Russia and its own allies. When
this dynamic of contest between the two Cold
War actors is viewed from the standpoint that
African states were just emerging from decades
of colonial exploitation with little or no financial
resources, one can see the vulnerability of these
countries. In some way, African countries and
the nationalists were like commodities available
to be bought with financial and military support
from the United States and its Western allies or
from USSR and its communist followers.
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Perhaps the most enduring impact of the
Cold War on Africa is not necessarily the
financial and material support provided to the
nationalist movements, nor its effects in
quickening the independence process. Activities
of the major Cold War actors in Africa laid the
foundation for a violent political culture in the
continent. The supply of arms to African
countries by the major Cold War actors led to
intensified crises, violence, and avoidable civil
wars. According to Schmidt, “from Kennedy
through the Nixon administrations, American
weapons, tanks, planes, ships, helicopters,
napalm, and chemical defoliants were used
against Africans in the Portuguese colonies...”
[Schmidt 2013: 82], because the Portuguese
colonies were seen as being more inclined to
communist ideals. This was not restricted to the
Portuguese colonies, but was the case in many
countries where the American government felt
that domestic actors may be receiving support
from Soviet Union and its allies.

By providing arms as well as direct military
interventions, the Cold War actors militarized
African countries. For emerging nations
suffering from series of exploitations, weak
foundations and exclusionary politics, one can
imagine the damage caused by militarization of
the political space at that early stage of Africa’s
attempt at self-government. Like colonial
administration which created extractive and anti-
development institutions in African colonies, the
Cold War actors institutionalized a violent
political culture that became a prelude to
dictatorship, persistent crises and civil wars.

While  assisting  African  nationalist
movements to push for and gain political
independence, the Cold War actors precipitated
increased conflicts, especially by providing arms
to state and non-state actors alike. In the process,
the Cold War created an environment for social
and political instability in Africa — a situation
that does not make for sustained economic and
political development. Instead of bringing
stability, political independence heralded more
conflicts, wars, banditry and general crisis in the
continent. However, one must note that the
United States and USSR, with their respective

allies, did not set out to create violent conflicts in
Africa. Rather the pursuits of their respective
ideological interests led to the supply of funds
and military hardware to these countries, and
unfortunately created the negative externality
represented in increased violence, crises, civil
wars and a violent political culture in general.
For example, between 1960 and 1970 (the first
decade of political independence for some
African countries), the continent experienced
27 military coup d’états that led to change of
government, and 12 failed coup attempts, making
a total of 37 military coup [Barka, Ncube 2012].

While one may not blame the Cold War for
all the troubles in the continent, activities of the
major actors had significant impacts on the
evolution of Africa’s political culture. In a
number of African countries, it was common to
see two opposing political factions, with one
group receiving support from the United States
and the other from Soviet Union or its allies. The
grooming of political actors sympathetic to
America was a major foreign policy strategy of
the United States during the Cold War. In many
ways, this strategy had significant negative
effects on Africa’s political evolution. While no
attempt is made to blame foreign actors for all
the political problems in the African continent,
one cannot discount the overwhelming influence
of foreign actors in Africa’s history and political
economy. The Cold War was simply one of the
many moments in world history where global
events had debilitating impacts on Africa’s
development.

While engaged in an intense ideological
warfare, the United States and USSR and their
allies paid little or no attention to what should
have mattered most to African societies at the
time of decolonization. The Cold War should
have been a time for the world to develop
strategies to dismantle the weak political and
economic foundations to which colonial Europe
had dragged African societies using colonial
policies that treated Africans as subjects, and not
citizens. Just like the Marshal Plan, which the
United States used to rebuild Europe following
the devastation of the Second World War,
foreign policy towards Africa should have
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focused on how to rebuild the continent from the
ruins of colonialism and how to create inclusive
economic and political spaces in African
countries.

The principle of self-determination should
have entailed giving the new independent
countries an opportunity to organically develop
on their own terms and create their own unique
paths to modernity and progress. Global
forces should have rallied around Africans to
preach peace and stability instead of war and
destabilization; and to emphasize inclusive
political space instead of a political culture
characterized by violence and wars. Unfortu-
nately, as the world missed that opportunity,
Africa became a site for proxy wars between the
two superpowers and their allies [O’Sullivan
2005], causing permanent damage to an already
weak political and economic system.

With the imminent end to formal colonial
rule, the United States was apprehensive of
Soviet Union’s role in Africa, as America
expressed fears that USSR may entice the newly
independent African states to embrace commu-
nist ideas. Consequently, the United States
government focused on strategies to ensure that
African states did not gravitate towards
communism.

Pandering to fears of imminent indoctri-
nation of African states into communism,
President J.F. Kennedy made the following
statements in 1961: “We live in a world which
has changed tremendously in our lifetime —
history only will secure a full perspective on that
change. But there is Africa, which was held by
Western European powers for several centuries,
now independent — which holds within its
countries masses of people, many of them
illiterate, who live on average incomes of 50 or
60 or 75 dollars a year, who want a change, who
now are the masters of their own house but who
lack the means of building a viable economy,
who are impressed by the example of the Soviet
Union and the Chinese, who — not knowing the
meaning of freedom in their lives — wonder
whether the Communist system holds the secrets

of organizing the resources of the state in order
to bring them a better life”?.

The foreign policy of the United States
during the Cold War focused on advancing
America’s free market ideology only, and
ignored the preferences of Africans. In effect, it
did not matter whether majority of African
citizens perceptibly prefer socialist ideas, but
what was more important was what America
wanted for Africa. In a way, intrigues of the Cold
War meant that for African countries, it was
either America’s ways or nothing. Ironically,
while presenting itself as the land of the free and
vanguard of self-determination, the American
government seem not to have realized that it was
in the spirit of freedom to allow countries,
especially newly independent countries, to
choose their own path to progress and modernity.
With time, African leaders realized that
American foreign policy during the Cold War
was not necessarily premised on promoting
Africa’s long-term interests despite the grants
and aid provided by the American government,
and despite the rhetoric of freedom and self-
determination®. With the realization that America
was primarily promoting its ideology over the
long-term stability of African countries, many
African leaders developed apprehension and
distrust to the Western forces. However, the
enormous cost of building their new nations and
the challenges of poverty left African countries
with little option than to continue to go to foreign
actors for loans and foreign aid.

Conclusion

At the end of the Second World War, a
number of forces combined to weaken the future
of colonial rule. The devastation that Europe

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suffered during the war, the establishment of the
United Nations, and the emerging rhetoric of
freedom and self-determination, all combined to
make colonial rule out of tune with the global
reality of that time. As colonial rule was
gradually coming to end in Africa, the two major
ideological superpowers of that era — the United
States and USSR with their respective allies —
saw an opportunity to inculcate their respective
ideologies on African nations. While the United
States and its Western allies promoted free
market principles and democratic governance,
Soviet Union preached communism. Apart from
spreading free market ideas to Africa, the United
States also wanted to make inroads into Africa’s
economies and markets. In the same vein, the
then USSR and its allies were interested in
spreading communist ideas in the newly
emerging African nations. In the views of Soviet
Union, Africa’s struggles against colonialism as
well as the struggles of liberation by other Third
World populations were natural tenets of
communism. Perhaps the United States and
USSR believed that Africa would be better off
embracing the free market principles or
communism, respectively.  However, the
challenge with the activities of each of these
forces was in the intensity of the pursuits and the
mode of engagements with African domestic
actors. The United States and its allies provided
financial and military supports to domestic actors
who were considered loyal to America’s interests
and ideologies and who were fighting communist
forces. On the other hand, Soviet Russia and its
allies provided support to those other actors that
were not supported by the United States. It was
therefore common to see opposing forces within
one African country that were supported by
different international actors.

Generally, international relations during the
Cold War were dominated by ideological
contests between the superpowers. In Africa, the
foreign actors were focused on undermining each
other, with little consideration on how foreign
actions were shaping the fragile nations. While
many African countries had access to finance
and military support of one or all the opposing
Cold War actors, the continent suffered long

term defects due to a convoluted political
development process. The activities of the major
Cold War actors laid the foundation for violent
political culture and institutions in African states.
By providing military support to opposing forces
in the region, the Cold War actors in some way
institutionalized the use of force in Africa’s
political process. Given that African countries
were already struggling to adapt to the “foreign”
political system imposed on the continent by
imperial Europe, the United States and USSR
created additional layer of problem through
“ideology-driven support” to domestic forces.
The financial and military support provided to

domestic forces — from either side of the
divide — created tensions, led to more conflicts
and civil wars, and eventually laid the

foundations for a violent political culture in
many African countries. Perhaps without the
activities of the Cold War actors, the protracted
wars in Algeria between 1954 and 1962, and the
conflict in the Congo that ousted Prime Minister
Patrice Lumumba in 1960 and that installed one
of Africa’s worst dictators would have been
avoided.

Africa’s political independence should have
been an opportunity for the world to support the
continent to dismantle the exploitative
institutions and legacies of colonialism, to help
African societies develop its own economic and
political systems, and to support the continent to
carve its own path to progress and modernity.
Unfortunately, the contest of ideological
supremacy blinded the major Cold War actors to
what was most important for Africans at that
time — orchestrating organic growth and
development that is supported by inclusive
political and economic systems.

By creating an environment for violent
political culture, the Cold War actors made
Africa’s decolonization and political indepen-
dence less meaningful. Perhaps the persistent
crises, civil wars and general political instability
that have come to define postcolonial Africa
could have been avoided or at least reduced, had
the world focused on how to assist African states
to create and follow their own path to progress.
During the Cold War, American foreign policy
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was anchored on the principle of: “my enemy’s highway to create more real and perceived
enemy is my friend” and vice versa [Westad enemies, and to stoke up crises instead of
2007: 399]. This was certainly not the right way building stable and peaceful societies.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the features of the formation and development of Africa in the postcolonial
period. The authors study such fundamental issues as the formation of modern States in Africa, the formation of the ruling
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elite and its influence on the political and socio-economic system, the role of the army and ethnic conflicts in the process
of state formation. The relevance of the research is due to the fact that Russian and foreign historical science has not yet
formed a common opinion on how to assess the consequences of the colonial period for Africa. Pluralism of opinions, on
the one hand, generates the discussion for research, on the other, introduces a destructive imbalance in the representation
of the region. As a novelty of the study, it’s necessary to note the neo-patrimonial approach to studying the features of the
postcolonial period in Africa. It identifies separate thematic blocks that help assess the impact of colonization on the
development of countries on the continent. The article also considers the correlation between the traditional and
westernized elements within African political culture. The borrowing of political institutions and statehood theories is also
considered not only as a consequence of the colonial past, but also as the political choice of the first national leaders of
Africa, in the framework of their aspiration to choose an effective development way and to find a balance between the
tradition and modernization.

The main purpose of the study is to assess the results of decolonization in the context of ethnic, military and political
aspects of the formation of African States. The polemic nature of the principles of understanding the postcolonial period
of African development has led to the need to use a functional approach as a methodological basis. This is due to the need
to study the principles of functioning of the political system of the region, rather than individual states. The neo-
patrimonialist approach also gave rise to the use of a comparative method to compare the main theoretical postulates with
the real situation in Africa. A vast array of sources and literature in Russian and English is needed to reflect the multi-

vector possibilities of research on African issues.

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Sixty Years Later: Africa’s Stalled Decolonization
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Abstract. The year 1960 marked the moment when the number of nominally independent African countries on the
continent rose from nine to twenty-six and is a symbolic indicator of when Africa began to emerge from the days of
European colonization. However, from the beginning, very few of Africa’s leaders sought to reorganize the continent’s
economic structures and did virtually nothing to question its external exchange relations. Preferring to play the role of
compradors, most preferred to stay wedded to their former colonial masters.

Consequently, sixty years after the Year of Africa, most African countries continue to be entrenched in a set of
connections that fit well with Kwame Nkrumah’s description of neocolonialism. This neocolonialism has a highly
resilient material base which continues to maintain the continent in its subordinate global status and which perpetuates its
underdevelopment. Sustainable growth and development in Africa continues to be blocked by the domination of external
economies. African countries remain constrained from accumulating the necessary capital for auto-centric growth since
the surplus is transferred overseas. Asymmetrical economic relationships are embodied by the continued supremacy of the
core over Africa, something intrinsic to capitalism.

Unequal exchange, the transfer of surplus i.e. the continued looting of Africa by its elites and their foreign
associates, means that the dreams and aspirations of 1960, for the majority of Africans at least, have been frustrated.

Introduction

Sixty years ago was the Year of Africa,
when the number of nominally independent
countries on the continent rose from 9 (with a
combined population of 95 million) to 26 (with a
population of 180 million). Regaining their
independence from Belgium, France and the
United Kingdom, these countries entered the
global stage with varying degrees of confidence
and had wildly different economic and political
agendas. From Day One, comprador elites in
many of these states (and in particular, the
Francophone ones) resisted any wholesale
restructuring of the economic and political ties
that had been introduced during the colonial
period, preferring to stay wedded to their former
masters. Indeed, an entire edifice was
constructed in the former French zone, which
early on was recognized as being neocolonial in
nature [Amin 1973]. Captured in the terms
le village franco-africain [Glaser, Smith 1992]
or la Francafrique [Vershave 2003] highly
personalized networks underpinned relations
(and continue to do so), which guarantee access
to natural resources and markets in Africa for
French interests. The French are not unique in
this regard, albeit perhaps most brazen.

Most of Africa continues to be embedded in
a set of associations that fit well with Kwame
Nkrumah’s description of neocolonialism,
whereby ‘the State which is subject to it is, in
theory, independent and has all the outward
trappings of international sovereignty. In reality
its economic system and thus its political policy
is directed from outside’ [Nkrumah 1965]. On
the basis of this description, neocolonialism is a
system of domination and exploitation, invested
and maintained by the former colonial power in
which economic, financial and military instruments

work for keeping in power well-disposed leaders
and maintaining favourable policies which procure
economic and financial advantages. The saliency
of neocolonialism is that it remains a powerful
analytical category to understand contemporary
Africa’s political economy. This neocolonialism
has a highly resilient material base which
continues to maintain the continent in its
subordinate global status and which perpetuates
its underdevelopment. It is the argument of this
article that such conditions mean that Africa is
still waiting, sixty years later, for true
independence.

The Mechanics of Underdevelopment

Paul Baran’s work on the actual and
potential surplus that is encumbered from being
deployed in the underdeveloped economies lays
a basis for understanding how and why Africa’s
developments has been retarded, despite the high
hopes of the 1960s. For Baran, actual economic
surplus is ‘the difference between society’s
actual current output and its actual current
consumption’, something identical with current
savings or accumulation. Potential economic
surplus is ‘the difference between the output that
could be produced in a given natural and
technological environment with the help of
employable productive resources, and what
might be regarded as essential consumption’
[Baran 1957: 22]. It is the process of unequal
exchange (which includes declining terms of
trade) which is the key to how the periphery is
drained of surplus value.

The foundations for this were, inter alia,
firstly, the colonial economies’ forced integration
into global capitalism in a subservient arrangement
so that the colonial economy was defined not by
the needs of the native populations, but by the
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demands and concerns of the economy of the
metropole and its ruling class, often under
monopoly conditions. The underlying logic and
driving force of capitalism and capital is the
accumulation of profits; in the words of Marx,
the ‘boundless drive for enrichment’ and the
‘passionate chase after value’ [Marx 1867/1977:
151]. Certainly, it is inherent in capitalist
production to endeavour for unrestrained
expansion. Under precapitalist economic systems
production was everywhere continued in the
same arrangement and on the same scale as
before; under capitalism, however, the resumption
in the same form becomes impracticable and
unrestricted expansion and continuous progress,
emerges as the law of production [Lenin
1897/1981]. It is this ‘dynamic of endless
accumulation’ and quest for ‘accumulation for its
own sake’ [Brenner 2006: 80] that makes it such
a pioneering and productive economic system,
albeit intrinsically and pitilessly exploitative.

Exportation and importation if they are a
foreign monopoly, yield profits which do not
engender generalised domestic income and
employment, but produce incomes and
employment abroad. This is a drain on the
postcolonial countries: “Profits derived from
operations in underdeveloped countries have gone
to a large extent to finance investment in highly
developed parts of the world. Thus while there
have been vast differences among underde-
veloped countries with regard to the amounts
of profits ploughed back in their economies
or withdrawn by foreign investors, the
underdeveloped world as a whole has continually
shipped a large part of its economic surplus to
more advanced countries on account of interest
and dividends” [Baran 1957: 325].

A key barrier to Africa then is that the
actual economic surplus invested in productive
activities is lower than the potential economic
surplus [Baran 1957: 375]. It is the way in which
potential economic surplus is utilized that is
problematic in that this is soaked up by various
kinds of excess consumption of the ruling elites,
by the inclination to hoard at home and abroad,
by the continuance of huge and unproductive
bureaucracies and expensive military budgets
[Baran 1957: 376f1].

In addition, of course, a considerable share
of this potential surplus is taken out by foreign
capital. Under monopoly capitalism, with its
increasing concentration and centralization of
capital, commercial and technological dualism
between transnational corporations and smaller
producers deepens. Utilising the super-exploita-
tion of labour in the periphery, price manipula-
tion and “imperialist rent” springing from the
command of strategic commodities [Higginbottom
2014], leads to a transfer of surplus from the
peripheral economies to the core in the shape of
massive profits. Unequal exchange accounts for
the diversity in profit rates between different
national capitals and particularly between core
and periphery. Indeed, a calculation of UNCTAD
and Global Development Finance statistics
shows that the underdeveloped world is where
profits are the highest. Profit remittances from
sub-Saharan Africa totalled USD 32.1 bln in
2010, which was equivalent to 80 % of foreign

direct investments (FDI) inflows and is
significantly higher than in other regions
(Table 1).

Furthermore, most FDI into sub-Saharan
Africa is capital intensive and creates minimal
employment: in 2009 and 2010 FDI inflows
created on average only 119 jobs per one million
people, which compares unfavourably the
worldwide average of 315 direct jobs per one
million people. This is because the bulk of FDI
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flows to Africa are directed towards investments
in two sectors: coal, oil and natural gas; and
metals. Indeed, despite accounting for 47 % of
total FDI to Africa over 2006—2011, the coal,
oil and natural gas sector accounted for only 7 %
of total jobs created by FDI'. The values created
in the production of exports from the periphery
cannot be measured by the prices received for
them as these values and prices diverge, thus
constituting a flow of value from the peripheral
nations.

From this scenario, unequal exchange and
disarticulation has resulted. With regard to
Africa, Samir Amin [Amin 1974; 1976] has
demonstrated that a dependency on foreign
capital investments has caused structural
distortions of the economies of the continent. For
Africa, problematically the economic structures
which emerged from the colonial period as a
result of the world division of labour distorted
the continent in such a way as to create obstacles
to development [Amin 1974]. Amin in this
respect discusses articulated and disarticulated
economies. Articulated economies are those that
possess multiple sectors interrelated to each other
so that development in one sector stimulates
development in another sector. This situation
characterises developed economies. On the other
hand, disarticulated economies refer to
underdeveloped nations where economic sectors
are not closely interrelated. Hence, development
in one sector is unable to stimulate development
in the other sector [Amin 1974]. As Issa Shivji
notes, structural disarticulation is where Africa
exhibits a ‘disarticulation between the structure
of production and the structure of consumption.
What is produced is not consumed and what is
consumed is not produced’ [Shivji 2009: 59].
Rather, the economies are orientated outwards:
“One finds within each colony the same
disjunction, the same disaggregation of the
constituent parts of a colonized economy.
Instead, the linkages are with the metropolitan
economy, and are determined exclusively by the
latter in its own interest—an interest which proves

incompatible with the independence and any real
development of the Third World” [Rodney
1972/2018: 29—30].

This contradiction is at the heart of the
international division of labour whereby the core
produced high technology, high productivity
finished products while the semi-periphery and
periphery only generated low technology, low
productivity products, primarily raw materials.

Pierre Jalée noted that the process of
decolonisation did very little to change this — in
fact, it exacerbated the situation: “To sum up, in
a period of rapid political decolonisation, the
international division of labour which is the be-
all and end-all of imperialism, far from being
modified, has grown sharper: for some, the task
of producing raw materials and basic products
for export in a raw or semi-raw state and the sub-
human living standards that go with it; for others,
the factories, industrial expansion, and the
concomitant high standard of living” [Jalée
1968: 27].

Remarkably, specialisation within the global
economy has been celebrated by mainstream
economists as providing the former colonised

countries with some form of comparative
advantage. However, the Prebisch — Singer
thesis fundamentally challenge this view

(derived from David Ricardo) and questions
whether countries that specialise in particular
goods (particularly when they are primary
commodities) possess a comparative advantage
given the declining terms of trade (note that
Baran did not discuss deteriorating terms of trade
as of major importance). The key argument of
Raul Prebisch [Prebisch 1950] and Hans Singer
[Singer 1950] is that gains from international
trade are unequally circulated. While developed
nations will benefit from long-term improve-
ments in the terms of trade, this is not the case
for the underdeveloped countries. Rather,
primary commodity producers instead suffer
deterioration in the terms of trade over time
[Singer 1950].

As Prebisch noted, the centre produces high-
level manufactured products, while the periphery
(because of the colonial experience) concentrates
in primary products. These different products
face divergent elasticities of demand as primary
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products are price and income inelastic, while
manufactured goods have a high income
elasticity of demand. As incomes rise in a
society, consumer demand for manufactured
goods increases but the low price elasticity of
demand for primary commodities implies that a
reduction in their price will do very little to
increase the receipts for underdeveloped
countries — and may rather lead to a revenue
decrease [Gemmill 1962]. This placed countries
in the periphery, such as all African ones, at a
perpetual disadvantage, as ‘no nation can keep
up with others in civilisation if deprived of
manufactures, and thereby brought down to be a
mere agglomeration of clodhoppers’ [Engels
1881/2010: 391].

The difference in elasticities result in a
decline in the terms of trade for the periphery
over the long-run, which is also to a degree
linked to dissimilarities in the level of market
power in the centre compared to the periphery
[Dosman 2008: 243—244]. The classical
Ricardian model is based on perfect competition
but this will only (in theory) apply to small
peripheral economies where the producers are
incapable of manipulating prices on the global
market [Ricci 2019].

In contrast, for manufactured products, pro-
duct differentiation and the power of multina-
tional corporations permits such producers to
exercise market power and thus influence global
prices. The result is that any benefits from
technology in primary commodity production are
passed on to the consumer through lower prices
while improvements in the terms of trade are
captured by the producers in the core via higher
revenues. Thus while the market power of the
core lets industrialised countries keep hold of the
advantages of progress in technology, this is not
the case for producers in periphery economies.
Thus specialisation in primary commodities to
benefit from a supposed comparative advantage
will result in any short-terms gains from trade
bargained away by the centre [Evans 1976].
Unequal trade, inherent in the imperialist
expansion of capitalism, then made international
trade a vector for the reproduction of underde-
velopment: the creation of world poverty and
inequality [Hayter 1981; Terreblanche 2014].

While surplus was generated in the African
colonies, its appropriation to the metropole was
through the mechanism of unilateral transfe-
rence. Finally, external domination through the
colonial state apparatus meant that the
bourgeoisie in the metropole controlled the
colonies’ social surpluses through the control of
the power of the state. Here, it is critical to note
that African economies are not undeveloped,
which is when resources are not utilised, but
rather, underdeveloped, which is when resources
are being exploited, but used in a manner which
benefits external states and not the state in which
the resources are located [Frank 1972].
Competition over resources and markets rather
than the “free market” has driven this process,
resulting in negative consequences for the
populations in the continent, brought on by
various dynamics, which includes the resultant
lack of diversification into higher value-added
economic activities and low human development
indicators.

Underdevelopment then is a dynamic
process which has now lasted centuries. In
general, mainstream development economists
view un/underdevelopment (the two terms,
although distinct, are usually used interchan-
geably by such analysts) as the original condition
of an economy i.e. prior to the modern era, and is
part of an evolutionary progression which — if
the correct policies are put in place — will result
in capitalist development. The critique of this
stance is that this trajectory was applicable only
to the core and those economies settled by large-
scale European immigration. It is not applicable
to the periphery and technical claims that it is are
based on a level of abstract theorising that
evacuates the analysis of any context [Sutcliffe
1971]. As Samir Amin notes: “[T]his definition
leads straightaway to an essential error: the
underdeveloped countries are seen as being like
the ‘developed’ ones at an earlier stage of their
development. In other words, the essential fact is
left out, namely, that the underdeveloped
countries form part of the world system, that the
history of their integration into this system forged
their special structure — which thenceforth has
nothing in common with what prevailed before
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their integration into the modern world” [Amin
1974: 8].

This course is summarised by Andre Gunder
Frank’s aphorism, namely the ‘the development
of underdevelopment’, which is the outcome of
the capitalist course of action when applied to the
peripheries [Frank 1972]. The structures of the
underdevelopment process are the core-periphery
relationships and the expropriation of the
economic surplus from the periphery. Global
capitalism then is an integrated arrangement that
binds African economies into dominant-
dominated relations. Analysis of accumulation on
a world scale reveals that accumulation occurs to
the advantage of the core [Amin 1974]. This
accumulation may be either by ‘accumulation
through expansion’ i.e. expanded reproduction
and ‘accumulation through encroachment’ i.e.
primitive accumulation [Patnaik 2008].

Contrary to what is commonly perceived, it
is not the developed world that supplies capital to
Africa, but vice versa. Setting aside the vast
amounts drained from Africa through unequal
exchange, the continent loses more than $50
billion per year in illicit financial outflows as
multinational companies (primarily from the
core) and their allies in African governments
involve themselves in fraudulent schemes to
avoid tax payments?. As Ranjit Sau details: “The
so-called multinational and transnational
corporations manipulate their accounts so as to
locate profits wherever it is most advantageous
to them; and on occasion, usually of course to
avoid taxation, they declare low profits in
underdeveloped countries regardless of the scale
of activities. They overcharge the imports into
the Third World country and undercharge the
exports therefrom. The resultant unequal
exchange of course cannot be theoretically
captured in a model of competitive trade.
Nevertheless the quantitative significance of the
hidden flow due to the malpractice of ‘transfer

pricing’ by transnationals
exaggerated” [Sau 1978: 61].

The extraction of capital alongside the
absence of any meaningful industrialisation helps
explicate why the broad-based development of
Africa is blocked. This was identified early on by
Paul Baran analysis of the transfer of surplus
from the underdeveloped world to the metropoles
under conditions of unequal exchange.

Unequal Exchange

The theory of unequal exchange essentially
outlines how ‘Products exported to the periphery
are important to the extent [that] the return to
labour will be less than what it is at the centre.
And it can be less to the extent that society will,
by every means — economic and non-economic,
be made subject to this new function, i.e.
providing cheap labour to the export sector’
[Amin 1974: 43]. The wage rate of the dominant
sectors in the peripheries—almost entirely
oriented towards exportation — is depressed
down to the minimal level that economic, social
and political circumstances permit. This super-
exploitation in the mode of production which the
periphery exchanges with the centre beyond the
initial investment serves as a method of
transferring surplus value from the periphery to
the centre. This drainage is sufficient to help
explicate the blocking of development in the
periphery and the increasing divergence between
core and periphery.

Unequal exploitation of labour in the core
and periphery leads to unequal exchange, which
thus causes and reproduces unequal development.
Pierre Jalée’s summation of this concept is worth
quoting at length: “Trade is the vehicle for one
imprint form of pillage. We know that the value
of a commodity is determined by the amount of
labour socially necessary to produce it, and that
the value of the labour force is represented by the
value of the goods required to maintain and
renew it. It is recognised, however, that the value
of such goods is infinitely lower in underdeve-
loped countries, where it is a little more than the
“physiological minimum” (the exact amount
indispensable for subsistence and work), and that
in developed countries it combines a complex of
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individual and social expenditures. It follows
that, even if one were to calculate on a basis of
equal productivity, which is unreal, African,
Asian and South American labour is at a far
lower price than that of Europeans and North
Americans. To give a concrete instance, if our
coffee, cocoa, banana, etc. could be produced in
Europe or North America they would be much
higher in price. It is generally true that the
underdeveloped countries export goods and that
are relatively undervalued, while those of the
developed world are overvalued. This is known
as unequal exchange” [Jalée 1977: 86].

Marx’s Capital examined the capitalist type
of the value relation, so as to work out how
capitalist profits could occur if commodities
were sold at their value. Prior to the
commodification of labour power, when
producers owned their means of production,
merchant profits only occurred if traders bought
the produce at a cheaper price than what they
subsequently retailed them for (the circuit
M—-C-M) [Marx 1867/1977: 146]. This of course
disturbed the equality of exchanges and thus the
law of value. Under the capitalist mode of
production however, profits are generated in a
different way, in line with the law of wvalue,
through retaining a working class whose sole
resource is the selling of their labour power and
compensating them less than the value of the
product that they produce.

The principle of equal exchange is retained
as the value of labour power, reflected in
remunerations, is what it costs to reproduce it.
This is necessary labour: “The value of labour
power, like that of every other commodity, is
determined by the labour time necessary for the
production, and consequently for the
reproduction as well, of this specific article as
well. In so far as it has value, labour power itself
represents nothing more than a definite amount
of average social labour which has been
incorporated in it. Labour power only exists as a
capacity of a living individual; its production
presupposed his existence; and therefore the
production of labour is dependent upon the
worker’s reproduction of himself, upon the
worker’s maintenance” [Marx 1867/1977: 167].

Of course, necessary labour is not where the
capitalist extracts his profits. That comes from
surplus value, the unpaid labour of the worker
that the capitalists extract. The rate of surplus
value (or rate of exploitation) is the quantity of
time the worker must exert to reproduce his
wage, in comparison to the amount of time the
worker spends to generating profit for the
capitalist through unpaid labour. Typically,
capitalists seek to intensify the rate of
exploitation by either extending the working day,
increasing absolute surplus value and/or by
cutting necessary labour time by raising labour
productivity, thus heightening the relative
surplus value.

As Marx notes, if productivity is increased,
this does not result in the shortening of the
working day, as the capitalist wishes to generate
ever more profits. Rather, “it is only the
shortening of the labour-time, necessary for the
production of a definite quantity of commodities
that 1s aimed at. The fact that the workman, when
the productiveness of his labour has been
increased, produces, say 10times as many
commodities as before, and thus spends one-
tenth as much labour-time on each, by no means
prevents him from continuing to work 12 hours
as before, nor from producing in those 12 hours
1,200 articles instead of 120. Nay, more, his
working day may be prolonged at the same time,
so as to make him produce, say 1,400 articles in
14 hours” [Marx 1867/1977: 304].

A third method to raise the rate of
exploitation is alluded to by Marx, where surplus
labour time can additionally be increased ‘by
lowering the wages of the labourer below the
value of his labour-power’ [Marx 1867/1977:
297]. The ‘Depression of Wages below the Value
of Labour-Power’, although not discussed by
Marx in any depth, ‘belongs in an analysis of
competition’ [Marx 1894/1986: 235]. In fact, the
varying rates of surplus value in different
economies and thus between various levels of
labour exploitation at national levels is at the
heart of unequal exchange. This is super-
exploitation, which is the basis of the capitalist
mode of production in that ‘our present social
order enables the capitalists to buy the labour
power of the worker at its value, but to extract
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from it much more than its value by making the
worker work longer than is necessary in order to
reproduce the price paid for the labour power’
[Engels 1872/2011: 306].

“Unequal exchange” was first coined by
Arghiri Emmanuel [1972; 1974; 1975] to analyse
international transfers of value hidden behind
ostensible equality in trade. Differences in
monetary wages between underdeveloped and
developed economies, decided by institutional
factors (organised labour power and such like),
generate inequality in trade and value transfers
from the periphery to the developed centre.
Emmanuel argued that the value of commodities
when exchanged on the international market is
not established in the same fashion as on national
markets as labour (unlike capital) is not mobile
internationally. Thus there can be no equalization
of remunerations among countries similar to the
equalization of the rate of profit [Emmanuel
1972: ix]. Unequal exchange then is the result of
disequilibrium and it was to investigate
disequilibrium conditions in the context of rent
generation that Marx introduced in Volume III of
Capital the form of regulating market-price or
market-price of production [Marx 1894/1986:
146, 458].

Critically, the differences in wages which
continue due to the nature of the global capitalist
economy are disadvantageous for Africa. In
essence, international trade is the exchange of
values among state-based economies. These
values reflect the labour power utilised to
generate commodities and differ from the actual
production prices materialised on the interna-
tional market as the wage level (the determinant
of the production prices of commodities) is
different in different countries. Wages within the
organic composition of capital are an
independent variable of the system as per
Emmanuel [Sau 1978: 51].

This understanding is why Emmanuel and
others deny the mainstream theory of
comparative costs derived from Ricardo, which
was at the heart of the Prebisch — Singer
critique. As per this analysis, Ricardo limits the
discussion of international trade to circumstances
where participants all gain from the exchange. In
contrast, the theory of unequal exchange insists

that this idealised notion of international
commerce ignores the exploitative nature of
trade between core and periphery. As noted,
wage levels in different categories of countries
are fundamental to Emmanuel’s unequal
exchange theory. Samir Amin by contrast does
not accept the argument that wages are the
independent variable. Rather, it is the global
capitalist system, including in it the trend of
unequal exchange that decides the levels and the
dynamic contrast in relative wages in the
developed and underdeveloped world [Amin
1977].

According to Amin, it is the exchange of
commodities whose production contains wage
differentials larger than those of productivity that
constitutes unequal exchange. In this articulation
is included all non-specifics, including articles
produced in pre-capitalist sectors in the
peripheries where there is no surplus value or
profit as the whole of the net output is consumed
by wages. Amin [Amin 1976: 148f] asserts that
‘exchange is unequal whenever labour of the
same productivity is rewarded at a lower rate in
the periphery’. In other words, exchange between
an underdeveloped country and a developed
country is unequal, if the product of an hour of
total (direct and indirect) labour of the poorer
country is traded for less than the product of an
hour of total labour (direct and indirect) of the
richer country. For an exchange to be equal, the
wage differential must be the same as the
productivity differential. This contrasted with
Marx, who regarded wage differentials for the
same labour performance as being the
consequence of temporary causes that capital and
labour mobility would resolve over time. For
Amin and others, this was intrinsic to the current
stage of capitalism. Transnational corporations’
productivity levels invariably exceed those of
local firms in Africa and bring this higher
productivity with them. They can then take
advantage of the lower wages, thus facilitating
super-profits.

Samir Amin saw the post-feudal era as
being made up of a mercantilist stage, as
capitalism developed in the core and exchange
relations were begun with pre-capitalist forma-
tions; a competitive capitalism stage, which
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lasted throughout the 19th century and was
typified by relative equal exchanges between
core and periphery, when ‘external extension of
the capitalist market... was of prime importance
as a means for realising surplus value’ [Amin
1976: 188] and when the division between the
developed and underdeveloped world became
quite apparent; and the imperialist stage of
monopoly capitalism, which emerged at the start
of the 20th century. Monopoly capitalism proper
then existed up to 1971, to be followed by global
monopoly-finance capital after that [Amin 2008].
Monopoly is essentially the centralisation of
capital i.e. the distribution of the means of
production in an economy, which is a result of
‘the action of the immanent laws of capitalistic
production itself, by the centralisation of capital’
[Marx 1867/1977: 714]. Indeed, ‘The whole
development of modern capitalism is advancing
towards the large producer ousting the small one’
[Lenin 1899/1977: 33].

As Amin noted, ‘it [was] from the
appearance of monopolies at the centre that
unequal exchange between the centre and the
periphery... resulted. It [was] the rise of
monopolies that... made possible an increasing
divergence between the wages at the centre and
the periphery, for the same productivity, which
in turn explains why exchange can be unequal
even though the underdeveloped countries export
products of  modern high-productivity
enterprises’ [Amin 1974: 123]. This was when ‘a
cosmopolitan character to production and
consumption’” emerged [Marx and Engels
1848/2004: 37]. This period was when wages in
the metropoles began to increase alongside
productivity, capital became increasingly mobile
and the international integration of markets and
the rise of monopolies accelerated [Foster 2006].
These dynamics cumulatively created the
circumstances in which unequal exchange
became blatant, and further development along
capitalist lines in the bulk of the periphery
became blocked or abnormal [Rweyemamu
1973; 1980]. As A.K. Bagchi noted, ‘once
contact has taken place with a society which was
further along on the capitalist path, the lagging
societies could not possibly develop in an
autonomous fashion’ [Bagchi 1982: 141—142]

and this historical fact explains certain congenital
and pathological qualities common to the nature
of capitalism as it developed in the periphery.

Africa in the International Division
of Labour

At the heart of the unequal exchange thesis
is the international division of labour and the
unequal specialisation that characterises econo-
mies in the developed and underdeveloped
world: “Two essential facts... characterize the
way world trade has developed in the setting of
the capitalist system: (1) the development of
trade between advanced countries that are of
similar structure, and in which, therefore, the
distribution of comparative productivities is
similar — a development that seems to be more
rapid than that of trade between advanced
countries and underdeveloped ones, although the
distribution of comparative productivities is
more diverse in the latter case; and (2) the
successive and varying forms assumed by
specialization in the periphery, including its
present forms, under which the periphery
supplies raw materials that are mostly produced
by modern capitalist enterprises with high
productivity” [Amin 1976: 148].

While developed countries are technolo-
gically advanced and engaged in high value-
added activities, Africa’s forcible insertion into
the global capitalist system under conditions of
colonial plunder and unequal specialisation has
meant that ‘Inequality in wages, due to historical
reasons (the difference between  social
formations) constitutes the basis of a
specialization and a system of international
prices that perpetuate... inequality’ [Amin 1976:
149]. Lenin noted this phenomenon when he
posed the question: “Why is it that ‘the price of
cereals is lower in countries with a predominance
of small farmers than in countries with a
capitalist method of production’? The answer is
that the peasant presents part of his surplus
product as a free gift to society (i.e., to the
capitalist class). This lower price [of bread and
other agricultural products] is also a result of the
poverty of the producers and by no means of the
productivity of their labour” [Lenin 1914/1935:
559].
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The metropolitan centre prevented the
colonies in Africa from accumulating capital
domestically through initial primitive accumu-
lation and then later the drain mechanism and, by
the turn of the twentieth century, unequal
exchange [Anievas, Nisancioglu 2015]. What
capital that was invested from the centre into the
continent  distorted  indigenous economic
structures and made them outward-looking and
increasingly dependent. Deliberate colonial
policies prevented an auto-centred capitalism
with foundations in the internal market and what
capital that was generated was exported.

Capitalism in Africa

In his seminal work, The Political Economy
of Growth, Paul Baran detailed how the drainage
of ‘economic surplus’ formerly accumulated and
presently produced in the periphery would result
in a retardation of the primary accumulation rate
of capital [Baran 1957]. Baran’s central line of
enquiry was trying to understand why in
backward, peripheral, capitalist countries there
had been no development akin to that found in
the core capitalist economies and why was it that
progress in the peripheral economies had been
either sluggish or even absent [Baran 1957:
280—281]. Baran’s analysis was that the type of
development found in the core (initially Western
Europe) itself and the impact of capitalist
penetration of the periphery by the core
explained this reality.

The penetration of Western FEuropean
capital outside of the core took two forms. The
first were “settler” colonies as found in North
America and Australia, whose capitalism led to
eventual autonomous development reliant on
domestic demand. Surplus generated in
agriculture was reinvested domestically, primarily
to produce light manufactured products for
consumption and capital goods. Improved
agricultural modes of production resulted in
elevated labour productivity and a higher return
to the farmer, in turn generating a demand for
mass consumption merchandise, which promoted
industrial growth. The surplus labour force from
the agricultural sector (alongside mass
immigration) was absorbed into the burgeoning

industrial sector, while agricultural exports
garnered further capital. Crucially, the significant
characteristic of this process was that it was self-
centred—the dynamics were interior to the
system. The central determining characteristic of
such a self-centred system was the interface
between the production of mass consumption
products and the production of capital goods and
this remains true today [Tschannerl 1976: 6].

The second type of capitalist penetration
were “extractive” colonies as found in Africa,
Asia and parts of Latin America where larger,
more  organised  indigenous  populations
(alongside  disease) prohibited  wholesale
settlement by Europeans. In such spaces, the
colonising powers engaged in basic plunder
and/or extraction that was blatantly unequal,
appropriating and taking away fantastic wealth.
Thus, the economies of these countries were
drained to feed the Industrial Revolution in
Europe, while they experienced systemic
underdevelopment.

The colonial experience then generated a
dual economic structure essentially made up of a
modern sector geared to the production of
primary products for export, which are purchased
cheaply, and a backward sector from which
relatively cheap labour underwrites the capitalist
sector. The different ways capitalism unfolds in
two different spatial categories (centre and
periphery) is critical to understanding how
development is blocked in most of Africa.

In an analysis of the global accumulation of
capital, Samir Amin [1974] outlined two
different prototypes, one which was applicable at
the centre, the other to dependent development in
the peripheries. Development in the capitalist
core is typified by economic activities to gratify
mass consumerism and the resulting require-
ments for production merchandise. The mass of
the population at the centre buys into this model
under a form of a “social contract” which permits
the organisation of a (temporally limited) viable
socio-economic system at a national level.

How a particular order becomes established
and is maintained is central to Antonio
Gramsci’s notion of hegemony [Gramsci 1971].
This has been summarised as: “By hegemony,
Gramsci seems to mean a socio-political
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situation, in his terminology a ‘moment’, in
which the philosophy and practice of a society
fuse or are in equilibrium; an order in which a
certain way of life and thought is dominant, in
which one concept of reality is diffused
throughout society in all its institutional and
private manifestations, informing with its spirit
all taste, morality, customs, religious and
political  principles, all social relations,
particularly in their intellectual and moral
connotations. An element of direction and
control, not necessarily coercion, is implied”
[Williams 1982: 94].

The hegemonic class leads society through
its leadership of a complex alliance of
social forces and leadership in the sphere of
production — a “historic bloc”. This is the
particular formation of social forces and ideology
that gives substance to a historical state [Cox
1987: 409] and is linked to the dominant mode of
production: “The production of ideas, of
conceptions, of consciousness, is at first directly
interwoven with the material activity and the
material intercourse of men, the language of real
life” [Marx, Engels 1846/2015: 42].

As noted, African economic systems are
dominated by exports (mostly primary commo-
dities) and there is minimal linkage of these
modes of production to the internal mass markets
(structural disarticulation). This fosters stagna-
tion, mounting inequality, dependency in
multiple forms and political impotence. This is
marginalization in action [Amin 1974: 9]. The
essential difference between the core and the
periphery is that capitalist productive relations in
the core were cultivated on the foundations of
expanding the domestic market and draining
wealth from the peripheries under conditions of
imperialism. The process was, as it were, organic
and systematic. Capitalist relations in the
periphery however were forcibly imposed from
the outside at disadvantageous conditions and
methodically underpeopled these spaces, with
Africa as an example par excellence [Rodney
1972/2018].

According to Amin, following Baran,
sustainable growth and development in the
periphery is “blocked” since they are “comple-
mentary and dominated” by the industrialised

countries [Amin 1976: 288]. African countries
are inhibited from accumulating the necessary
capital for auto-centric growth since the surplus
is transferred—drained—overseas. Thus asymmet-
rical economic relationships are embodied by the
continued domination of the peripheral nations
and are intrinsic to capitalism [Khamisi 1981].
The polarisation reproduced by unequal
exchange is a fundamental feature of global
capitalism and imperialism and has now lasted
over five hundred-years [Amin 2003]. However,
there have been developments within capitalism
that are significant, most notably the rise of
monopoly capitalism.

Monopoly Capitalism
and the Current Epoch

Under monopoly capitalism, core-periphery
relations under mega corporations have severely
reduced the opportunities for new centres to
emerge [Baran, Sweezy 1966]. Previously, under
conditions of competitive capitalism, new centres
could rise and old ones decline in a cyclical
fashion. However, under monopoly capitalism,
such processes are limited, even if monopoly
capitalism itself may undergo qualitative changes
through the financialization of accumulation and
the relative emergence of some nodal points
within the global system (see below).

The nineteenth century saw a new type of
imperialism emerge, which lasted until c. 1945.
At first competitive industrial capitals contended
for supremacy and during this periodization
discrete economies competed with one another
for trade. By the late century however, a decidedly
monopolised form of corporate capitalism under
the control of finance capital had developed.
Primitive accumulation in the colonies had set the
stage for the export of commodities while capital
expanded what was increasingly a global market.
The growth of monopoly capitalism and its
associated financial oligarchy unavoidably
engendered the exportation of capital and the
division of the world into colonial empires. The
decisive feature of imperialism was not merely a
consequence of wunder consumption in the
metropoles [Luxemburg 1913/1951], nor simply
scientific advances [Hobsbawm 1994], but was
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more specifically the concentration of capital i.e.
monopolies [Patnaik 1986].

This concentration of capital changed the
nature of Western Europe’s expansion globally:
“Obviously, concentration also comes about with
the annexation of colonies. There was formerly
an economic distinction between the colonies
and the European peoples—at least, the majority
of the latter—the colonies having been drawn into
commodity exchange but not into capitalist
production. Imperialism changed this. Imperia-
lism is, among other things, the export of capital.
Capitalist production is being transplanted to the
colonies at an ever increasing rate. They cannot
he extricated from dependence on... finance
capital” [Lenin 1916/1977: 325].

This period of monopoly capitalism was
characterised by core-periphery and inter-
imperialist rivalries and, as Lenin noted, a
growing dependency of the periphery on the
core. The dynamics unleashed by the stage of
capitalism eventually led to two world wars and
later, the development of national liberation
struggles throughout the colonised world. The
inter-imperialist element of the contradiction
involved what was essentially a transitional
phase of succession vis-a-vis the headship of
imperialism, with the United Kingdom eventually
submitting to an American-led capitalist world
order. However, widespread contradictions
between the centres and peripheries regarding
political sovereignty also marked this period.
Threatening to seriously challenge the status quo,
monopoly capital developed a new approach to
control the periphery, namely neocolonialism.

Meanwhile, as countries such as Germany
and Japan emerged and commenced to contend
with American corporations, monopoly capital
experienced an evolution to what Amin called
‘collective imperialism’ [Amin 2003], what was
to become a new period of monopoly capitalism
where contemporary capitalism is essentially a
capitalism of generalized monopolies constitu-
ting an integrated system. This structure makes
certain that the monopolies extract a monopoly
rent collected from the mass of surplus value
(converted into profits) that capital extracts from
the exploitation of labour power. When and
where these monopolies function in the

underdeveloped world, this monopoly rent
constitutes an imperialist rent. The contemporary
capital accumulation process is thus constituted
by the intensification of monopolistic/imperialist
rent [Amin 2019: 32].

While the United States retained headship, a
harmonised system of “global governance”
developed with monopolistic management of
finance, technology and the world’s resources.
Consequently, “it is clear that imperialism has
not disappeared or even declined; rather, it has
changed its form over the past half century. The
more classic features (as expressed for example
in colonial control and annexations) are less in
evidence, while newer features are expressed
through international institutions, regulatory
architecture and related negotiations. Under this
arrangement, the intensification of the interna-
tionallisation of production under the auspices of
mega corporations (what is conventionally
termed ‘globalisation’) occurred” [Ghosh 2019:
388].

This rapidly increased after the collapse of
the actually existing socialist states at the end of
the 1980s. Consequently the entire world has
been subsumed under its logic. The concurrent
reintegration of the Peoples’ Republic of China
into the global capitalist order has further
deepened these processes (see: [Taylor 2017]).

Conclusion

For the first decades of African
independence, the elites in power tried to build
their nations, which was essentially a statist
project. The political economy of nation-
building, whether through the agency of the state
or state-aided private bourgeoisies, revolved
around domesticating the process of capitalistic
accumulation. Imperialist hegemony, however,
ensured that whatever national bourgeois
elements were born were quickly compradorised,
re-imposing primitive accumulation. Even the
most radical nationalist elites failed to build
popular hegemonic blocks that would spearhead
the national project. By the 1980s, when
imperialism regained the offensive in the form of
neo-liberalism, African states were already
vulnerable. They quickly capitulated with internal
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compradors seizing the initiative [Shivji 2019:
262]. What has meant is that today: “The new
liberalisation differs from the old colonial
liberalisation in at least two respects: it has a
strategy of improving further the economic
position of the Third World rich at the expense
of their fellow-citizens, which has materially
corrupted the elite of our country [India]; and it
has an ideological thrust in terms of wrong
theories, which has intellectually suborned the
same Third World public figures and
intellectuals who were earlier supporters of
independent growth, but how now mindlessly
parrot the mantra of liberalisation” [Patnaik
2007: 211].

Most African elites today are visionless and
corrupt, caring little for their people. Those
leaders who have sought to critically interrogate
the global system and Africa’s place in it have

been swiftly dispatched. The careers of Patrice
Lumumba, Kwame Nkrumah, Amilcar Cabral,
Thomas Sankara, etc. attest to this reality. Thus
working in alliance with external interests, the
current generation of African leaders continue
with strategies that only reproduce Africa’s
dependent status, its economic underdevelop-
ment and its political condition of neo-
colonialism and generalised foreign domination.
As Thomas Sankara noted, the enemies of the
people are both inside and outside of Africa
[Sankara 2007: 52]. With the ideas of the “free
market” now hegemonic, critical reflection on
the current situation within Africa is infrequent
and rarely, if ever, goes beyond problem-solving
approaches to immediate tribulations. When
looking back to the excitement of 1960, this is
not what most African peoples had in mind when
they uttered the word, ‘independence’.

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Abstract. Based on documents from the Russian archives — the Archive of foreign policy of the Russian
Federation, the State archive of the Russian Federation, and the Russian state archive of modern history, the article
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examines the relations of the USSR with Zanzibar in the late 1950s and early 1960s. Soviet-Zanzibar relations are
examined against the background of a complex period in the history of the island state, which included the stages of inter-
party rivalry during the struggle for independence, the Zanzibar revolution itself, and the unification with Tanganyika.
The author also draws attention to the ethnic composition of the Zanzibar population in the years before the start of the
national liberation movement, the history of the origin of ethnic groups in the archipelago and their traditional
relationships. The author examines in detail the composition and political orientation of the parties that took part in the
struggle for independence. He also considers the influence of the political spectrum and the international situation of the
Cold War period on the decisions of national leaders in choosing a support side for further development. The author also
considers actions of two leading actors of the bipolar system, the USSR and the USA, in the struggle for influence on the
young national elites of Zanzibar in particular, and then Tanzania as a whole. The author conducts a detailed analysis of
the United States actions and its allies to intervene the party struggle within Zanzibar society and the further reaction of
the USSR to these steps. He also considers the reasons for the decline in Soviet influence on Zanzibar and the events that
led to the closure of the Soviet diplomatic missions. The author points out the ambiguity of Zanzibar and Tanganyika’s
unification, which could be perceived as an artificial political act supported by interested global forces than the process of
voluntary unification of the two young countries. A number of issues are considered almost for the first time in Russian
historiography.

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South Africa is considered the most unequal
society in the world (using the Gini income
coefficient, at 0.79 before state transfers), and
Johannesburg is the world’s most unequal major
city (according to the Palma ratio, at 13.4).
A massive battle to correct the racial component
of inequality — the colonial and apartheid
legacy — was partly won in 1994, but economic
injustices worsened thereafter. In a global neo-
colonial context of adverse North — South
power relations, South Africans are being robbed
of key elements of national sovereignty; many
important political-economic and environmental
decisions are taken without their participation
and without significant benefit to themselves.
And although South Africa is usually considered
the second or third largest economy in Africa
(behind Nigeria and sometimes Egypt), and
although from 1930—1980 the economy attained
a high degree of industrialization (manufacturing
reached a quarter of GDP), it deindustrialized

rapidly during the 1990s. Its growing role as a
‘sub-imperial’ albeit neoliberal power leaves the
financial benefits of regional domination to
escape the country. A vast share of profits drawn
from the continent have been exported via
Johannesburg, along with illicit financial flows
and depleted natural resources, leaving both
Africa and South Africa ever poorer.

When Nelson Mandela was released from
prison in 1990, there was hope not only for the
country but for the continent, given that his
African National Congress (ANC) cadres were
mainly exiled in Zambia, Tanzania and
Zimbabwe, there witnessing the 1980s era of
structural adjustment. However, the results have
been disappointing largely because the South
African political elite committed the country to a
neoliberal capitalist path that underdeveloped
large swathes of the economy and society. South
Africans from all walks of life will concede that
the country is in crisis and will point to the regular
electricity failures (‘loadshedding’), record levels
of unemployment (near 40 %), and poverty
(around 65 % under 3 USD/day, corruption in the
private and state sector (‘state capture’),
extremely serious gender-based violence and
abuse of children, the resurgence of racism and
xenophobia, and other morbid symptoms of a
society and economy which cry out for change.
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The pages below sum up lengthier
arguments that feed into the “Alternative Report
on Africa” (AROA), an ongoing project that the
Senegalese NGO ENDA and the Pan-African
intellectual network Codesria are advancing
against the Washington Consensus. Using the
framework of ‘sovereignty’, we argue that sector
by sector, the neoliberal developmental path
chosen by the South African elite has failed.
There is a need for a very different approach,
grounded in local realities and eco-social needs.
We strongly identify with what AROA seeks,
continentally: a new interpretation of Africa in
order to bring out endogenous visions and
struggles capable of improving the well-being of
the populations.

To do so, we draw upon traditions of protest
by numerous communities, trade unions, youth
and gender activists and social movements that
contest injustice. The desire for both national
sovereignty and popular sovereignty — including
by women, workers, youth, environmentalists and
all oppressed peoples, separately and together in
unity — is extremely powerful in South Africa,
and in many cases has been directed against the
way globalized economic relations have limited
national and popular sovereignty.

With South Africa’s rising level of social
conflict as background, we take as a foundational
argument the following concern expressed by
AROA: “In capitalist societies, the dominant
social bloc always conceives of national
sovereignty as an instrument for promoting its
class interests; namely, capitalist exploitation of
domestic work and, at the same time, the
consolidation of its positions in the world
system. Today, in the context of a liberalized
globalized system dominated by the financialized
monopolies of the ‘triad’ (United States, Europe,
Japan) and the BRICS (Brazil, Russia, India,
China, South Africa), national sovereignty is the
instrument that allows the ruling classes to
maintain their competitive positions within the
system” [Alternative Report on Africa 2019: 4].

In that regard, given that “the exercise of
sovereignty cannot be achieved without a radical
strategy of disconnection from the globalized
capitalist system,” as Samir Amin told a 2017
AROA gathering in Dakar, we accept its

challenge: “The aim is to identify the invariants
and incipient changes at work in Africa, at the
dawn of the 2Ist century. This analytical
identification should lead to proposals of
scenarios from which strategies can be defined
and proposed at national, sub-regional and
continental levels” [Alternative Report on Africa
2019: 1, 4]. Our conclusion aims to do just that,
drawing on two major currents of thinking:
Amin’s [1990] ‘delinking’ and a new set of eco-
socialist-feminist, anti-racist, anti-imperial expe-
riments in ‘commoning,’” of which the campaign
to acquire free treatment for AIDS was most
spectacular because it turned intellectual property
over medicines into a public good, saving millions
of lives, by rejecting the World Trade Organi-
zation’s Trade Related Intellectual Property
System and winning an exemption (i.e. delinking).

One reason this was such a difficult struggle
for people living with HIV, was the Pretoria
government’s 2000-2004 unwillingness to
demand and win sovereignty to treat its citizens.
Hence this article begins by addressing the
sometimes parochial approach of political
leadership and leading intellectuals, who
surrendered sovereignty of their very mindsets
before, during and after South Africa’s transition
to democracy in 1994. The second section then
shows how this unfortunate outcome reflected a
logic of economic concessions in the context of
capitalist crises and financialization, and how the
results for ordinary people’s welfare were
terribly unsatisfactory.

The next set of arguments are sectoral. The
super-exploitative character of the extractive
industries and failure to carry out land reform,
which in turn are related to the failure to
establish food sovereignty, are explored in the
third section, along with a critique of fossil-
reliant energy during worsening climate crisis.
The fourth addresses some of the controversies
associated with new technologies, highlighting
social resistance strategies and tactics. The
section also surveys threats in the military, state
security and foreign policy spheres where
concerns continue to grow about Pretoria’s
repressive tendencies and surveillance capacities
at home, as well as in the wider region, adding to
the crisis of working-class xenophobia. The
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conclusion draws out central lessons from the
report in order to offer a different scenario, based
on the last quarter-century of uneven social
resistance: to be sure, an unlikely scenario for a
second stage of liberation, beyond the
democratic achievements of 1994, and into the
eco-socialist, feminist, anti-imperial politics of
the ‘commons’... unlikely but surely necessary.

Political-intellectual Sovereignty,
from Apartheid to Neoliberalism

Today’s South African political elites — the
ANC’s leading cadres — are a product of the
anti-apartheid struggle and thus of the 20th
century’s left-leaning, state-centric develop-
mental aspirations. When political liberation was
attained in 1994, the global conjuncture was
unfavourable, leading to the ANC’s moderation
under Mandela’s leadership, and later
abandonment of pro-working class and pro-
national sovereignty perspectives. The demise of
both the USSR’s patronage and Europe’s social
democratic traditions, and the rise of economic
neoliberalism precipitated the capitulation, away
from the ANC’s 1955 Freedom Charter and 1994
Reconstruction and Development Programme
(RDP), towards a 1996 home-grown structural

adjustment programme.
The reasons were two-fold: internal and
external. The class composition of ANC

leadership and many local allies within the ‘Mass
Democratic Movement’ (a network that, from
1983—-1994, fatally undermined apartheid within
South Africa) reflected limitations of the political
theories and strategies associated with the
‘National Democratic Revolution’. This was the
‘two-stage’ approach to first eradicating official
racism and then — at some future stage, far
away — addressing economic injustice. But
externally, too, the unfavourable changes in the
global political context — especially the USSR’s
collapse — not only disoriented the ANC elites,
but also led them to adopt an apparent
pragmatism that was ideologically consistent
with the logics and dominant interests of global
capital. The weaknesses of the ANC leadership’s
approach to political economy left a debilitating
loss of direction and of intellectual sovereignty

that the country has suffered for more than a
quarter century. Ultimately, the elites allowed
themselves to play the role of a sidekick to
imperialism, termed sub-imperialism.

The adoption of neoliberal macro-economic
policies that gradually undermined the majority’s
living conditions prevailed under the presiden-
cies of Mandela (1994—1999), Thabo Mbeki
(1999—2008), Kgalema Motlanthe (2008—2009
as caretaker for eight months), Jacob Zuma
(2009—2018) and Cyril Ramaphosa (2018 —
present). What is extraordinary in South Africa,
though, is that this condition is maintained within
what is often, rhetorically, quite radical African
nationalist rule, turbulent though it has been.
(Two presidents — Mbeki in 2008 and Zuma in
2018 — were removed in palace coups.)

Intellectuals also lost sovereignty in the
post-apartheid era, with the uniquely South
African theoretical critiques largely fading into
oblivion as many important scholars whose work
was fused with anti-apartheid insights then
joined the post-1994 government. Taking a
longer view of economic and social relations, the
various South African traditions of radical
political economy were always infused with
concern about race, geography and also,
increasingly, gender and environment. All came
together in studies of superexploitative capital-
labor relations that underpinned apartheid. For
example, Ben Magubane [2001] periodized
South African racism’s functionality to super-
exploitative capitalist circuits during various
epochs. During the 1800s, “the expanding
frontier of ‘settler capitalism’ saw the recrudes-
cence of the worst form of racism. The old social
relations of usurious and commercial capitalism,
with its conquistadors and slaves, were replaced
by the dominion of industrial capital, with its
plantation and wage slaves” [Magubane 2001: 6].

Racial restrictions were initially considered
by political economists primarily as power
relationships. As an early Trotskyist, Moshe
Noah Averbach, explained, migrant labor would
“prevent the formation of a stable, hereditary
urban proletariat which would become used to
the traditional methods of organization and
struggle — trade union and political — of the
city working classes” [Averbach 1936: 131]. But
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the Chamber of Mines also recorded how the
‘cheap labor’ system was crucial to their
profitability (in official testimony to a 1944
government commission): “The mines are able to
obtain unskilled labor at a rate less than
ordinarily paid in industry... otherwise the
subsidiary means of subsistence would disappear
and the laborer would tend to become a
permanent resident upon the Witwatersrand, with
increased requirements” (cited in: [Wolpe 1972:
434]).

The central concern of radical political
economists remained race/class at the point of
production. Although more and more workers
began living permanently in cities near
manufacturing jobs, there was still a large supply
of migrant labor. From 1948 through the 1970s,
3.5 mln people were forcibly removed onto the
reserves, which could simply not handle the
environmental demands placed on them. The
migrant ‘tribal natives’ did not, when they were
young, live under a system that required
companies to pay their parents enough to cover
school fees, or pay taxes for government schools
to teach workers’ children. When sick or
disabled, those workers were often shipped back
to their rural homes until ready to work again.
When the worker was ready to retire, the
employer typically left him a pittance, not a
pension that allowed the elderly to survive in
dignity. From youth through to illness to old age,
the subsidy covering child-rearing, recuperation
and old age was provided by rural African
women. Ann-Marie Wolpe [Kuhn, Wolpe 1978]
added a vital feminist angle to the debate, given
how much the reproduction of male labor in the
Bantustans raised the profit rate.

An upsurge of anti-apartheid protest
resumed when the Durban labor movement
began at the ports in 1973, followed by the
Soweto student uprising of 1976, and with the
economic slowdown beginning around 1974,
political economists’ attention turned from
aspects of apartheid-capitalist stability and
control, to instability and crisis. The broader
theoretical discourse about race and class in
South Africa seemed to peak in the 1970s, and
with rigorous detailed probing underway in the
1980s in the context of the search for specificity,

research into the nature of the mode of
production tailed off markedly.

As to the changing dynamics between
capitalists and state elites, not only did the mid-
1980s conjuncture split whites between the
English running business in Johannesburg and
Afrikaners running the government in Pretoria,
but the latter group themselves divided into
bitter-end ‘verkramptes’ who soon lost their
earlier hegemony, and neoliberal ‘verligtes’ led
by FW de Klerk. He gained the presidency in
1989 and six months later freed Mandela and
unbanned the ANC, SACP and other much
smaller liberation movements. That political shift
was due to overlapping pressures and
contradictions then bubbling up, including
widespread township protest and workplace
revolts, declining profits in part due to the
overaccumulated capital that stood exposed after
the gold price collapsed in 1980, growing
political delegitimation thanks to ANC sanctions
campaigning, and the economy’s overexposure
to world financial power. International financiers
suddenly turned hostile to Pretoria in August
1985 after a new round of repression by PW
Botha’s government, cancelling lines of credit;
their hands were forced by solidarity activists
promoting banking sanctions.

By the late 1980s, the larger questions were
again placed on the agenda, because it was a time
when South Africa’s capitalist class demanded,
for the first time, an end to formal apartheid. The
reasons for this are closely related to economic
stagnation and financial crisis, but what was
disconcerting was how dramatically this shook
many political economists who, earlier, so
profoundly rejected the liberal thesis that
apartheid and capitalism were incompatible.

Ben Fine and Zav Rustomjee cautioned:
“The relationship between abstract theory and
empirical application is not unique to the study
of South Africa. But the virulent form taken by
its racism within the bounds of a predominantly
capitalist economy has cast considerable doubt
on the simple expedient of examining South
Africa’s development in terms of hypotheses
derived from ready-made analytical frameworks”
[Fine, Rustomjee 1996: 21]. Their own approach
was institutionalist, by identifying the nexus of a
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Minerals-Energy  Complex around  which
accumulation, state, labor relations and other
economic phenomena could be understood. A
decade later, Fine [2008] also addressed the post-
apartheid political economic nexus in terms of
financialization, as “macroeconomic policy has
been designed to manage the capacity of the
South African conglomerates to disinvest”.

In contrast, leading ANC intellectuals —
such as Thabo Mbeki [2004] and Joel
Netshitenzhe — justified the neoliberal economic
policies they inherited and amplified, arguing
that South Africa was suffering from ‘two
economies’, and as for those left out, “of central
and strategic importance is the fact that they are
structurally disconnected from our country’s
“first world economy’”’.

Yet there remain many structural connec-
tions still reminiscent of older labor migration
systems, as SA Communist Party youth leader
(and later, from 2019, deputy finance minister)
David Masondo [2007] observed: “A combina-
tion of unreconstructed vulgar Marxism and
modernization theory have provided conceptual
basis for contemporary neoliberalism, which is
dressed up as the ‘first economy’ drawing in
the ‘second economy’ to a successful market
process.” Moreover, warned Masondo, “the CST
and its National Democratic Revolution strategy
is also used by some in the ANC to justify the
current neoliberal incorporation of the emerging
black bourgeoisie into the structure of capital
accumulation” [Masondo 2007]. The subsequent
period of Zuma’s rule, 2009-2018, led many to
conclude that South Africa’ suffered from ‘neo-
patrimonialism’, since major corruption scandals
(involving the Gupta and Watson families)
reduced South Africa’s leadership to a caricature.

At no point in the post-1994 era were the
fundamentals of capital accumulation based on
super-exploitative extractive industries, featuring
multinational corporations and parasitical class
formation, ever genuinely questioned. What we
have seen in this first quarter-century of ANC
rule is a lack of genuine political and intellectual
sovereignty, in part due to the pragmatism of
South Africa’s leaders, including its scholars. To
understand that pragmatism requires a review of

South Africa’s shrinking economic sovereignty,
including the ability of the state to reverse the
wrongs of apartheid.

Economic Sovereignty Wanes
during Capitalist Crises

In 1933, John Maynard Keynes’ essay in the
Yale Review, ‘Economic self-sufficiency,’
included this mandate: “I sympathize with those
who would minimize, rather than with those who
would maximize economic entanglement among
nations. Ideas, knowledge, science, hospitality,
travel — these are the things which should of
their nature be international. But let goods be
homespun whenever it is reasonably and
conveniently possible and, above all, let finance
be primarily national” [Keynes 1933].

Ignoring this wisdom, the ANC liberalized
the economy since the mid-1990s [Bond 2014].
Economic sovereignty was lost when the post-
independence governing elite capitulated to
capitalist interests and adopted the logic of the
Washington Consensus. The apartheid state was
already moving towards neoliberal policies when
it was defeated and taken over by the forces of
national liberation. The main dynamic of
political developments in the transition from
apartheid to democracy occurred in the sphere of
capital accumulation and its attendant crises.
Indeed, it was capital which abandoned the
apartheid regime in favour of a pro-capitalist
neoliberal democratic regime because the
problems of low profitability and capital
accumulation could not be solved within the old
racist framework, in part because of the volatile
political conditions created by the anti-apartheid
struggle.

In other words, the incoming ANC leaders
agreed to and were willing handmaidens of
global neoliberal interests; for example, they
accepted an IMF loan in 1993 before the
transition to democracy, they relaxed the 1985
exchange controls and allowed big capital to list
companies in European and North American
stock exchanges, they reduced company tax
dramatically, they acceded to the World Trade
Organization on disadvantageous terms, and they
fell under the influence of New York’s credit
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ratings agencies: Standard & Poors, Fitch and
Moody’s. Even before they took power in 1994,
the ANC elite facilitated the country’s shrinking
economic sovereignty.

The consequences for society was the
abandonment of pro-poor ambitions in favour of
the World Bank-authored Growth, Employment
and Redistribution programme in 1996, exactly
two years after Mandela had taken power based
on RDP promises. Despite expanding what are
essentially ‘tokenistic’ social grants of 25—30
USD/month to more than eleven million children
as well as 100 USD/month grants to another few
million pensioners, the dominant policy in South
Africa has been ‘corporate welfare’. Big
business, whether ‘white monopoly capital’ or
emanating from Black Economic Empowerment
(BEE) schemes, benefited most from post-
apartheid policies. The BEE strategy to nurture a
small black bourgeoisie whetted the self-
enrichment appetites of the black elite, and
served to provide cover for big capital and win
legitimacy for capitalism.

The adoption of financial and monetary
systems that serve capitalist interests contributed
significantly to shrinking economic sovereignty.
Management of South Africa’s economy has
been characterized by supervisory laxity,
deregulation, corporate corruption and excessive
financial speculation. The new government
abolished the Finrand dual exchange-rate
designed to penalize offshoring; corporate listing
requirements were removed; and building
societies” domination of the home mortgage
bond lending disappeared. Protections against
usury rate escalation were compromised through
allowing major exemptions, thus permitting
excessive interest states especially on small
loans. Regulatory oversight in this era was scant,
with repeated scandals associated with illicit
financial flows, currency manipulation and other
corporate malfeasance. Many international
accounting firms and consultancies — even
KPMG, Bain, Deloitte, PwC, McKinsey and
Hogan Lovells — were implicated in corruption
associated with the notorious South African
firms Eskom, Transnet, Steinhoff, Tongaat, VBS
Bank and African Bank and others. During the
2010s, South Africa’s capitalist class was

repeatedly ranked by PwC as the world’s most
prone to corporate criminality [Bond, Malikane
2019].

Many of these policy changes in the fiscal,
monetary and financial-regulatory spheres were
the outcome of international pressures. Domestic
policy was overpowered in these areas, thus
compromising sovereignty. The working class
and the poor, who bear the brunt of the economic
consequences of this disempowerment, pay
dearly and thus remain locked in South Africa’s
inherited class, race and gender inequality.
Specific examples of international pressure
include the compulsion for the new democratic
government to repay 25 billion USD apartheid;
the tutor-pupil relationship with the Bretton
Woods Institutions; and South Africa’s ascension
to the World Trade Organization leading to
lowering its tariffs on manufactured goods.
These observations point to South Africa’s
negative insertion in the global capitalist order,
in turn suggesting the desirability of Amin’s
strategy of delinking from the most adverse
international relations [Bond 2014].

For example, the Jubilee 2000 campaign
asked the new government to refuse repayment
of the apartheid regime’s 25 billion USD in
foreign ‘Odious Debt’ passed to the democracy
in 1994, a request repeatedly refused by Mandela
and Mbeki. That debt skyrocketed to 180 billion
USD within 25 years, because its repayment was
compounded by the outflow of profit, dividends
and interest especially after 2001. Multinational
corporations and South African firms that had
relocated abroad drained the foreign exchange
reserves. The interest rate that Pretoria paid on
foreign state loans was, by 2020, fourth highest
in the world among the 45 countries issuing
10-year bonds (tailing only Turkey, Argentina
and Pakistan — and higher even than Venezuela).
Other morbid symptoms of financialization
included high levels of corporate, state and
consumer debt in local credit markets.

Another case of international influences in
the financial markets is South Africa’s main
stock market, the Johannesburg Stock Exchange,
which reached dizzying heights by early 2018:
the highest market capitalization/GDP ratio for a
country in modern history (more than
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350 percent). In 2018, the market’s 20 percent
crash was caused mainly by the Chinese
government’s restrictions on Tencent video game
marketing, which reflected the outsized
investment in that firm by a South African
newspaper firm, Naspers, which had become the
continent’s richest company thanks to its lucky
bet of 35 mIn USD to buy a third of Tencent in
2001 (by 2018 this investment reached a value in
excess of 150 billion USD). In September 2019,
Naspers moved the profit inflows from Tencent
to a new Amsterdam company, Prosus, which
will dramatically diminish the ratio of local to
international ~ dividend payments, further
weakening South Africa’s economic sovereignty.
Fig. 1 shows South Africa’s relatively high
level of dividend inflows relative to outflows,
which locates it strongly within a (subimperial)
range from 15-80 %, albeit below the range
above 100 % which boosts capital accumulation
in the imperial economies. Defenders of the
globalization process point to the 2002-2015
commodity super-cycle, when platinum, coal,
iron ore and gold prices helped drive the rise in
Gross National Income. Still, the peak years —
2003-2008 — witnessed real growth in the
2.5-5.5 % range, far below the level needed to
address the crises of unemployment, poverty and
inequality (Fig. 2). Note that in measuring natural
capital decline in the form of mineral depletion
above, the Bank does not include platinum or
diamonds due to measurement difficulties, thus
overestimating South Africa’s ANS.

Extreme Resource Extraction,
Land Mismanagement,
Hunger and Energy Crisis
The super-exploitative character of South
African political ecology is apparent in several
areas: extractive industries, land abuse, hunger
and fossil-fuel dependency. Together, these
provide another approach to sovereignty, in
relation to natural resources. The International
Monetary Fund’s? accounting of public assets

ranks the South African state within the world’s
leading countries as a result of the vast stock of
non-renewable mineral resources (Fig. 3).
However, untenable national resource depletion
and maldistribution are combined with rising
ecological concerns about climate change, given
that the South African economy ranks behind
only Kazakhstan and the Czech Republic in CO:-
equivalent emissions per unit of per capita GDP
(among countries with more than ten million
people). South Africa’s extractive industries are
highly destructive of the environment in a variety
of other ways, including destruction of
freshwater resources, world-record levels of
nitrous oxide air emissions and other particulate
matter, ocean pollution, threats to the fauna and
flora and reduced biodiversity.

The extraction of South Africa’s non-
renewable minerals is also a major factor in the
country’s wealth shrinkage, another reflection of
capital’s super-exploitation of natural economy.
National wealth is now calculated by economists
to include the changes in an economy’s produced
capital, human capital and natural capital®. The
‘Adjusted Net Savings’ (ANS) measure is
designed to reform Gross National Income (GNI)
in order to estimate ‘genuine savings’, namely,
the depreciation of physical capital, damage
caused by pollution and the depletion of natural
resources (viewed as debits from GNI), as well
as educational investment (a credit added to
GNI). The ANS is a crude sign of progress, as
development economists grow more concerned
with sustainability. The price the earth pays as a
result of its exploitation by capitalist extractive
industry is increasingly evident, and although we
oppose any marketization of this process through
natural capital accounting (such as emissions
trading or biodiversity offsets), the approximate
measurement of the cost to countries like South
Africa is part of acknowledging the ‘ecological
debt” associated with the Anthropocene,
especially the Capitalocene that has driven
environmental destruction in the name of profit.

How does this change on an annual basis,
reflecting wealth depletion associated with
extractive industries? As reproduced in Fig. 4,
the five major categories in which annual output
should be adjusted downwards are: 1) consum-
ption of fixed capital in the form of wear-and-
tear depreciation (14.3 % of South Africa’s
HTUHeHTa oOH2 damage (4.6 %), 3) mineral
depletion (1.1 %), 4) energy depletion (0.7 %),
and 5) air pollution (0.4 %)%. The (controversial)
upward adjustment of education spending is 6
percent of GNI even though it could easily be
argued that South African schooling locks in
structural disadvantage [Spaull 2013]. The result
is a total ANS of 1.5 % of GNI, not the 16.8 %
considered to be gross annual savings.

The snapshot capital accounts provided by
the World Bank® allows further contemplation
of the destruction of South Africa’s natural
economy (Fig. 4). These accounts are not yet
sufficiently strong in data consistency to
compare across time periods, so as to assess the
depletion process. But they do allow more
breakdown of what is pre-existing “nature”
(albeit after several centuries of settler-colonial
interventions) and what society must make
special efforts to preserve. There are, for
instance, nearly 300 “threatened species,”
including 116 higher plants, 107 fish, 46 birds
and 26 mammals. The natural economy of the
human lung is also threatened, with 100 % of the
population having PM2.5 particle exposure
higher than World Health Organisation guideline
levels; under-5 mortality rates are more than
twice as high as the average peer (upper middle-
income) country. South Africa’s freshwater
hydrological natural economy suffers massive
withdrawal, ten times as much as do other
African economies and more than five times the
rate of upper middle-income peer economies.
And in every category of energy aside from
hydropower, South African capitalism uses far

more than do other African and upper middle-
income economies.

The most destruction comes in the form of
COz-equivalent emissions, which are eleven
times higher for an ‘average’ South African (that
mythical construct), than the 0.8 tons per average
Sub-Saharan African. During the 2015-2019
period, the boomerang of eco-destruction from
fossil fuel abuse became evident with several
debilitating droughts, cyclones and floods
attributed to greenhouse gas emissions. In Cape
Town in 2017-2018, the city’s ‘Day Zero’
supply constraint (to result in full retail
disconnections) was nearly breached, while in
2019, Durban and surrounds suffered a ‘rain
bomb’ of 150 mm in one day that killed
71 people. Malawi, Mozambique and Zimbabwe
suffered two cyclones in March — April 2019
with at least a thousand people dying. Droughts
in South Africa’s farm belt, especially the Karoo,
Eastern Cape and Northern Cape, have already
caused widespread hunger.

There and everywhere, South Africa’s food
sovereignty is also threatened by massive agro-
industrial profiteering, which artificially inflates
prices and lowers quality. The sector is dominated
by large commercial farmers including by a
handful of corporate giants who drive the
availability, price, quality, safety and nutritional
value of food consumed by all South Africans.
This monopoly is regularly abused; for example,
major milling and baking producers have been
found guilty of fixing the price of bread, wheat
and maize through cartels. Competition Commis-
sion investigations also found that the dairy and
fishing industries were guilty of price fixing. The
high cost of basic food items has resulted in low-
income households suffering a higher inflation
rate than the general population [Bond, Malikane
2019]. As a result of these tactics and general
poverty, 11 mln people are estimated to
experience food insecurity, i.e., not knowing
where their next meal is coming from [Bond,
Galvin 2019]. As many as 1.5 mln children under
the age of 6 years have stunted growth due to
chronic malnutrition. Food insecurity is charac-
terized by geographical biases, is gendered, and
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is more prevalent among the black African
population.

Likewise, the concept of energy sovereignty
has proven elusive for the South African
majority (all those without resources to establish
their own solar system or diesel power
generators). Since 2008, the country has faced
regular power outages, called loadshedding. This
is due both to the failure of ageing coal-fired
power stations to keep up with the country’s
energy demands, and to design flaws in two new
coal-fired mega-plants. The economy is paying
dearly as a result of the stoppage of machines in
the mines, smelters and other energy-reliant
industries. The domestic, retail and service
sectors are also hard hit.

The solution, according to many social
movements and NGOs concerned about this
issue, is for South Africa to stop producing
energy through fossil fuels, and urgently move
towards renewable sources. Due mainly to vested
interests in the coal sector (Ramaphosa himself
was a coal tycoon before returning to govern-
ment in 2014), the government has been very
slow despite the abundant sun and wind
resources in the country. Instead, it has agreed to
buy electricity from private ‘independent power
producers’ (mainly European corporations) at
high prices compared with coal. Trade unions in
the sector argue that their jobs are threatened by
the decentralization and privatization of energy
generation, but unfortunately have not reached a
critical mass of support in demanding a genuine
Just Transition. With the climate crisis knocking
on the door of humanity, South African elites
seem least ready to do anything to alleviate nor
prepare for it.

The Knowledge Economy,
State Surveillance, Sub-Imperial
Power and Xenophobia

The same incapacity to implement necessary
radical changes is evident in the digital sphere,
where leading South African government,
business and academic leaders uncritically
embrace the concept of the ‘Fourth Industrial
Revolution’ (4IR) as espoused by the World
Economic Forum’s Karl Schwab. The evolution

of new technologies is, from this point of view,
presented as a positive, inevitable and unprob-
lematic development. As a result, South Africans
have not been well exposed to international
concerns about distorted value systems through
social-media manipulation, and Big Data’s social
engineering power (and political agenda). The
South African debate centres around the impact
of the 4IR and the extent to which society has
sufficient information technology skills to reap
the benefits of alleged human progress. This
narrative undermines sovereignty insofar as it
imposes the perspectives, projects and priorities
of global capital — the Big Data firms especially —
in the country and across the continent.

Ordinary South Africans engaged in
struggles against aspects of the 4IR suggest that
this phenomenon is presented in a decontex-
tualized and ahistorical fashion, ignoring the
class, gender, race and geographical mediations
now shaping technology. Examples of resistance
include widespread opposition to Intellectual
Property when it conflicts with access to cutting
edge patented life-saving medicines (as discussed
in the conclusion), surveillance systems
associated with unjust forms of commodification
(e.g. prepayment water meters and electronic
highway tolls), and commodified education
(resulting in a successful struggle for free tertiary
education for working-class South Africans).
A ‘Right to Know’ campaign has made the
demand that cell phone access be considered a
human right.

But with Africa still struggling to ‘catch up’
to the ‘second industrial revolution’, defined as
electrification, let alone with the ‘third industrial
revolution’, defined as digitization, it is apparent
that 4IR is a mirage. South Africa has a very
high rate of unemployment, especially among the
youth, yet Ramaphosa waxes eloquent about
labor-saving super technologies embodied in the
4IR, including ‘smart cities’ based on the Internet
of Things. A more considered and critical
approach to digitization and the knowledge
economy  would recognize technological
developments as having all manner of biases,
leading to even more unequal power relations.

One example is the way surveillance
systems have been used by the South African
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state against activists. Military intelligence and
other state policing bodies regularly spy on
social movements and organizations engaged in
protests and other oppositional activities. State
repression ultimately finds expression in state
violence. In 2012, this reality was clear to
everyone during the Marikana Massacre where
34 miners were shot dead one afternoon for
demanding a living wage. Of concern is the fact
that South Africa is likely to experience more
protests and strikes as the global capitalist crisis
continues to bite with the country disadvan-
tageously located as it is within the global
economic order. A government lacking national
sovereignty over its economic policies and thus
without answers to a demanding and restless
constituency is likely to respond with more
repression.

To be sure, the apartheid-era war machine
was tamed under the new democratic order, and
the military was henceforth meant to be used
only for peacekeeping purposes. The
development of nuclear weapons was abandoned,
and the weapons-producing capacity of the South
African state focused on selling hardware rather
than using it, and ensuring repressive regimes
were rejected as purchasers. During the late
1990s, a notorious Arms Deal meant very
expensive military equipment was purchased
mainly from European suppliers, but it was
characterized by greed, kickbacks and
corruption. Without missing a beat, the new
South African government sold lethal weapons to
numerous repressive regimes, including the
United States and Great Britain when they waged
what was an illegal war in Iraq, largely to evict a
former client authoritarian with control of vast
oil resources.

African nations, and other peoples of the
world, supported and sacrificed in the struggle to
free South Africa from the shackles of apartheid.
It was legitimately expected that when the
continent’s most powerful country is free, it
would help and even lead the process of
addressing Africa’s massive set of challenges. As
such, South Africa should be at the forefront of a
Pan-African project that contests all features of
neocolonialism. But consideration of South
Africa’s roles in Africa and the world reveals a

worrying tendency by the Pretoria political elite
and Johannesburg’s most expansive capitalists to
choose the path of neoliberalism rather than
serving the values of Pan-Africanism. A careful
analysis of South Africa’s modus operandi brings
to mind Brazilian dependency theorist Ruy
Mauro Marini’s definition of ‘sub-imperialism’:
“It is not a question of passively accepting North
American power (although the actual correlation
of forces often leads to that result), but rather of
collaborating actively with imperialist expansion,
assuming in this expansion the position of a key
nation” [Marini 1965: 22].

South Africa positioned itself in this manner
on many occasions, including George W. Bush’s
2003 state visit to South Africa where he called
Mbeki his ‘point man in Africa’. Even earlier,
during the 1990s, the South African government
adopted a pro-Western stance within the World
Trade Organization. The neoliberal New
Partnership for Africa’s Development saw South
Africa’s Mbeki playing a leading role, warmly
endorsed by the Bush regime as ‘philosophically
spot on’. South Africa is the sole African country
within the G20, and in 2017 two of its cabinet
ministers helped fashion the G20 ‘Compact with
Africa’ which aimed to subsidize both western
and BRICS firms’ investments.

Pretoria’s role in BRICS has helped to
legitimate repressive regimes in the other four
partner countries, as the BRICS promote a kind
of global governance reform (e.g. rising voting
shares in the Bretton Woods Institutions) that
both strengthens the Western pro-corporate grip
and denudes poorer countries of influence (i.e.
lower voting shares and ongoing structural
adjustment, with no change in World Bank and
IMF leadership). The BRICS’ role in the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate
Change has been especially invidious, in alliance
with the West to prevent notions such as climate
debt from being recognized. In these regards,
Pretoria has chosen the path of playing sidekick
to neoliberal BRICS and Western corporate
interests, as opposed to serving Pan-Africanism
in the struggle to attain sovereignty.

This positionality has also generated one
of the most tragic contradictions: rampant
xenophobia in the South African working class.
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Urbanization under conditions of capitalist crisis
is full of tensions and contradictions. High levels
of unemployment, poverty and inequality force
many people to move from one place to another,
sometimes crossing provincial or national
borders, in order to find economic opportunities.
Many immigrants end up in the cities because
capitalist economic development concentrates
power and resources in the urban space. They
often do not get help or support but are defined
as ‘the Other’ and rejected, especially when
involved in competition over commerce (small-
scale trading), employment and housing. The
first major attack was in 2008 in Alexandra
township, Johannesburg, and then spread
throughout the country leaving 63 people dead.
Another national outbreak occurred in 2010
following the World Cup. Sporadic but quite
frequent outbreaks of xenophobia continued
through 2019.

The state is also to blame because of its poor
treatment of immigrants, including a hostile,
inefficient and corrupt Department of Home
Affairs which makes it difficult for people to get
their papers in order. Progressive social
movements have opposed xenophobia, organi-
zing marches especially during periods of high
tension and in the aftermath of attacks.
Xenophobia undermines the struggle of workers
and working-class communities by dividing their
ranks in the struggle for a better life. Africa
cannot enjoy sovereignty so long as Africans
attack other Africans instead of uniting and
standing together to solve common problems.

Anti-immigrant and  often  brutally
xenophobic attitudes characterize South Africa
and the rest of the world in the early 21st
century. Yet the South African economy was
built upon the labor of people from Africa, India,
China, Europe and other parts of the world. In
Africa, national borders drawn by the colonizers
in 1884-1885 are now the basis for perpetual
division. The anti-colonial struggle saw many
instances of social solidarity among Africans as
crystallized in Pan-Africanism, and it is in
‘commoning’ mutual aid that we find hope for a
different future, based on not only political and
economic sovereignty, but also human solidarity
and ecological sustainability.

Conclusion: Commoning for Change

A different path of development was and is
still possible for South Africa, but if only the
dead-end of neoliberal policies is abandoned, and
if delinking from the most destructive circuits of
the world economy is pursued. The quest for
African sovereignty requires waging another
liberation struggle — a second decolonization as
it were — whereby the myriad forms of social
resistance found in various African countries
must come together at local, national, regional
and continental level. In addition to delinking
from imperialism and rejecting sub-imperial
power, South Africa’s eco-socialist, feminist,
anti-imperialist, anti-xenophobic tendencies of
the movement for change can unite behind a
project of ‘commoning’, that is, sharing the
resources of the country and continent through
‘bottom up’ collective action that places the
ecologically-sound satisfaction of human needs
above the quest for private profit. The aim is to
eradicate all forms of exploitation and oppression.

There are disputes, naturally, regarding how
to tap into — and even measure — such activism.
One indicator, relying upon mainstream media
mentions of dissent, is a U.S. Pentagon-funded
database (the ‘Minerva Project’) which suggests
rising levels of protest from the early 2010s. The
numeric peak was in September 2019 when both
gender-based violence and xenophobia raged
across South Africa, generating substantial
resistance, as shown in Fig. 5.

These include, as noted above, daily battles
over the conditions of labor’s production and
social reproduction. The most notorious was the
August 2012 Marikana Massacre, which
catalysed waves of worker anger that led to a
firestorm of wildcat strikes (e.g. in the Western
Cape’s vineyards resulting in a doubling in the
daily wage). If South African workers provide
the best long-term antidote to the trends
discussed above, even ANC leaders could not
entirely suppress the energies of a working class
often judged the world’s most militant!°.

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Naturally, labor activists loyal to the ANC
created divisions in major trade unions, leading
to a 2013-2014 split of the largest federation into
two, just as government imposed a new
requirement that strikes first require a ballot,
along with a subsidized sub-minimum wage for
youth workers.

Also expressing disaffection — and
suffering sometimes extreme repression — were
radical social movements and prolific
community protesters [Ngwane 2019]. In an
earlier era of late 1990s dissent, these ‘service
delivery protests’ won a major concession:
a Free Basic Services policy providing minimal
supplies of water and electricity (at least
25 liters/person/day and 50 kWh/household/month).
More recently, the most important commoning
victories include the free tertiary education
provided to 90 % of university and technical-
college students following their 2015-2017
national uprisings. The victory also included the
‘in-sourcing’ of low-paid workers, back into
university employ.

But without question, South Africa’s most
successful commoning strategy was the early-
2000s acquisition of Anti-Retroviral medicines
to combat AIDS. These are today provided free
by the state, having once been the purview of
global capital. They are responsible for reversing
the dramatic early-2000s decline in South
Africa’s life expectancy, as shown in Fig. 6.

Because hundreds of thousands of people
died unnecessarily in the struggle to gain access
to AIDS medicines, this example of commoning
is most spectacular. The successful campaign
reflected four features that any post-neoliberal
project should embrace: decommodification
(of drugs costing over 15.000 USD/year that are
now free); destratification of access (now
numbering over 5 mln South Africans); delinking
and deglobalisation of capital (generic medicine
production facilities now exist in many African
cities); and global solidarities against powerful
multinational forces. By jumping scale, South
Africa’s Treatment Action Campaign confronted
global Big Pharma, the South African and US
governments, and the World Trade Organization.
In 2004 prior to medicines access, life

expectancy was 52 years, and by 2019 it rose to
64: an extraordinary post-neoliberal victory.

Commoning is also increasingly common as
a mode of day-to-day resistance. Throughout the
townships of South Africa, activists interested in
guaranteeing access to water and electricity have
been attempting to evolve what was already a
popular survival tactic at the time of apartheid:
reconnecting water and electricity illegally, once
it was disconnected by state officials due to non-
payment; in Soweto alone, the share of illegal
electricity connections had risen to 80 %2,

The most serious problem with informal
commoning, is that once the water infrastructure
is tapped by township plumbers (many working
for a small fee), leaks are exacerbated and water
quality is sometimes compromised. Likewise, as
electricity lines are commoned using illegal
connections, the capacity of the entire township
system is stressed and the power supply regularly
trips. Accidental electrocutions become more
frequent as live wires criss-cross pedestrian
pathways. The typical short-term response from
a Soweto Electricity Crisis Committee activist is
to embark upon technical training stressing
insulation and effective pipe repair.

In short, the challenge for South Africans
committed to a different society, economy and
ecology is to humbly combine the limited gains
that social movements have won so far (in many
cases matched by regular defeats on economic
terrain) with the soaring ambitions that are
needed to match the scale of the systemic crisis
and the current extent of social protest. There are
ideological, strategic and material problems that
South Africa’s independent left has failed to
overcome, including the division between
autonomist and socialist currents, and the lack of
mutual respect for wvarious left traditions,
including traditional Communism, Trotskyism,
anarchism, syndicalism, Black Consciousness
and feminism. A synthetic approach from the top
down still appears impossible.

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Single-issue and single-community struggles
are important building blocks in the campaign to
keep the fires of struggle and hope burning
among the various sections of the working class.
But the militancy of the community protesters
must combine with that of organized and
unorganized workers, students and unemployed
youth, women fighting against rape and
patriarchy. A conscious and planned build-up for
an uprising can provide a basis for joint work
and knitting together campaigns, with the aim of
winning partial victories and strengthening bonds
between the different sections of the working-

class movement. An uprising will show a
glimpse of what is possible when the working
class movement is moving together in solidarity
and action. It will liberate creative energy that
will generate new ideas and methods of self-
organisation and struggle. It will generate
historical convulsions that can change the
balance of forces, providing emerging
movements with goals that can be generalized
beyond the local and sectional. It will restore
hope in the vision that things can be different,
that a better world without oppression and
exploitation is possible.

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Abstract. The subject of this study is the competitive relations in the political and economic spheres that have de-
veloped on the African continent in the 21st century between the French Republic and the People’s Republic of China.
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The author focuses on the main conflict-generating factors that caused the latent confrontation between the two countries
that arose in the face of a changing geopolitical situation in the world in general and in Africa in particular. The methodo-
logical basis of this study is the comparative historical method; the work is based on the principles of historicism, reliabil-
ity and scientific objectivity. Using the method of historical reconstruction allowed the author to trace the dynamics of
relations between France and China over the past two decades. The work is based on the study of factual historical mate-
rial, a chronicle of the events of the last decade; analytical materials published on the pages of French and Russian mass
media were used. The author concludes that the basis of the conflict between Paris and Beijing lies in the desire of the
Champs Elysees not only to preserve the political, economic and military-strategic preferences of France in the countries
that were formerly colonies of the French Empire, but also to protect French interests in the English-speaking countries of
East Africa. The rapid growth of China’s influence on the African continent, the ever more obvious expansion of the
Heavenly Empire into the economies of African countries, forces France to change the paradigm of its foreign policy. If
the predecessors of E. Macron, denying in words the policy of “Frangafrique”, relied on the use of military force and cov-
ert operations of the French security services then the current head of the Fifth Republic in his relations with African
countries prefers to use his resources on “soft power” politics. The experience gained by E. Macron during his first (not
very successful) African tour in 2017 prompted him to change the tone of communication with the leaders of African
countries from patronically arrogant to friendly and trusting.

Local Hegemony: China’s Special Economic Zones in Mauritius and Zambia

Abstract. Chinese Special Economic Zones (SEZs) in Africa are part of the Belt and Road Initiative. They account
for a fledgling research area in International Relations, with not much research on the topic. The authors regard traditional
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approaches in research of SEZs as incapable of grasping the difference between domestic (designed by the state on its
own territory) and foreign (designed by a foreign state) SEZs. The concept of territoriality, though applicable only to for-
eign SEZs, has little to offer in terms of generating new knowledge.

The research paper endeavours to offer new theoretical and conceptual frameworks for the study of foreign SEZs.
The research is based on concepts of hegemony by different schools of thought, including Hegemonic Stability Theory,
the three types of hegemony by Yan Xuetong and Neo-Gramscianism. The authors introduce the concept of “local he-
gemony”. The authors also highlight the fact that most foreign SEZs emerge in territories of limited statehood (or create
them).

In order to prove vitality of the concept, comparative research of China’s SEZs in Mauritius and Zambia is conduct-
ed. The authors point out relatively poor institutional development of Zambia and the existence of stable democratic insti-
tutions in Mauritius. The success of the Chinese SEZ in Zambia is also partially attributed to copper mining. Deriving
from economic and institutional empirical data the authors try to detect success conditions of SEZs and analyze the relat-
ed spillover effects that contribute to the development of African nations. The reasons behind the failure of the Chinese
SEZ in Mauritius are traced. Authors conclude that the concept of local hegemony is suitable for studying foreign SEZs

and suggest that zones of local hegemony could be sustainable and effective in terms of development.
