They have become not only op-
tions for state registration of a space diversified by political, economic and ethno-cultural
grounds, but also the subject of ideological battles, including assessments and the degree
of preference of management strategies and political priorities. In the political and insti-
tutional context, the regional dimension of Russia implies an emphasis on the correlation
of particular features and universalizing intentions. Such a ratio of the general and the
special is included in the subject pool associated with understanding and ensuring the com-
pleteness of Russia’s sovereignty.

The political coordinates of Russian civilization and Russian statehood require
appealing to the regional dimension. Two mutually overlapping logics of the political
configuration of Russia’s regional diversity — territorial and ethno-national, were
not only options for the state articulation of the politically, economically, and ethno-
culturally diversified space, but also the subject of ideological battles, including
assessments and the degree of preference for management strategies and political
priorities. The regional dimension of Russia’s political structure in a metaphysical
way reflects the civilizational pattern “Civilization is, first of all, a goodwill to live
together” (J. Ortega y Gasset). It is no coincidence that vast majority of Russians
insist that “Russia is a special civilization” [Gorshkov 2022]. The unity of the peoples,
which is characteristic of Russian civilization, reflecting its multi-confessional and
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multinational character, is the basis for solidarity and cooperation: it represents a unique
case of attracting other cultural and religious traditions while ensuring the specifics
of the political design of the regional canvas. In political and institutional terms, Russia’s
regional dimension implies an emphasis on the correlation of particular features and
universalizing intentions that remove the political risks of private subjectivity. Such
a ratio of the general and the special is included in the subject pool associated with
understanding and ensuring the fullness of Russia’s sovereignty.

The presented issue focuses on these two storylines; their disclosure in the articles
is associated with a variety of accents that make up the problematic canvas of the
regional political process in Russia: from the goal-setting and quality of regional elites
to the role of Islamic regions in the emerging Russian identity and the parameters
of historical memory, from the political activity of the regional youth to the role
of information technologies that transform regional political practices. Understanding
the impossibility of an exhaustive presentation of the political process in Russian
regions, the editorial board proposed transformations in the face of new global
challenges as a research vector. The strengthening centralization of power and the
emergence of common political and legal space reduced the attention of researchers
to the analysis of the regional agenda and processes for a while. However, the new
geopolitical challenges and significant social transformations at the local and regional
levels made the regional theme relevant once again.

It is important to note that the 1990s were characterized by a significant divergence
of regional socio-political and socio-economic spaces. The federal legislative
framework practically did not regulate the institutional design. The variety of forming
formal and informal practices in the subjects of the Russian Federation not only became
a threat to the sovereignty and unity of the Russian state but also forced the federal
centre to be sensitive to the demands of the regions and regional elites. To strengthen
their influence on the federal centre, the regional elites created various associations
of Federation subjects (including those based on the neighbourhood principle). Such
processes served as the basis for the formation of various local identities — according
to territorial, confessional, ethnic and other principles, but called into question the
fullness of sovereignty and the unity of public power.

The noughties significantly changed the conditions for the functioning of regional
polities. In course of a short period, federal districts were created (replacing the
associations of regions previously created “from below”); new laws were adopted
on the organization of power in the subjects of the Federation, on the reform of the
Federation Council and local self-government, and political parties and elections.

This process was characterized by a fairly large number of contradictions and
conflicts; however, the federal government did manage to significantly unify the
regional spaces. The decision-making centre shifted towards the federal government,
and the regions and their elites were forced to gradually abandon subjectivity in the
process of political decision-making. The logic of political reforms and transformations
was based on the ideas of the all-Russian identity and national unity.

At the same time, the federal centre in a relatively short time initiated several
significant reforms, which often had different vectors (for example, on the procedure
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for filling the position of the head of a federal subject). This allowed for maintaining
a significant diversity in the regions due to the “different speeds” in the promotion and
implementation of these innovations.

The period of the COVID-19 pandemic renewed the interest in regional features:
some of the subjects of the Federation introduced conditional restrictions, others
formed digital systems to control the movement of citizens or closed their borders
to residents of other regions. The period of the pandemic and the restrictions associated
with it significantly exacerbated the contradictions that existed in regional societies,
demonstrated significant deficiencies in communication between the authorities and
society and formed new factors of social tension.

The development of ICT formed a new basis for regional disengagement [Filatova,
Chugunov 2022]. Some regions intensely develop the information space and implement
digital technologies in socio-political spaces, creating a new public dimension — the
online environment of political communication and competition. One of the leaders
in this process is Moscow (online voting, the introduction of a face recognition system
operated by artificial intelligence, the introduction of smart city technologies, etc.).
Meanwhile, in other regions, the residents show a relatively low degree of involvement
in the political agenda on online media, and the authorities prefer to focus on traditional
institutions and practices.

Undoubtedly, juvenile topics are in demand both in the metaphysical and politico-
institutional projections. The youth, having actively involved in conventional and non-
conventional forms of protest in 2017-2021, declared themselves as a subject of politics,
a significant social group. However, the decline in the interest of young people in political
participation, recorded today in many regions, raises the question of finding optimal
mechanisms for their involvement in constructive forms of civic activity.

This volume deals with Russian regions from the Far East to the North-West
(Kaliningrad and St. Petersburg), and from the North to the South (Krasnodar). We are
grateful to all our contributors; however, we would like to highlight the impact of our
editorial board members (Sergey Pankratov, Olga Popova, and Elena Morozova) who
represent their regions and regional schools of political research.

As the issue is entirely dedicated to the politics in Russian regions, we decided
to involve the Russian Political Science Association and its regional branches with the
support of the RPSA-Regions network led by Alexander Sokolov.

We start with general political problems of state-regional interactions and pan-
regional issues. Ilya Pomiguev and Nikita Zaripov from HSE University study the
functioning of the Council of Legislators under the Federal Assembly of the Russian
Federation as auxiliary institutions and the «rules of the game» they form in the
interaction between the Federal Assembly and the regional parliaments. Igor Okunev
and Vasilisa Lopatina from MGIMO University find out how the socio-economic
zoning affects the regional policy in Russia, compare the results of their study to the
macro-regions suggested by the Strategy of Regional Development of the Russian
Federation and therefore to the current administrative practices.

The chief editor of our journal Yuri Pochta from RUDN University studies the
role of Islam in the formation of the all-Russian identity and clarifies the development
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of federalism in the multinational and multi-confessional Russian society. Following
the Islamic thread Sergey Demidenko, Sergey Margulis and Roman Fainshmidt from
RANEPA Academy attempt to understand the nature of post-industrial Islamism’s
development in the Russian Federation.

The next chapter of the volume is dedicated to various regional cases. Alexander
Sokolov and Elena Isaeva from Demidov Yaroslavl State University use the empirical data
they collected while analyzing the regional NGOs, civil activism, and public chambers
to reveal the cases of digitalization of regional and public institutions. Daria Kazarinova
from the RUDN University refers to the Urals and based on a series of in-depth interviews
with representatives of regional elites reveals the key problems of Permian identity and
political problems of the region often treated as an ‘unfinished project’.

Yurii Aksiutin from Katanov State University of Khakassia focuses on the national,
regional and local identities of Southern Siberia republics — Khakassia, Tyva and Altai,
which have by no means been stable during the last decades. Yuri Shabaev tfrom Pitirim
Sorokin Syktyvkar State University considers the problematic nature of demographic
and social processes as well as the ethnocultural component of the Russian North.
Sergey Pankratov and Kirill Makarenko from Volgograd State University identify
the nature of civil and political trust between the leading actors of communication
in the Volgograd region and expose the characteristics of trust/confrontation in the
regional system of political communication. Olga Popova from St. Petersburg State
University studies regional political elites in St. Petersburg and Leningrad region,
their communication strategies, images, formal and informal ties as a part of a broader
RPSA research project on Russian elites.

The last chapter of the volume is dedicated to our constant topic of youth policy
in Russian regions. Two articles from Kuban State University refer to the case of Krasnodar.
Elena Morozova stresses the contradictions between the growing population of the region
and depleting resources for the development of human capital. lrina Samarkina, Irina
Miroshnichenko and Sergey Maltsev examine youth activism and potential protest moods
in the region, as well as the ability of regional youth policy actors to deal with them.

Mikhail Krishtal from Immanuel Kant Baltic Federal University observes the
historical memory of young people in the Kaliningrad region. He considers how
the context of memory depends on the respondents’ attitude towards Stalin. Dmitry
Kazantsev from Altai State University analyzes the youth protest moods in social
media and blogosphere, and political activism in Altai, Zabaykalsky, Primorsky and
Khabarovsk Krai, and Omsk Oblast, as well as Tyva, Buryatia and Altai Republics.

Natalia Bubnova from Primakov Institute of World Economy and International
Relations closes the volume by reviewing the latest book by renowned Russian historian
Alexander Yanov who discusses general questions of Russian political philosophy:
Russia’s dual nature (both European and Asian), as well as Russia’s difficult historical
path in between democracy and authoritarianism.

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Abstract. The authors focus on the political implication of the emergence and functioning of the
Council of Legislators under the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation. Based on several
characteristics of the legislative process, such as the speed of adopting bills, the traffic of ini-
tiatives and the share of those adopted, as well as the transcripts of the Plenary Sessions of the
Council, the authors conduct a comprehensive analysis of the work of this institution, recording
and interpreting several changes. Using the theory of Rational Choice Institutionalism (the Veto
Player Theory, in particular), the authors show that the platform established in 2012, originally de-
signed for communication between federal and regional parliaments, has over time become a bar-
rier, predetermining the fate of some initiatives. In addition, the institutional environment created
by the Council’s actions has changed the very format of regional activity, whereby the original
idea of open dialogue has been replaced by expert discussion within the profile commissions, and
the outcome of these activities has shifted from legislative initiatives to expert commentaries and
recommendations. Another dimension of influence can be traced in the implementation of the bu-
reaucratic logic associated with redirecting and filtering the traffic of regional initiatives through
an extra-constitutional structure. Research results allow the authors to take a different view on the
legislative activity of the regions at the federal level, as well as draw attention to the political
nature of the work of auxiliary institutions and the «rules of the game» they form in the context
of the interactions between the Federal Assembly and the regional parliaments.

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Autocorrelation and Cluster Analysis
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Abstract. Regional convergence is one of the greatest strategic challenges for the Russian
Federation. Socio-economic zoning directly affects the regional policy in Russia, as most
administrative and political practices are reproduced within a federal district or an economic
region. This study is aimed at identifying steady clusters or, in other words, groups of Russian
regions, based on quantitative data on socio-economic development. The study relies on the
methods of spatial econometrics. The authors also aim to compare the results of their study to the
macro-regions suggested by the Strategy of Regional Development of the Russian Federation
and therefore to the current administrative practices. The paper determines 12 clusters continual
in space, based on 62 regional development indicators and reflecting the statistical resemblance
of the regions within a cluster. The study has not found stable macro-regions of similar values
except in Siberia and the Far East. Thus, the authors conclude that addressing the wide range
of socio-economic problems based on one standardized grid for dividing the country will
likely not lead to success. Therefore, a more asymmetric and multi-level regional policy should
be sought. This implies that every ministry responsible for an area of regional development
should come up with its own spatial structure of Russia in order to define its targets and the
practices required to meet them.

Problem Statement
The uneven development of Russian regions is one of the most important
challenges of strategic significance. Firstly, in the current political conditions, when

Russia is tasked to achieve the maximum level of self-sufficiency, it is increasingly
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important to unlock the economic potential of all Russian regions. Secondly, it is no less
important to achieve equality between citizens, and to provide equal opportunities
to the population of different regions in order to develop human potential, which forms
the qualitative basis of the “knowledge economy”.

Given the scale of Russia’s territory and its diversity, it seems appropriate for
both researchers and government officials to develop political solutions to the problem
of uneven development by dividing the country’s territory into several spatial clusters,
1.e., groups of regions that have close socio-economic indicators and, therefore, share
common problems.

Attempts at properly dividing Russia into economic regions were made
throughout the 18th and 19th centuries, although at that time the term “economic
region” was not specifically used [Kolosovskiy 2006: 156]. Authors such
as LK. Kirillov, V.N. Tatishchev, E.F. Zyablovsky, K.F. German, K.I. Arsenyev,
P.P. Semyonov-Tyan-Shansky and others suggested different options for the
economic and administrative division of Russia. Interestingly, as early as in the
mid-18th century, V.N. Tatishchev pointed out the shortcomings of the country’s
existing political division: among others, he named ignoring the ethnic composition
of the population and including lower-level administrative-territorial units into
higher ones. To eliminate these shortcomings, he, for example, suggested creating
16 provinces based on ethnicity [Tatishchev 1950: 143—-198]. At the same time,
most researchers based their analysis on the manufacturing (that is, economic) and
natural characteristics of Russia.

The socio-economic zoning of Russia was one of the central themes of the Soviet
and Russian schools of socio-economic geography. In this regard, it is worth noting
the works of G.G. Kolosovskiy [2006] on the economic specialization of districts and
E.E. Leyzerovich, who, on the contrary, focused on the micro-zoning of the country
[Leyzerovich 2004].

As noted by V.E. Shuvalov, in the Soviet period, following the Marxist idea
of the basis of the public sphere, the emphasis was also placed on the economic
component, whereas at the present stage, as a result of the “sociologization” and
“humanization” of science, zoning is determined by a larger set of parameters
[Shuvalov 2015: 27]. For instance, approaches to zoning based on cultural, landscape,
historical and geographical characteristics are being developed [Manakov 2014].
It is significant that even the concept of “economic region” has not yet been finally
defined [Shuvalov 2015: 22].

Three leading Russian researchers in the field of zoning conducted a valuable
study named “Russia’s space and development: A multiscale analysis”. The authors
touch upon the problem of uneven development of the country and note that experts
and decision makers need spatial thinking and not the aspatial (non-spatial) approach
that is currently dominant. It is important to understand that we are talking about not
just any country, but a very large and heterogeneous country [Artobolevskii, Baklanov,
Treivish 2009]. They conclude that the study of the Russian space, and hence its
structuring for the purpose of the most effective management, should be multi-level
and “multi-scale” in nature.
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The researcher N.V. Zubarevich applied the center-periphery theory of political
geography to the domestic Russian context. According to this concept, presented
in several public speeches and newspaper publications, Russia is divided into “four
Russias”, each with its own level and its own speed of social modernization. The
division, however, is not spatial, but qualitative. Thus, the author distinguishes
million-plus cities, semi-periphery, periphery, and several special territories, relying,
for the most part, on subsidies from the federal budget (for example, the republics
of the North Caucasus).!

Also, under the direction of N.V. Zubarevich [2005], the work “Russia of Regions:
What Social Space Do We Live in?” was published. It suggests a typology of Russian
regions according to their level of socio-economic development and presents a rating
of regions based on integral indices (human development, quality of life and innovation
and democracy). When creating the typology, a variety of social problems were taken
into account. This study presents Russia rather as a mosaic, a patchwork quilt, and the
main conclusion of the work is the impossibility of using simple, standard solutions for
all regions, and the need for an “individualized approach”.

The definition of a macro-region and the basis for subdividing the territory of Russia
into macro-regions is given in the law “On Strategic Planning” (2014)2. The law defines
a “macro-region” as a territory within the Russian Federation, “the socio-economic
conditions within which require the allocation of certain areas, priorities, goals and
objectives of socio-economic development in the preparation of strategic planning
documents.” The Spatial Development Strategy for the period up to 2025° mentions
among one of the four central tasks “reducing the level of inter-regional differentiation
in the socio-economic development of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation
and reducing intra-regional socio-economic differences.” Based on the competitive
advantages of each subject of the Federation, the document indicates a promising
economic specialization. Appendix No. 2 to the Strategy lists the macro-regions of the
Russian Federation, at the level of which the socio-economic indicators of the subjects
are due to be equalized. In general, the macro-regions overlap with the boundaries
of federal districts, however, some districts contain two macro-regions (Figure 1). For
example, the Central Federal District includes two macro-regions (Central and Central
Black Earth); the Volga Federal District is divided into the Volga-Kama and the Volga-
Ural macro-regions; the North-West Federal District consists of the North-Western
and the Northern macro-regions; and the Siberian Federal District includes the South
Siberian and the Angara-Yenisey macro-regions.

The zoning of a state is directly reflected in its regional policy. Thus, most
administrative and political practices are reproduced within the boundaries of one
federal district or economic region. However, to what extent does this contribute
to the task of effective management? This study seeks to identify clusters of Russian
regions that demonstrate similar characteristics in terms of individual socio-economic
indicators and their entirety. The found clusters are due to be compared with the groups
of regions (macro-regions) proposed by the Spatial Development Strategy, that is, with
the regional grid that acts as a base for specific political actions.

Research Methodology. The justification and validity of applying the methods
of spatial analysis to social studies are widely recognized by the global academic
community. Russian researchers widely apply the methods of spatial analysis and
geographic information system (GIS) technology, primarily in Earth sciences,
to geography, geodesy, cartography, and ecology. At the same time, in terms
of social sciences, spatial analysis has become widely used in Russia mainly in the
context of spatial statistics and econometrics. As the demand for spatial analysis
increases in the human sciences in general, Russian researchers become interested
in a variety of topics: the spatial distribution of the growth rates of Russian cities
[Balash 2012], youth unemployment [Vakulenko 2015], interregional interactions
[Demidova 2014; Klebanova, Guryanova, Trunova, Smirnova 2012], as well
as convergence models for Russian regions [ Kolomak 2009; Markevich, Mikhailova
2012; Kholodilin, Oshchepkov 2012].
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Classical GIS studies hardly pay attention to applied social issues, and spatial
analysis is often limited to cartography. While there are advanced developments
in spatial statistics and econometrics [Cressie 1993; Anselin 1988; LeSage and
Pace 2009], neither of these directly address political science and international
relations.

The orientation of geographically integrated research in the social sciences has
been changing from data visualization to their spatial analysis in the last decades.
In addition to localization and georeferencing, it involves the identification
of spatial effects, i.e. patterns of the spatial distribution of phenomena, which
are expressed in spatial autocorrelation or spatial heterogeneity. The latter can
be determined by statistical calculations, such as spatial autocorrelation indices
of Moran [1948], Geary [1954], Getis and Ord [1992], Local Indicators of Spatial
Association (LISA) [Anselin 1995], and Geographically Weighted Regression
(GWR) [Brunsdon, Fotheringham, Charlton and 1996]. A significant contribution
to the development of spatial methods was made by the classic works of scientists
Anselin and Rey [Anselin, Rey 2010], Fischer and Getis [2010], Fotheringham and
Rogerson [2009]. Of the latest works, we can mention the monograph “Spatial
Analysis Methods and Practice” [Grekousis 2020].

Regardless of specific methods, spatial analysis requires data on the location
of objects, their characteristics, as well as geographical and functional relationships
between them: distance, and proximity. Cartography and geoinformatics account for
collecting geodata and maintaining the corresponding infrastructure, but defining
proximity is the task of spatial statistics and contributed to the emergence of key
developments in this area [Anselin 2003; Morenoft 2003; Getis, Aldstadt 2004].

For the purposes of this study, we used geoinformation systems QGIS and GeoDa.
Data were collected on sixty-two indicators that provide a stereoscopic view of all
aspects of human life: demography, economics, finance, equality, the level of civil
society development, education and science, health, culture, mobility, and ecology.
The indicators of the UN Human Development Index were taken as the basis for the
selection. When choosing indicators, the authors were guided by the following criteria:

* multicollinearity criterion: the indicator should not be a complex index based
on a group of other indicators;

* heteroscedasticity criterion: the indicator should not be indirectly related to the
size of the subject; therefore, priority is given to relative indicators that reflect
the quantitative relationship to the size of the subject, population, or GDP;

* dispersion criterion: the indicator should reflect a spread of data, where the
difference between the maximum and the minimum values of the variation
series would be no less than 1000 times;

* sampling criterion: the indicator must be collected for at least 80% (i.e.,
at least 68 out of 85) of the subjects to enable assessing the level of its spatial
autocorrelation in the country;

e relevance: the indicator should be relevant, that is, reflect the situation for
at least 2015;

* objectivity: the indicator should not be based on expert assessments.
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Each selected indicator had to meet at least four of the six identified criteria. All
data was collected from open sources. To standardize for subsequent multivariate
analysis, data were taken for 2018 or the year of collection of indicators closest to it.
To normalize individual indicators, data on the area of the territory, population, and
nominal GDP of the Russian regions were used.

Initially, it was assumed that the optimal way of defining proximity between regions
is by adjacency, that is, based on topological relationships between objects. In this
case, objects are considered adjacent if their boundaries have common points (the so-
called proximity by “the rule of the chess queen”): the regions that share at least one
common point on the border, i.e., have adjoining sides and corners, will be considered
neighbouring. For spatial autocorrelation analysis, a special neighbourhood matrix was
developed, which allows assessing the proximity effect most accurately for Russian
regions:

1) first-order land neighbours were determined for all regions of the country,

according to the principle of the adjacency (“the rule of the chess queen”);

2) the minimum number of neighbours necessary for spatial analysis was set at 3,
therefore: for regions of the country with less than three neighbours, the missing
nearest regions were determined by the method of k-nearest neighbours by great-
circle distance from the centroid;

3) for cities of federal importance, only first-order land neighbours were
considered according to adjacency (“the rule of the chess queen”), regardless
of their number;

4) the neighbourhood weight for each cell of the matrix was determined by the
method of inverse distance weighting, i.e., the weight of the indicator in calculating
the spatial autocorrelation was inversely proportional to the distance through the
great circle of the centroid of the analyzed cell.

To determine the degree of spatial autocorrelation for each indicator, the Moran
and Geary indices were calculated. Moran’s index is similar to Pearson’s linear
correlation coefficient (it also varies between -1 and 1) but takes into account the
proximity effect. The spatial effect is measured in Moran’s coefficient through
the concept of spatial lag (the average value of the phenomenon in neighbouring
cells). In other words, spatial autocorrelation indicates the ratio between the
distribution of the phenomenon in cells and the average value in neighbouring
cells. The more the value of Moran’s index differs from zero, the stronger the
spatial clustering of the phenomenon (direct or inverse). The following formula
was used for calculations:

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To verify Moran’s index, Geary’s spatial autocorrelation index was used, ranging
from 0 to 2, where a value that is less than 1 indicates positive (direct) and a value
greater than 1 indicates negative (inverse) spatial autocorrelation. The following
formula was used to estimate Geary’s index:

The calculation algorithm used in the R Studio programming environment
assumed the replacement of empty values with zeros. In all calculations, the
significance level (p-value) was controlled: if it exceeded 0.05, the calculation was
considered invalid.

Moran’s index estimates the spatial autocorrelation for the entire dataset; however,
it was important for the research objectives to weigh the spatial autocorrelation between
adjacent units in individual clusters. For this, Local Indicators of Spatial Association
(LISA) were calculated. This method allowed us to identify four types of spatial
clusters:

* high-high— spatial autocorrelation cluster of high indicators of the phenomenon

(red),
* Jow-low — spatial autocorrelation cluster of low indicators of the phenomenon
(blue),

* high-low— cells with high indicators of the phenomenon surrounded by a spatial

autocorrelation cluster of low indicators of the phenomenon (pink),

* Jow-high — cells with low indicators of the phenomenon surrounded by a spatial

autocorrelation cluster of high indicators of the phenomenon (light blue).

The following formula was used for the calculation:

where N is the number of cells, zi is the calculated indicator for the cell i, w, is the
estimate of spatial weights showing whether i and j are neighbours, such that if they
are not, it is equal to zero, and if they are, it is equal to /7, where i is the number of the
neighbours of the cell i.

In the final stage, we conducted a spatial cluster analysis. While the goal of the
conventional statistical cluster analysis is to divide a set of observations into statistical
clusters according to the principle of their similarity, the goal of spatial cluster analysis
is to divide a set of observations into statistical clusters according to the principle
of their similarity while simultaneously grouping them into spatially continual regions.
In this sense, spatial cluster analysis is the mathematical expression of the traditional
method of geographic zoning.

Thus, we are dealing with zoning — combining multidimensional data into
statistical clusters, taking into account spatial constraints. The resulting clusters
(regions) should, firstly, be as different as possible from each other; secondly,
contain elements that are as similar as possible to each other; and finally, include
objects spatially located next to each other. Spatially bounded clustering can
be soft (when geographic coordinates are introduced into the set of features or,
as shown above, the weight of geographic centroids changes in the set of the
observations’ features), or hard, when it is impossible to create a cluster that
combines non-neighbouring observations. For the latter, the program requires
indicating the proximity principle used in the analysis by specifying the desired
spatial neighbourhood weights. We used a hard algorithm called the Automatic
Zoning Procedure (AZP).

Study Results. Since the purpose of this article is to compare the results of the study
on the role of the spatial factor in the distribution of socio-economic indicators between
Russian regions with the macroregions suggested by the Spatial Development Strategy,
we are mostly interested in the indicators where the highest spatial autocorrelation
is detected (the highest indicator of Moran’s and Geary’s indices), and where large
clusters are formed.

Below is a table with indicators arranged in descending order of Moran’s Index
values. The table contains only those indicators, the results of the spatial analysis
for which can be considered valid, that is, those where the p-value is less than 0.05.
It demonstrates which close values of which indicators under consideration are
most concentrated in this or that part of the country. In other words, what problems
or advantages characterize a group of neighbouring regions, and therefore, in what
areas it is possible to develop effective interregional cooperation.

The table shows that most of the indicators with an average (0.30—0.69) and
high (0.70-1.00) value of spatial autocorrelation are either demographic (the elderly
population, children, women, population growth, etc.) or economic, the latter
characterizing the inequality between different social groups (women’s unemployment,
unemployment, female labour force, poverty). The average values are demonstrated
by some indicators that characterize the state of the environment (CO, emissions) and
the cultural characteristics of the regions (linguistic diversity).

Let’s consider some of the indicators that demonstrated average and high spatial
correlation.

The “Population growth” indicator demonstrates a moderately positive spatial
autocorrelation (0.501). The spatial autocorrelation cartogram (Figure 2) shows
that almost all of central Russia, and especially the northwest, is characterized
by a low level of natural growth. A cluster of regions with the lowest population
growth has formed here, with some exceptions, where this figure is higher than
the average (Moscow, St. Petersburg). In the North Caucasus, there is a cluster
of regions with a maximum level of natural growth, which is associated with
high birth rates and life expectancy. Another cluster stands out in Siberia. The
high values of the indicator in this part of the country can be explained by the
younger structure of the population.

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The “Life expectancy” indicator shows a moderate positive spatial autocorrelation
(0.503). The spatial autocorrelation cartogram (Figure 3) shows that the highest values
of this indicator are characteristic of the southern-European part of Russia, which
has natural conditions that are more comfortable. Here a cluster of high values has
formed, and record-breaking regions are located. High life expectancy is also recorded
in Moscow and St. Petersburg, which can be explained by a higher standard of living
and medical care. Life expectancy decreases as we move eastward: the regions of the
Far East and the south of Eastern Siberia, where a cluster of low values has been
formed, have become anti-leaders on this indicator. This result may be related to such
negative factors as poverty, low quality of life, and poor access to medical services.
The only notable exception in this part of the country is Yakutia, where life expectancy
is higher than that of its surrounding neighbours and close to the Russian average.

The “Elderly population™ indicator is based on the old-age dependency ratio
(the ratio of elderly dependents and the working-age population aged from 15 to 64)
and shows a high positive spatial autocorrelation (0.589). According to the spatial
autocorrelation cartogram (Figure 4), the regions with the lowest dependency ratio
include the Urals, Siberia, and the Far East. The latter form a large cluster of low
indicators, which can be explained by the fact that many young people go to the eastern
regions to earn money, and after retirement, they tend to move to more comfortable
central (high-value cluster) and southern regions of the country. Another cluster of low
values in the North Caucasus is explained by higher birth rates and a higher percentage
of young population.

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The analysis of the “Alcoholism’ indicator shows a strong spatial correlation (0.756).
The autocorrelation cartogram (Figure 5) demonstrates that the volume of alcohol
consumption by Russians largely depends on their religious affiliation: regions with
a predominantly Muslim and partly Buddhist population are characterized by low levels
of alcohol consumption (a characteristic cluster of low values in the North Caucasian
and Southern Federal Districts). On the contrary, the results for the regional clusters
with high values formed in the Northwestern, the north of Ural, and the east of Far
Eastern Federal Districts may also be due to a more tolerant attitude towards alcohol
consumption within the prevailing cultural norms, as well as low level of infrastructure
development aimed at maintaining the recreational opportunities of the residents.

The results of the automatic zoning for all the indicators were compiled
in Cartogram 6: it shows 12 clusters consisting of regions that are closest to each other
by the totality of indicators. The number of clusters corresponds to the one established
by the Spatial Development Strategy.

In terms of territory, the largest cluster was formed in the east of the country.
It includes the South Siberian, Angara—Yenisey and Far Eastern macro-regions, except
for the Yamalo-Nenets and Khanty-Mansi Autonomous Okrugs: the latter specialize
in hydrocarbon production and differ sharply from their neighbours; thus, they formed
a separate cluster. Interestingly the Republic of Tyva and the Republic of Altai also
formed a separate cluster (as N.V. Zubarevich also attributed these two subjects
to a separate, “fourth Russia”). There are strong differences between the Strategy and
the results of the study concerning the western part of the country. Instead of the six
or seven macro-districts, one large cluster was formed, which includes the central and
north-western regions, apart from Moscow. Moscow, the Nenets Autonomous Okrug
and the Tyumen Region have formed separate one-subject clusters.
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The coincidence is observed only in the south, where the light green cluster on the
cartogram (Figure 6) approximately corresponds to the North Caucasus macroregion.

Conclusion

On closer examination, designing a competent regional policy turns out to be
a multifaceted and multilevel task. Developing an effective system of interconnection
between regions and their management requires a formal or informal socio-economic
division of Russia, which would be closest to the main goal of spatial development, i.e.,
equalizing the level of regions’ development and unlocking the potential of each region.

The subjects of the federation located in Siberia and the Far East seem to be the
most problematic in this regard. They have vast territories and various resources.
However, judging by the results of the study, demonstrated on the cartograms
of spatial autocorrelation, these regions are “turned off” from the country by most
indicators. As a rule, they demonstrate a level of socio-economic development
below the average. At the same time, the special characteristics of these territories,
in particular, the significant distances between settlements, which also distinguishes
Siberia and the Far East from the rest of the country, should be reflected in the
development strategy for this space. Methods for solving issues in health care,
education, employment, etc. cannot be transferred from one region to another, even
if they have proven their effectiveness.

The most important result of the study is visually demonstrated on the spatial
autocorrelation cartograms: except for Siberia and the Far East, there is a lack of stable
clusters with close values. That is, for each group of indicators, and sometimes
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within one group, similar characteristics have different configurations of regions.
Thus, we can conclude that the solution to the entire spectrum of socio-economic
problems, based on one standardized grid for dividing the country, will likely not lead
to the best results. This suggests the need to develop a more asymmetric, multi-level
regional policy, in which each department responsible for a particular area of regional
development would have its own division of the country to develop certain targets and
specific measures to achieve them.

The authors claim that unifying administrative and political practices in managing
Russian regions should not become an end goal. The complex, multi-structural Russian
society requires a system of territorial development as complex and asymmetric, based
on different speeds and different management models. Strengthening the vertical
required for some regions (for example, in hard-to-reach or multiconstituent territories)
can lead to a slowdown in the development of others, where society wants to take
on more responsibility for solving regional problems. The same applies to the country’s
governance system based on dividing it into stable clusters: the North, the South, the
Volga region, the Urals, Siberia, the Far East, and so on. The organization of each
administrative process according to such enlarged structures (through, for instance,
the creation of representative offices of regulatory and supervisory departments at the
level of federal districts) will result in the center not feeling the development dynamics
and heterogeneity of the regions. For instance, the administrative practice of organizing
the territorial offices of the Ministry of Agriculture, obviously, cannot completely
repeat the structure of the regional offices of the Ministry of Natural Resources and
Ecology, since they will have different regional accents in their activities. Another
detrimental practice, which has become popular recently, is ranking regions on various
issues and attempting to assess the effectiveness of regional authorities mainly by such
ranking: Russian regions are initially too different to reduce them to a single line and
function in different contexts. Thus, the only institution for mobilizing development
in Russia’s regional policy is not unification and centralization, but the development
of the uniqueness of territories, their regional specialization and identity.

It also seems necessary to continue studying the differences within the regions
(earlier attempts at micro-zoning were discussed above), since the average indicators for
regions, taken as the main measures of progress in the Strategy, may not be indicative,
due to the high level of inequality in the lower levels of administrative-territorial
division.

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Abstract. A problem for researchers of modern Russian society is the relationship between
the identity of the regions, conditionally called Muslim by the author, with the all-Russian
identity. The actualization of the problem of the all-Russian identity in the context of the
aggravation of the geopolitical and civilizational conflict between Russia and the collec-
tive West leads to the need to analyze the contribution to the reproduction of this identity
of various confessions, ethno-national groups, including Muslim regions. Despite a large
amount of research, the role of Muslim regions in the formation of a common Russian iden-
tity is a highly debatable issue. The purpose of the study is to determine the role of Islam
in the formation of regional and all-Russian identity. The study was conducted on the basis
of a systematic approach, discourse analysis, narrative approach and social constructivism.
As a result of the study, it was revealed that the ruling elites in a number of regions use
Islam along with the ethnic factor as a resource legitimizing their power in relations with
the federal center and their own population, constructing a regional identity in the context
of the socialization and politicization of Islam. The results obtained contribute to the de-
velopment of ideas about the role of Islam in the formation of an all-Russian identity and
to clarify the process of development of federalism in a multinational and multi-confession-
al Russian society.

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The Spread of the Post-Industrial Islamism
in the Russian Federation

Abstract. Radical Islam as a political phenomenon has undergone significant changes during
the first decades of the 21st century. This process was accompanied, firstly, by the strengthening
unification trends in the ideological field, and secondly, by the development of a specific “Jihadi
Cool” subculture that combined the features of the consumer society (modern music, stylish
clothes, Islamic merch, youth magazines, etc.) and jihadist agenda. These factors, in combination,
form a new version of religious radicalism — post-industrial Islamism, which poses a significant
threat to international security. Questions regarding the degree and the nature of post-industrial
Islamism in the Russian Federation have not yet been scrutinized in academic literature. The
article is the first attempt to understand this problem, which exists in a complex socio-economic
and ethno-confessional environment of Russia. The theoretical framework of the study was the
works of leading domestic Islamic scholars dealing with the problems of Islamic radicalism. In
the indicated paradigm, the authors made an attempt to give their own definition of radical Islam,
to identify the characteristic features of the phenomenon, to separate religious extremism from
fundamentalism. Work with the empirical base was carried out through the methods of descriptive
statistics, as well as the use of qualitative and quantitative content analysis. It was made on the
basis of Google Trends data, cross-checked through the Wordstat.yandex system. In conclusion,
the team of authors came to conclusions regarding the spread of post-industrial Islamism in
Russia. There is an increase in the activity of radicals in the Internet space, their work to expand
the base of support for the movement, based on knowledge of the algorithms of social networks.
Also, elements of the ‘jihadi cool’ have been identified too. It is important to note that all the trends
listed above originated outside the Russian Federation and were borrowed by the radicals. In
general, this only confirms the idea of the peripheral nature of Russian Islamic radicalism, which
throughout its history has been an alien element on the national ethno-cultural environment.

Abstract. The development of information and communication technologies contributes
to the creation and active use of various digital services and platforms in the public sphere
of interaction between government and society. However, the conditions of their interaction
in the digital space, especially at the regional level, have not been sufficiently studied and
require close attention. In this regard, the article analyzes the processes of digitalization
of electoral procedures, institutions of public chambers and public councils, the activities
of non-governmental organizations (NGOs) and volunteerism as forms of interaction between
government and society. Empirical data were collected in a number of studies: analysis of the
activities of resource centers for supporting NGOs and civil activists; analysis of the activity
of public chambers on the Internet; identification of state regulation of the digitalization process
of key forms of public activity; surveys of employees of public authorities of the Yaroslavl
region; surveys of managers and employees of non-profit organizations of the Yaroslavl region.

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Abstract. Perm Krai and the socio-political processes taking place in it are in many ways
typical of Russia, and therefore of interest to a wide audience of researchers and political
analysts. Based on the theoretical constructions of international elites studies and the Perm
School of Political Science and elitology, we study the political and business elites of the
region, their political behavior, aspects of identity, as well as the most politically sensitive
topics in the life of the region. Relying primarily on the literature analysis and subsequent
own semi-standardized in-depth interviews (N10) with representatives of regional elites —
the following results were obtained. The identity of the elites and everymen in Perm region
is somewhat vague, associated with the neutral notion of geographical region of the Kama
region. Liberalism in the economic sphere and a relatively stable inter-elite consensus in the
political sphere, based on technocracy, are characteristic of the region’s policy for some
decades. The region is characterized by a low socio-political dynamics compared to the
benchmark regions of the Urals and Siberia, due to lack of regionally oriented elites and
businesses and the predominance of various kinds of “Varangians” in the political class.
The socio-political and cultural landscape of the region (the Perm Cultural Project) be-
comes a starting place and a source of supplies for the elites, receiving back very little.
Thus, the region remains a promising project that cannot be realized in any way.

Introduction

The Perm Krai is in many ways a typical Russian region, which however has
some unique features with great potential for development. Developed human capital,
a high degree of industrialization, the presence of civil society at the grassroots level,
the ethnoreligious diversity with a huge experience of centuries-long coexistence
of the Christian and Islamic population, the status of a donor region for the Russian
economy, with a pronounced regional identity — all these factors determine the
significant potential of the region. This potential, however, remains largely unrealized
due to several constraints: the region has a large sparsely populated territory; the
overwhelming majority of the population is largely individualistic and inert, with a low
level of socio-political activity and civic self-organization; the region is remote from
all borders, has a moderately harsh climate and, accordingly, high transaction costs,
socio-economic heterogeneity and a variety of lifestyles — from the industrial and
post-industrial capital of the region with a developed cultural environment, westernized
social practices and lifestyle of large cities to the archaic hard-to-reach areas of the
Komi-Permyak Okrug. Regarding the structure of the region’s economy, there
is a significant bias towards the extractive industry: the “resource curse” determined
the “Dutch disease” of Perm Krai’s economy. The region is characterized by a high
degree of socio-economic inequality. These factors, both negative and positive, are
generally characteristic of the entire country, which means that some of the findings
of this study can be generalized and used as a basis for more general reflections.

Research hypothesis: the regional elites have practically no planning horizon,
and, with rare exceptions, do not associate their future with the region. On the contrary,
they seek to build loyal and constructive relationships with the federal centre, due
to which the dynamics of socio-economic development in the region remain weakly
positive, at the same time slower compared to regions with similar indicators.

In this article we will consider the typology of elites regarding the case of Perm;
study the reasons behind the current situation based on the analysis of the literature
on the socio-political development of the region; and then, based on the analysis
of a series of expert interviews, find out the reasons for the reduced socio-political
dynamics compared to the benchmark regions, as well as several characteristics
of modern regional elites: the degree of paternalism, focus on the region, dependence
on the federal centre. We will also consider the region’s most urgent issues and
factors that might trigger potential protest, as well as identify the issues that the elites
themselves are concerned about.

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The theoretical and methodological basis of the study

In their classic volume H. Lasswell, D. Lerner, and C. Rothwell (1952) treated elites
in terms of “leadership” of a society as a criterion of the values by which that society
lives. The theorists were focused on the manner in which the “leadership” is chosen;
the breadth of the social base from which it is recruited, as well as the way in which
it exercises the decision-making power. Later the interest towards the elites studies
revived, however, as M. Woods (1998) stated, the term °‘elite’ has remained largely
untheorised and unproblematized. He identified three elements of elite definition,
focusing on access to resources, networking, and discursive construction.

J. Wedel challenges the dominant theory of elite power, grounded in Weberian
bureaucracy, which analyzed elites in terms of stable positions, and differs power elites
from influence elites, “the modus operandi they employ to wield influence enable them
to evade public accountability” [Wedel 2017].

Regional elites were studied in the European context. M. Tatham and M. Bauer
(2021) survey the distribution of competences across the regional-national-EU triptych
and highlight that preferences of regional elites ‘remain somewhat of a black box’.

Out of the EU context the term “regional elites’ is often used in Russian literature:
D. Badovskii and A. Shutov (1997) gave a historical perspective of the role of regional
elites which used to strengthened in crisis periods. E. Avdokushin, A. Ponedelkov, and
S. Vorontsov, (2015) note a discrepancy between the traditional meaning of elitism and
the possession of real political power while A. Chirikova (2010) analyzes the political
strategies of regional elites in the context of the power vertical.

In Russia regional policy cases are often studied in the context of regional elites.
In an even political climate, with loyal and barely active masses, the elites as a driver
of socio-economic and political dynamics are of the greatest research interest. As stated
by OV. Gaman-Golutvina: «Several empirical projects confirm that, despite the variety
of social splits and divisions in modern Russian society (the rich and the poor; the Centre
and the regions; ideological or ethno-confessional diversification), the dichotomy between
the elite and the non-elite mass groups will remain the most significant demarcation line.
It was the dominance of the elites that became the most important factor that determined
the interest in [studying] elitist issues” [Gaman-Golutvina 2016].

One of the three blocks of Russian elitological literature is the study of the
essential and functional features of various segments of the elites (federal, regional,
administrative, parliamentary) by using sociological (theoretical and empirical),
political-psychological and political-comparative methods. [Gaman-Golutvina 2016].
Following this logic, we focus on qualitative methods of social research, namely the
method of expert interviews.

In this paper, we will use the “broad” interpretation of the elite, which describes
it as the highest stratum that exists in any system of social stratification that determines
the functioning and development of the society as a whole or its individual subsystems
and acts as a key subject in developing the norms and values of the society. At the
same time, we will follow A.V. Duka in considering the elite in terms of three non-
mutually exclusive types of objects: 1) as functional groups, 2) as a certain social
stratum, 3) as institutions [Duka 2012].
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Following N. Lapina and A. Chirikova [2000], we outline the subject of our research
as follows: the regional political elite includes the head of the region, his deputies, the
heads of the executive, representative authorities, and local self-government. Thus,
we accept their working definition of the political regional elite as ‘a social group that
is the subject of preparing and making the most important decisions in the region
and performing the function of coordinating these decisions with other subjects of the
political process both within the subject of the Federation and at the level of the federal
centre’. That is, we extrapolate the broad understanding of the term “elite” to the
concept of a regional elite.

Nevertheless, it should be noted that there is an ongoing discussion about the
content of the concept of ‘regional elite’. The internal inconsistency of the term
is mentioned by several authors, including Permian elitologist V. Mokhov: ‘from
the point of view of classical theory, this concept is not entirely correct, since
“by definition” the elite are the highest, best, most influential. The regional strata
of those in power are in the middle between the upper strata of society and the
masses. This situation is not saved by the reservation that the regional elite are the
highest, best, or most influential strata of the regional community’ [Mokhov 2003].
V. Mokhov suggested resolving this methodological problem by choosing between
three approaches: normative, altimetric and functional. The normative approach
is associated with the meritocratic approach; the altimetric one relates to the very
principle of staying in power; the functional one relates to the understanding of the
elite as a social group that performs certain vital functions in society. At the same
time, from the functional approach’s point of view, the composition of the regional
elites should be expanded through wider groups of influential regional actors,
which is very important in the context of this study. V. Mokhov distinguishes two
components in the structure of the regional elite: the actual industrial (hierarchical)
and post-industrial (network) components. In this study, we will try to consider both.

Elites of Perm: Literature review

Among the studies dedicated to the regional political elites of Perm, we should
distinguish the works of O. Podvintsev, K. Punina, L. Fadeeva, M. Nazukina and other
scientists from Perm State University. For three decades, the Perm school of political
science has been dealing not only with general theoretical issues (primarily the
problems of identity) but also with their implications for the local and regional context.
Local elites of Perm region are also in their focus [Krasilshchikov 2022].

In particular, referring to the modern history of the region, K. Punina [2003]
writes: ‘The formation of a new regional political elite occurred through the conclusion
by various groups (the ruling [group], the moderate part of the opposition and other
political actors) of the so-called pact, i.e., agreement on the rules of interaction in the
new conditions. At the same time, the “pact” is also a peculiar way of obtaining
guarantees for the former regime in exchange for democratization. As a result,
according to researchers, by 2000, the region saw the development of a polycentric
model of power, implemented by multiple individuals acting simultaneously and
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distributing responsibility and authority’. To what extent are the conclusions drawn
in the early 2000s still relevant twenty years later.

Around the same period, as part of the “Perm Option-2” project, realized by the
Center for Elite Studies of the Academy of Political Science, L. Fadeeva wrote about
the “Perm phenomenon”, which lied in the fact that a significant part of the population
(more than 30 %) was convinced that the development of the region was on the right
track, in the right direction, while the country was developing somehow wrongly.
Today we can state rather the opposite picture. With the general support of the federal
government, over the past few decades, Permians have had many questions to the
regional authorities (the level of trust in the ex-governor M. Reshetnikov at the best
of times reached 19 %?; during the elections of the incumbent governor D. Makhonin,
large cities showed a turnout significantly below 30 %?3).

Studying the features of Permians’ regional identity, M. Nazukina [2018] sees the
problem of duality and internal inconsistency: ‘Different levels and types of identities
are closely intertwined in the matrix of the territorial identity of the Permians. Similarly,
at the political level, image projects are being promoted, positioning the region both
as part of the Volga region and as part of the Urals’, which generates a conflict. According
to her, the art object ‘Neither fish nor meat’ by the artist A. Zhunev personifies the
Perm region. Indeed, the self-identification of Permians as Uralians has both strengths
and weaknesses. As O.B. Podvintsev noted, ‘the informal name of the region was
Western Ural u Prikamye (Kama area), then ‘Prikamye’, which was by no accident
established during the period when regional identity was actively being constructed,
since it emphasized not the peripheral (the main massif of the Urals is outside), but
self-sufficient (Kama is an internal axis) character of the region”. Today, the toponym
‘Prikamye’ dominates the media. It does not contain the stipulated contradictions, but
it also, apparently, has little content that could mobilize the identity of the region’s
inhabitants.

Residents of the Perm Krai associate themselves with their closest neighbours,
primarily with their main competitor for the title of the capital of the Urals —
Yekaterinburg. In recent years, this region has developed very dynamically in terms
of economy, culture and especially infrastructure. The latter creates noticeable
differences between the two cities. O. Podvintsev suggested that ‘a significant external
challenge that can affect the development and transformation of regional identity in the
Perm Krai is the obvious significant progress in many neighbouring regions, against
which the region appears to be on the losing side’. However, today the divergence
between Yekaterinburg and Perm becomes more and more obvious: the first one
is a region with strong liberal traditions, which ‘shows attitude’ to Moscow even
amidst the extremely regulated social and political life (as seen on the case of the sharp
controversy between the governor E. Kuyvashev and propagandist V. Solovyov and,

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to an even greater extent, ex-mayor E. Roizman’s arrest in the summer of 2022), while
Perm does not cause problems for the federal centre and is an example of unity with
it*. This position is traditional for the region. According to L. Fadeeva [2003], ‘the
Perm region is distinguished by greater moderation, the predominance of conventional
forms of behaviour over non-conventional ones, a tendency to centrism, the absence
of claims to leadership and messianism, and a calmer self-identification’. L. Fadeeva
notes that the characteristics of the style of the Permian political elites remains stable
and ‘in general, such characteristics apply to all major regional leaders of the Perm Krai
throughout its history’, starting from the times of Tsarist Russia. These assessments
continue to remain relevant, as are the conclusions of sociologists E. Plotnikova
and N. Borisova [2008], who indicated that ‘for many years, the regional policy has
been characterized by liberalism (especially in the economic sphere) and a relatively
stable inter-elite consensus (in the political sphere), and in the last two or three years,
technocentrism has become a distinctive feature of the region in terms of political
decision-making. The technocentrism, which replaces politics, as well as project
management in the conditions of the region’s diversified structure, have led to a fairly
active innovative regional policy, oriented, among other things, towards the accelerated
reform of the social sphere’. However, the success of the technocratic approach in the
face of reduced civilian oversight and elite consensus remains less optimistic in 2022
than it was in 2008.

The theme of the Perm region as a Project in general and a sum of ambitious
projects, in particular, is an important leitmotif of the regional political discourse. This
is largely due to the ambitious Soviet projects (e.g., subway, large-scale construction
in the Kama Valley). A number of infrastructure projects that have not been
implemented to date (the new stage of the opera house, the construction of an art
gallery, the third automobile bridge in Motovilikha) was planned back in the 1970s’,
but were not developed due to the economic difficulties of the 1980—-1990s, and were
not implemented in economically prosperous 2000-2010s either. Some of these projects
continue to be relevant, as regional authorities bring them up when they go to the
polls, but their implementation is still being delayed. During the governorship of M.
Reshetnikov, several transport and infrastructure innovations were added to the list
of announced but unrealized projects®.

Both regional and federal authorities understand that the enchanted course
of unrealized projects must be broken: the incumbent governor D. Makhonin went
to the polls with this agenda. He promised to implement projects of top priority

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by the 300th anniversary of the city in 2023: these projects include improving the
central streets — Komsomolsky Prospekt and Lenin Street; reconstructing the
esplanade; constructing a new building for the regional hospital for infectious diseases;
reconstructing the railway station; renewing the public transport fleet; developing the
infrastructure of the Perm airport; constructing a new stage for the Perm Opera and
Ballet Theatre, etc. These projects are being implemented with a large share of the
federal centre’s participation, however, the regional authorities face serious challenges
in qualified communication with it: “Not a single project is implemented without the
federal government and federal money: the regional budget will just crack. The Krai
can paint the schools by September I, but bridges, roads, and large facilities cannot
be done without the federal centre. To receive federal support, it is not enough to know
the President, you must be able to do the paperwork™ Expert L.

As E. Plotnikova and N. Borisova [2008] wrote in their report ‘“The Sociological
Portrait of the Perm Krai: Regional Socio-Cultural Traditions in the Conditions
of Political and Administrative Innovations’, the Perm Krai is an example of co-
innovative (follows the innovations of the centre) and at the same time innovative
(produces innovation itself) development. At the same time, the integrative process,
the municipal and administrative reforms, and social policy all turn out to be some
kind of “projects’ implemented by the regional authorities. Over the past three or four
years, the Perm Krai has often been referred to among journalists as a project, which
implies potential, aspiration for the future. However, the amount of accumulated
unrealized or unfinished projects over the past decades creates a negative symbolic
capital for the regional authorities both in the eyes of the local population and the
federal centre. In a series of expert interviews, we discussed the reasons why there
is a stable model of Perm as a region of unfinished projects, as well as the identity
of Perm Krai’s inhabitants.

Research methodology. This article to some extent continues the study ‘The
Sociological Portrait of the Perm Territory’ and is based on a series of own semi-
structured in-depth interviews with representatives of the regional elites. Experts were
selected according to availability, keeping the proportion of the academic political
scientists, representatives of regional authorities and public organizations, and media
representatives: the experts included political scientists from Perm State National
Research University, Perm Higher School of Economics; a member of the City Duma;
the head of an ex-governor’s office; a representative of the local community; an editor-
in-chief of regional socio-political media. The formation of the guide with open
questions was preceded by a content analysis of the regional media.

Results and discussion

The Perm Krai is one of the leaders in the economic development of Russia, a donor
region, and one of the few regions with a diversified economy: it has a developed fuel and
energy complex (“Lukoil-Permnefteorgsintez”, “Lukoil-Perm”, “Gazprom Transgaz
Tchaikovsky™), chemical production (“Uralkali”), metallurgy, military-industrial
complex, communications, construction, retail. Active business players work under
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economic competition and have their own interests at the regional level. The region
is traditionally considered liberal-oriented, much like neighbouring Yekaterinburg:
however, compared to the latter, it is much more moderate and less successful in the
political arena and social dynamics in general. Is this an element of chance, the result
of relations established in the previous Soviet period, or maybe the result of economic
competition and the disintegration of elites? The potential of the Perm Krai in terms
of economic and human capital is enormous, but the socio-political development does
not match it. During the interviews, we were interested in how experts see the place
of the Perm Krai in the Ural and Volga macro-region, which subjects of Federation
Permians relate their region to, and what they see as the reasons for similarities and
differences.

Perm and Benchmark Regions:
Causes of Decreased Socio-Political Dynamics

The respondents most often predictably named Yekaterinburg (there is some
literature on the rivalry between two cities: [Nazukina 2006; Zhavoronkova 2015])
as well as Tyumen and Chelyabinsk, among the most frequently named regions
to which Perm is compared. Thus, they identify themselves with the regions of the
Urals and Siberia, and not with the Volga Federal District, to which they belong
in terms of the administrative-territorial division of the Russian Federation. The Volga
Federal District is seen by the Permians as much more traditionalist (“Compared with
Udmurtia, Tatarstan, Bashkortostan, Perm is a much more modern region in terms
of connections” Expert V.) and generally different from the sociocultural point of view.

Among the causes for Perm lagging behind other regions with similar socio-
economic indicators, ethno-confessional composition, history of foundation and
development, experts named:

1) domination during the Soviet period in the structure of the region’s economy
of the defence industry, which suffered greatly in 1990-2000: “Many serious
enterprises were wasted by the lack of investment.” Expert L.;

2) the “frondeur” positions of the first governors B. Kuznetsov and G. Igumnov,
who opposed themselves to the President of the Russian Federation B. Yeltsin and
the federal centre as a whole;

3) lack of internal competition between the city and the region, which is typical for
many Russian regions, the conflict dynamics which create development impulses:
“The problem of Perm is that in the relations between the city and the region
there is no tension, competition and own ambitions.” Expert V. “There is no
tension. And the lifestyles of the residents of a metropolis and a regional centre
can of course differ. There are centripetal processes in migration as with any
metropolis.” Expert S.;

4) lack of independent financial and industrial groups;

5) lack of a long governorship: the reverse side of the high quality of the local
elites” human capital was that the Perm region acted as a springboard for a quick
transition to the federal level for effective leaders;
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6) evident economic liberalism, the complete absence of regional protectionism;

7) lower quality of local oil compared to benchmark regions (Tyumen).

The general conclusion from the statements of the experts is that Perm lost
the competition for the informal status of the capital of the Urals, thus also losing
the symbolic and financial resources associated with it. Historically, the city had
a more advantageous position due to its greater proximity to the Central European
part of Russia, but during the Great Patriotic War more industrial enterprises were
evacuated to Yekaterinburg, which created the basis for a greater influx of population,
higher industrialization, and subsequently to the development of local business groups
not directly connected with Moscow.

Among the unpopular opinions, the following was expressed: “The region used
to be a destination for exile, there are a lot of prisons, the gene pool is spoiled”.
Expert L.

As for the question of how the elites of the Perm Krai are structured, what
role political, business, law enforcement, and criminal elites play, whether they are
grouped around specific political and economic figures or are associated with the
largest taxpaying enterprises, which business elites are the most politically active, and
is it possible to say that the most important economic and political players of Prikamie
have got their representatives in the authorities, we got the opinion of experts, which
comes down to the following:

1. The elites are structured mainly by belonging to a large business, primarily

mining. “The son of Yu.P. Trutnev also begins to engage in regional politics.
And there is the influence of the construction business. They actively work with
regional and local authorities, because the specifics of the business (areas, social
infrastructure) make them interact all the time. Oil, gas, and chemical businesses
also need it, but they came to the region without the participation of local elites.”
Expert A.

2. The political elite is homogeneous: the governor and his entourage, the Legislative
Assembly, and the City Duma, as well as friendly business elites, represent
a circle of people connected with each other, as well as with large businesses
in the region: “There are no plural political elites in Perm. There is one political
elite: the governor and his entourage, the Legislative Assembly striving for them,
in which the business elites and the City Duma are represented. All of them act
strictly in line with the governor’s policy, fully coordinate all decisions with him.”
Expert A. “There is communication between the elites, they created a group
of industrialists in the Legislative Assembly and come up with a single agenda.”
Expert V.

3. Recruitment of political elites takes place through an informal institution
of quotas for representation in the Legislative Assembly and the City Duma
for the largest enterprises: Gazprom, Lukoil, Uralkali, Sibur, — but their
goals are not limited to lobbying. Along with the representation of business
interests, which are mostly carried out “through Moscow”, participation
in government bodies is a form of “social burden” for the largest enterprises
in the region: “In the City Duma and the Legislative Assembly, big business
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is supposed to have its own representatives.: Lukoil — Zhukov, Cherepanov,
Mineral Fertilizers — Shilov, Perm Motors also have a representative. But
these are not so much lobbying goals as image goals, this is an established
informal institution. A deputy mandate is an entrance to the political elite
and facilitated communication with the authorities, but on the other hand,
it is an additional obligation to support the interests of voters.” Expert
A. Moreover, the informal institution of quotas is quite dynamic: “Uralkali
is more active than Lukoil in these elections (2021), it is increasing its quota.”
Expert V.

4. All large business in the region is represented by the federal centre, there are
practically no independent financial and industrial groups in the region that have
their own, different from federal, interests in the region and are ready to lobby for
them. “All large business is vertically integrated, federal, such as Lukoil. Their
interest in politics is declining. Traditionally, Lukoil, Gazprom-Tchaikovsky,
Uralkali have informal but stable quotas in local government and the Legislative
Assembly. In those territories of the region where mining enterprises are located,
they have a kind of fiefdom in terms of business, deputy mandate and interaction
with the heads of local administration.” Expert V.

5. The growing influence of people from law enforcement agencies in recent
years “Now people from October 25 Street (UFSB in the Perm Region) have
an increasingly important role. Power structures are not thinking about
development.” Expert L.

6. As the only exception of regional business not directly connected with the
federal centre, experts name the head of the Perm Financial and Production
Group (PFPG) A. Kuzyaev, who was more actively involved in regional politics
in a public and non-public format in the past, and recently moved away and
lost interest. “The only local large business of A.R. Kuzyaev’s ER-Telecom
is somehow present in politics and promotes its agenda but does it informally.”
Expert A. “A. Kuzyaev has always had a certain influence on all governors.
He always occupied his niche under the governor”. Expert L. He is also called
one of the most patriotic and region-oriented representatives of the region’s
political and business elites.

The problem of the head of the region and their rotation is one of the key issues
in the conversation about politics in the Perm Region. A situation that is paradoxical
for the modern Russian political process arises: power is regularly replaced, and this
is a negative factor in the development of the region not only in the eyes of the broad
masses and expert officials but also academic experts. Over the past 20 years, the region
has had five governors, which, however, is not evidence of the dynamic change of power
resulting from a democratic political process, but of a turnover of management personnel.
“The frequent change of governors is an irritating factor for voters,” political analyst
E. Minchenko said following the results of the 2021 gubernatorial elections’.

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When it comes to the curators of the internal political bloc of the Russian President’s
Administration, they regard experience, rootedness in the region and connection with
its elites, own political significance, and the presence of a workable team as both
advantages and disadvantages for the gubernatorial candidates. Governors must meet
several criteria: to be in the ranks of the presidential reserve, fit the definition of a “young
technocrat”, be born in the region, gain experience in the federal government and
be equidistant from regional elite groups, which is difficult to achieve for one who has
political or entrepreneurial experience in the region. The following statement by one
of the experts illustrates well the ambivalence of the problem of regional political
leadership: “All the governors followed their own interests: they used the region
as a launch pad (M. Reshetnikov), as a place to do business (Yu. Trutnev, O. Chirkunov)
or a source of enrichment (V. Basargin). Few people in the region are committed to the
development of the region. The current governor (D. Makhonin) is young, without
leadership experience and understanding of the region, he is under external leadership,
without own understanding.” Expert L. Governors M. Reshetnikov and D. Makhonin
met these criteria, and at the same time, they partially appear in the eyes of voters
as “Varyags” sent from the federal centre.

The problem of the “Varyags” in Russian regional policy was discussed
in the context of the imperial model of governance in modern Russia in the
works of O. Podvintsev [2009]. As A. Flyagin [2021] states the governorship was
a springboard to the federal level in most careers of Russian governors. That
policy of “recentralization” in practice, means the marginalization of regional and
local politics. In the terminology of R. Turovsky, most of the current governors
are “half-Varyag returnees”®. However, in a conversation with experts, there
is substantial ambiguity in the concept of “Varyag”, as they use the term with
different connotations:

“Local origin does not have any role. When Basargin attracted inefficient people,
they were perceived as Varyags. But T. Currentzis was not labelled as Varyag. The
Varyags are people who do not associate their future with Perm, have a negative
impact, are projectors who do not realize the scale of the project and do not have any
competencies. The percentage of Varyags in our region is growing. The tragedies of the
past (the fire in the Lame Horse club, etc.) haven't taught them anything, this is not their
personal experience.” Expert A. The authorities are aware of the fact that the problem
of the “Varyags” after the governorship of V. Basargin (“Basargin was a Varyag and
had nothing to do with the region” Expert L., “Basargin and Reshetnikov did not justify
the trust of the authorities” political technologist O. Borisenko’) is one of the most
painful in Permian politics, therefore, in his election campaign, D. Makhonin placed
special emphasis on this, focusing on his personal and family ties with the region.

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“D. Makhonin has in mind the “problem ofthe Varyags”. Therefore, in his first public
speeches, he focused on the medium- and long-term perspective of the governorship:
he said that for the development of the Region, all projects should be planned for
8—10 years, that is, 2 gubernatorial terms. In general, the “problem of the Varyags”
is acutely perceived by the elites, the broad masses do not care.” Expert V.

Expert S. considers that the “problem of the Varyags” has to deal with the anti-
Moscow sentiments, which “nobody cancelled”.

Expert L. summarizes the idea of the “Varyags™ “Varyags are not Permians.
People of the region have never liked people from another region to be appointed. You
need to understand the region, who is who, and you need to know people. Otherwise,
they can quickly get confused. Leadership positions require a Permian.”

The fact is that a “Varyag” is not so much a politician who was not born
in the Perm region, but an incompetent manager who does not know the specifics
of the region has a short-term planning horizon and does not connect his personal
fate with the fate of the region. In this case, such successful regional leaders who
have political ambitions at the federal level, like M. Reshetnikov, are perceived
as “Varyags” who “hit and quit” the region, since they are “always looking towards
Moscow”. The less ambitious and charismatic, like D. Makhonin, are perceived
better, as there is hope that “he will not be taken to Moscow but will be allowed
to work in the region”.

In the discourse about the “Varyags” in the scientific literature and the media,
special emphasis is placed on the figure of the governor. While, according to our
observations, the ones who cause particular rejection are the “Varyags” that are
lower-level managers, and members of the governor’s team who are not familiar
with the region. People accept the appointed governor as a political figure but
expect him to lead a local management team. Personnel issues of the managerial
level are of concern to experts: “All the best minds are leaving for Moscow. A lot
of people followed Trutnev, Chirkunov went abroad, Basargin was a Varyag
and had nothing to do with the region, and Reshetnikov always looked towards
Moscow. And a lot of people left with him, even line staff. Some stayed because
of their age. 90 % of Reshetnikov’s team left with him and did not want to look
towards the Region.” Expert L. Another expert is equally sceptical: “Makhonin
does not have his own team. His team is not perceived as effective. In business
and politics, everyone bows and swears allegiance, but among themselves they
discuss that the governor’s team lacks competencies. The workers remain the
same, the system lacks life. There is nowhere for a fresh stream to come from.”
Expert V.

In the early 2000s, Permian researchers O. Leibowitz and N. Shushkova
[2002, 2005] interpreted Permian political practices as paternalistic: the
Perm region was characterized by clannism, the primacy of territorial ties over
social ones, politicians sought to create their own clients, the governor acted
as an arbiter. To what extent are these approaches justified and to what extent
do they remain relevant today? On this issue, the opinions of experts are divided.
On the one hand, it was noted that in comparison with neighbouring Udmurtia,
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Tatarstan, and Bashkortostan, Perm is a much more modern region in terms
of social relations, while the governor remains the only significant political
person. However, as many experts mentioned, the governors (Kuznetsov,
Igumnov, Reshetnikov, Makhonin) rarely had a constant and loyal team. The
expert’s personal ideological and political orientation had an important role
in answering this question: liberals tend to agree with the idea of dominating
paternalism in Permian politics (“Rather, yes. Frequent changes of governors
demonstrate that local elites are much more rooted in the local agenda, as well
as in tradition and minded clients.” Expert S.), while more moderates perceive
such an assessment with scepticism: “The term paternalism is not entirely
appropriate. Leibowitz’s estimates are not credible. There were a lot of people
around Igumnov. He was a strong business executive, but a weak politician and
manager with an inconstant team. He was not the centre of attraction. People
came to power to solve their problems, to earn their capital. His environment
eventually betrayed him. Trutnev had a team of associates. Chirkunov’s entourage
was most prone to paternalism.” Expert A.

Indeed, evaluating the activity, administrative specifics, and the system
of building relations with local elites for the five governors, we can state that the
conclusion about paternalism as a characteristic feature of the regional political
culture (in N. Eremina’s [2011] terms) is not relevant. Rather, we should talk
about the high degree of dependence on the federal power resource, which
is characteristic of all Russian regions. Experts mention that in the regional
electoral processes, the authorities always strive to emphasize the connection
between regional and federal authorities. The resource of the support of the
Russian President is very active. Experts attribute this primarily to the awareness
by the inhabitants of the region of a direct relationship between the loyalty of the
region, its elites, and the governor with the financing of infrastructure projects
vital for the city and the region: “Federal transfers are needed to implement the
planned projects, so the governor and the elites are very focused on the federal
centre. The more the governor associates himself with Moscow, the more support
he will have, although not everything that comes from Moscow is perceived
positively.” Expert A. “Without the federal government and federal money, none
of the projects is implemented, the regional budget will fall apart.” Expert L. “The
regional media do their best to emphasize the connection between the regional
and federal authorities. The resource of the President’s support is still working
and very actively.” Expert V. However, Expert S. expresses a doubt: “The level
of support for regional authorities is very difficult to assess. Strong resistance
is always hidden behind ostentatious reports and enthusiasm”.

Communication with Moscow and lobbying the interests of the region is an
important function of the regional elites, including those for whom the region has
become a stage on their way to building a political career on the federal level. We asked
ourselves how prominent a role the Permian community plays in Moscow, whether
it is engaged in lobbying activities in the interests of the region, and how Permian
regional identity remains relevant when Perm’s elites transition to Moscow for work.
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With the predictable exception of the representative of the Permian community, the
experts were unanimous in their responses, stating that:

1. Perm is, without a doubt, a training site for young careerists, a resource, and
a starting platform. The high quality of human capital, including education and
business qualities, allow people from Perm to be quite successful in the capital, even
when they work for federal authorities. “Through his activities, M. Reshetnikov
has demonstrated that Perm is a training site for young careerists, a resource,
and a starting platform. He went back to the region, in order to return to Moscow,
he did not conceal that.” Expert V.

2. In comparison with other regional representatives, the Permian community
nowadays is an inefficient body: “The Permian community was a meeting point
for former Permians and functioned while being supported by A. Kuzyaev, who
lived in Moscow. At the time, the older generation from Perm, who retained its
Soviet mentality and strongly associated itself with the region, played an active
role in the community. Now it is a thing of the past, and the community has ceased
to play its part.” Expert V. “The community does not carry out any function, it’s
like a party, a team building, much like a class reunion. Lukoil supports it and
maintains its Krai. This is a platform for organizing events. It does not have its
own ideas and projects. There is a Stroganov Prize, which is quite controversial.”
Expert L.

3. The identity was preserved among the older generations of administrators from
Perm, who belonged to the Soviet generation. The preservation of the identity
is characteristic to a much lesser extent of the new generation, whose careers
developed during the post-Soviet period. “I think that the identity is being
preserved, in a way that the language, basically, the dialect, manners, style,
tastes are being preserved... gradually fading away under the influence of the
capital city, new communication rules, the new, artificial language of Moscow
and big money.” Expert S.

4. The identity is based on regional patriotism and remaining family ties in the
region: “Many Permians used to work in the Moscow Government even before
Reshetnikov. Once they hear the Perm dialect, Permians support each other
in Moscow. We all love the region, we have families, and relatives there, and
we have invested a lot, for example, in the construction of a cathedral. If you
remove politics, then everyone keeps the region in their heart. We are leaving
because working or living there has become impossible.” Expert L.

Love for the homeland, its nature (as experts write, the most frequent formu-
la for the manifestation of regional and, in particular, local patriotism in interviews
with Russians can be depicted by the phrase: “I like the beautiful nature”), combined
with acute contradictory feelings that the socio-political system causes, is character-
istic of most residents of Russia. And one of the most painful emotions is generated
by a sense of injustice associated with the extreme insufficiency or even complete
absence of nationally and regionally oriented elites who would link their future and
the future of their children with the place where they live, administer or extract rents.
Regarding the degree to which the Perm elites are focusing on the region, what the
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business and political elites of the region consider a norm regarding the matters of their
children’s education and asset storage, and whether there are any dynamics in this mat-
ter, the views of the experts significantly diverged. Nevertheless, it is possible to single
out several common aspects:

1.

2.

The top managers of large businesses from Moscow, who live there temporarily,
their families, children, and personal businesses have nothing to do with Perm.
Permian business elites are mostly focused on the Perm region. “Their apartments,
cottages, and yachts are located here, while their children grow up and work
mainly in the city (Kuzyaev, Demkin, Trutnev). Chirkunov, along with his castle
in France, turned out to be an exception.” Expert A.

. The elites prefer to give their children higher education in the capital or abroad:

“Everyone tries to send their children elsewhere to study. In the case
of universities, without a doubt, they send them to Moscow. Everybody has
more than one family after all.” (Expert L.).

. Experts do not consider nepotism and dynastic nature in political and business

elites to be particularly pronounced, in comparison with other regions or the
federal centre, by naming only several names. Expert A: “In Perm, nepotism
in politics is more of an exception. Trutnev’s son is engaged in business and is in
no way a public person. In addition to the Demkins, it’s possible to name the father
and son Bolkvadzes, David and Arsen. The father is the owner of a construction
business, while the son is the head of the Economy Committee in the Legislative
Assembly.” Expert B: “The Demkins also have a third representative in power:
Yevgeny Dembkin is now being elected to the Perm Legislative Assembly, while
Demkin Sr. has already resigned from power. The theme of nepotism, dynastic
nature and the transfer of power is just beginning to become relevant. For those
who engaged in politics in the early 2000s and remain in power, it is too early
to pass it on, their children are just starting to get to the age of entering politics.
We will see many more such examples in the coming years.” Expert S. mentions
“the dynastic nature of Trutnev”. Expert L. sums everything up: “Nepotism
is a widespread occurrence. Perm is like anywhere else. Thought, for the most
part, nepotism is not characteristic of it.”

. Generally speaking, the level of elites’ focus on the region is situational and

depends on specific people. Non-interference in private life is considered the
norm, it is not up for discussion (Expert V.).

. The representatives of the business and political elites (largely conjoined) who

are focused on making investments in European countries and conspicuous
consumption (“Ryboloviev — “Monaco” football club, European art collection,
Chirkunov — castle in France, vineyards, winemaking” (Expert S.) especially
stand out, however, it is difficult to state, that they cause any distinct condemnation.
Usually, experts also recognize their contribution to the region (development
of regional business and cultural projects).

In general, the topic of the Perm Cultural Project, as part of regional identity, on the
one hand, and as an element of legitimization of power, on the other, occupies a central
place in the regional discourse. D. Rogers [2015] from Yale University in his book ‘“The
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Depths of Russia: Oil, Power, and Culture after Socialism’ dedicates a chapter to the
Perm Cultural Project. It was launched under Governor O. Chirkunov, at the time was
perceived controversially by the society, then nostalgically, under V. Basargin, however,
under M. Reshetnikov it gained new momentum. To what extent has this become
a specific feature, or code of the region? From discussions with the experts, we have
established that the Perm Cultural Project, as O. Lysenko (2016) states is ‘one of the
most striking and high-profile attempts of transferring to our land the modern European
technologies for developing a territory with the help of culture’. It is important for the
elites, for the positioning of the governor: “The Perm Cultural Project has entered the
regional code. It is unlikely that the Governor can afford to ignore the culture. Makhonin
continues to develop these projects, they are symbolic and significant for all Perm elites.
Demonstratively dissociating from projects for the development of cultural space would
mean a shame for the government.” Expert A. “These projects are starting actively, but
then, that energy disperses somewhere. Nevertheless, every governor strives to declare
his sympathies for the cultural field of the region.” Expert S.

The most important parts of this project include the fate of the Opera House, Art
Gallery, Perm cinema (“Movies started being shot in Perm — Pechonkin. The film
industry is developing under an active assistance from the authorities.” Expert A.),
as well as the development of cultural tourism (“Vishera, Chusovaya, and especially
mass cultural heritage sites: Cherdyn, Kungur, Khokhlovka, Gubakha”) Expert A.

To a lesser extent, experts mention contemporary art, which was the starting
point of the Perm Cultural Project under Governor O. Chirkunov with the assistance
of M. Gelman. At the same time, the experts note that the Project needs support
from the local cultural elites, who are far from reaching a consensus on this issue.
“Under Chirkunov, this was an artificial project, and it did not have any basis in terms
of public opinion. There was no attempt of engaging in discussion. It was implemented
in a revolutionary, Bolshevik way. There was a separation between the local cultural
stratum and the management. O. Chirkunov himself later admitted that the project
lacked the support of the population, and the authorities were wrong in not trying
to enlist the support of the society. Subsequently, the group of sympathizers, admirers
and even fans of the project, especially among young people, expanded. The arrival
of T. Currentzis played a huge role. Many people fell in love with opera. Gradually,
this could have been consolidated if O. Chirkunov had not been dismissed. It didn’t
have time to take root. The idea of cultural capital lacked enough time. It did not get
deeply embedded in the life of the society.” Expert V.

Indeed, the idea of the Perm Cultural Project lacked enough time to take over
the broad strata of the population. Nevertheless, Perm, as one of the cultural capitals
of Russia, has firmly established itself in the minds of the region’s population, despite
the short and dramatic history of development so far: “4// of this was present under the
former governors, Trutnev and Chirkunov. Basargin demolished everything, the city
became grey, dirty, and wicked. The festival movement was revived under Reshetnikov.
People love festivities. The city has a rich cultural heritage, writer Ivanov. There
are many world-famous people, remarkable surnames. Cultural projects are very
important, the authorities cannot afford to disown them. People respond to them and
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participate collectively. They are a necessity for this city. Cultural elites play an active
role, they possess significant power. No election can take place without culture and
events.” Expert L. Nowadays, the cultural project is an important part of the regional
identity and a brand of the region, which makes it quite attractive.

Nevertheless, there are also quite a few problems, sore subjects in the region,
which are reflected in politics and become a source of uprising tension, although it’s
still not possible to overcome them. The responses of the experts include (by frequency
of referencing):

1. Depopulation, especially due to the degradation of rural areas and monotowns:
“The most serious demographic problem is the overflowing migration of the
population. The countryside has degraded because governors from Igumnov
to Reshentnikov pursued a policy of reducing social infrastructure facilities
in rural areas. Monotowns suffered the most. The example of the Kizilovsky
coal basin, a large area in the Perm Krai, associated with Gornozavodsk
and Dvinyachinsk is demonstrative: a disaster, in fact, occurred there. Kizil,
Verkhnyaya Gubakha, and other cities and towns in the area today look like
Stalingrad. The second problem is the desolation of the Northern Perm Krai
as a result of the elimination of large enterprises and institutions of the Federal
Penitentiary Service. The Perm protest is when people just leave.” Expert A.

2. On an ad hoc basis, there is often tension associated with the construction
of residential complexes and sports facilities (Balatovsky Forest, Molot stadium)
in adjacent areas or in place of forests: “Motovilikhinsky plant: its products are
not in excessive demand,; however, entire neighbourhoods are tied to it. The
plant has halted the maintenance of the entire social infrastructure, including
the sports palace and the Molot stadium. The territory is up for construction,
the density of which in the Rabochiy Posyolok is already quite high. This
causes a huge discontent from the local population, which collects signatures
and sends appeals to the President.” Expert A. “The construction is a red rag
for Perm. The reaction of the authorities is situational and selective, it’s not
systematic.” (Expert V.).

3. Traffic and infrastructure problems. The possible closure of the Mining Railway
has caused strong criticism (M. Reshetnikov’s project), which may become
a cause for a traffic collapse. “If the Kama hydroelectric power station crossing,
which is used by everybody, is closed, there will be a social revolt.” Expert A.

4. The problem of the availability of gas supply and the corruption related to it.

Overcoming these and other difficulties, as well as awareness and use of the objective
advantages of the region, lies at the heart of the strategy for the region’s development.
During a meeting of the expert council under the head of Perm city, one of the most
respected (according to the estimates of the interviewed experts) representatives of the
Perm elite, businessman A. Kuzyaev, outlined several ambitious goals':

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1. Reassess the experiences of the previous development of the city and region.

2. Prepare in advance for the global energy transition, which will radically change
the economic situation in the region.

3. Develop the existing advantages in such fields as culture, science (pharmacology,
biotechnology) and education, digital economy, and space technologies, and
return the status of a transport hub.

It is easy to notice that these problems, tasks, and advantages, in general, can

be attributed not only to the region but also to the country as a whole.

Conclusion

The identity of the Perm Krai residents is somewhat blurred, being associated
mostly with the geographical region of the Kama region. Liberalism in the regional
economy and a relatively stable inter-elite consensus in the political sphere, based
on technocratism, is characteristic of the region’s policy for decades. The region is has
low socio-political dynamics, comparing with the benchmark regions of the Urals and
Siberia. Regionally oriented elites and businesses barely exist with rare exceptions,
and “Varangians” of various kind are predominant in the political class of the region.
The socio-political and cultural landscape of the region (Perm cultural project) appears
as a launching pad and an asset for the elites. However the area does not receive reverse
investments. Thus, the region remains in the status of a promising project that cannot
be whenever realized.

Hence, wereturn to the original idea of the article — depicting Perm Krai as a model,
the example of which allows us to study the development of Russia. Natural resources,
the wealth of human capital (inevitably declining due to emigration, but, nevertheless,
still extremely high), powerful culture, and a culture-centred society — all of this
create a huge potential, though the Project aimed at the future remains unrealized. The
problem, for sure, has to do with the human capital of the political elites.

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Abstract. The structure of the identity of Russians (including those in Southern Siberia)
began to transform after the collapse of the Soviet Union, which resulted in the revival
of ethnic identities or the strengthening of different local and territorial ones. The first case
was typical for titular Russian ethnic groups, while Russians didn’t have such an evident
option. The Russians mostly levelled their identities down and could not find themselves
among the vague new Russian identity. The beginning of the 2010s was characterized by not
only discussions of the content of Russian identity and the basis for national policy, but also
huge generation changes. The purpose of this article is to analyze the dynamics of Russian
identity and discover typical features of Russian identity bases among the inhabitants
of Khakassia, Tyva and Altai Republics. The analysis is based on opinion polls held in these
polyethnocultural regions. As seen from the poll results, about 30 % consider themselves
to be inhabitants of Russia. Russian identity is of high priority for people in Khakassia and
Altai Republics (it is the first grade in their identities’ structure), while in the Tyva Republic
Russian and regional identities are equal.

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Abstract. This article analyzes the nature of colonization processes in the European north
of Russia in different eras. Special consideration is given to the problematic nature of modern
demographic and social processes and their ethno-cultural component. Significant attention
is paid to the analysis of the nature of the social and cultural development in the European
North in previous eras and to the rethinking of existing interpretations of the process of the
socialist industrialization in this area. It is demonstrated that from the standpoint of the general
sociological approach, this industrialization cannot be viewed as a process of modernization,
and therefore it would be more correct to speak of the next stage of colonization, the penal one.
In the late Soviet period, a transition to a new model of the regional development took place.
However, this new model presupposed neither the civil integration nor the formation of rooted
societies. Strong rooted territorial communities with a clearly defined identity have not formed
in the northern republics and oblasts. It is shown that there is an urgent need to form a new
model for the development of the European north, using both the resource of cultural heritage
and modern approaches to the formation of the industrial and social environment. In addition,
the need for a large-scale renewal of the regional political elites as well as the very principles
of their formation is becoming more and more obvious. The work uses comparative historical
and ethnographic methods, the provisions of migration theory, the statistical and sociological
methods (mass polls), as well as political and sociological approaches to understanding social
conflict. As for the political science approaches, the article is based on the provisions of rational
choice theory.

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Protest and Trust in the Volgograd Region:
Peculiarities of the Regional System
of Political Communication

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Abstract. The institutionalization of public space in the subjects of the Russian Federation
is characterized by the alignment of regional systems of political communication, which have
both common basic structural elements and specific parameters determined by several factors
and conditions. The article analyzes the emergence and development of the system of political
communication between the institutions of regional power (primarily the executive power) and
citizens in the Volgograd Region amidst the growing influence of global problems (such as the
spread of COVID-19), the conduct of the special military operation in Ukraine, international
sanctions against Russia, etc. At the same time, the novelty of the authors’ approach lies not
so much in the study of the information and communication openness in the regional politics, but
in identifying the nature of civil and political trust between the leading actors of communication
in the Volgograd Region. Combining the action and political-communicative approaches allowed
the authors to build a methodological strategy for the analysis of institutional and non-institutional
actors of regional public policy that have different resources affecting the level and dynamics
of mutual trust in the communication process. The paper argues that at present both the political
activity, including the protest of the population, and the ability to reproduce sustainable and stable
development are largely depending on the level of mutual trust between the regional authorities
and the citizens. The authors attempt to identify the dominant factors that determine the vectors
of trust and confrontation in the regional system of political communications.

Factors of Influence
of the Regional Political Elite in Modern Russia:
Evidences from St. Petersburg
and the Leningrad Region

Abstract. The relevance of the research project is determined by the dominant role of elite groups
in modern Russian politics. The opportunity and ability of the elite to solve topical social issues
to a large extent depend on the degree of their influence. The article presents the results of an
expert study in St. Petersburg and the Leningrad Region (late November to early December 2021).
Representatives of the regional political elite themselves, as well as “key informants™ acted as experts.
The technology for collecting expert information included a set of qualitative and quantitative
methods (methods of grouping data with an estimate of the average values of the variation series
and dispersion measures, as well as multidimensional scaling, factorial and cluster analysis). The
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evaluation was carried out on 22 parameters. In St. Petersburg, six factors are associated with the
strategies used by the authorities to strengthen their influence: the conditions of general and political
socialization; dominant communication strategies of politicians based on the type of their leadership;
economic resources; informal grounds for political career related to the politicians’ families;
cultivation of clientelism, atypical for a metropolis; the regional elite having work experience
in other areas, in addition to public administration and public policy. The politicians themselves are
mostly attracted to three image types: a) a productive political “heavyweight”, belonging to a clan
by birthright or “overgrown” with economic and informal ties, including with “shadow structures”,
who has real economic opportunities to influence the situation in the region; b) a “political tribune”,
who actively communicates with the population and relies on cultivating a stable positive attitude
towards themselves among the inhabitants of the region; ¢) an “insider”, connected with the region
by their destiny and having stable political views. The study showed that in St. Petersburg, public
communicative activity online and offline is not a significant condition for strengthening the “political
weight” of a politician; belonging to a clan (family, friend group, professional clan) is much more
important. Experts deny that accentuated masculine or feminine behaviour patterns of politicians
in St. Petersburg are a significant factor in strengthening their influence. In the Leningrad Region,
the configuration of the latent factors influencing the significance of politicians is different. The
most important factors include the following: the channel and method of politician’s recruitment
to power; the activity of personal information policy on the Internet; the presence of social, human
and status capital through birth in a certain family or effective interaction with certain influential
regional groups; an accentuated demonstration of personal resources; the presence of real leadership
qualities; control over economic resources in the region. Five dominant types of politicians were
identified in terms of the various qualities exploited by them and demonstrated to the public. The
importance of the ability of politicians to large-scale, strategic thinking in solving regional problems
and the accentuated gender type of behaviour in public politics was confirmed.

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Abstract. One of the main intangible resources, along with regional and local identity, is human
capital. Multiplying human capital is one of the main functions of the education system, includ-
ing higher education. The theoretical framework of the study is defined by the concept of re-
sponsible development (I.S. Semenenko), the theories of “triple helix”, “preceding events” (path
dependence) of P. David and “track of dependence”. The empirical base is represented by the re-
sults of a sociological study, held among students of Krasnodar universities in June 2022. As part
of comprehensive analysis, documents of regional authorities and administration, and data from
federal and regional statistics were used. The Krasnodar Krai was initially formed and integrated
as an agricultural region; thus, the system of higher education focused largely on training spe-
cialists for agriculture and related industries. Structural transformations that began in the 1990s
changed the region’s vector of development. The rapid progress of the resort and recreational
industry, and enterprises of the tertiary sector influenced both intra-regional and inter-regional
migration. The universities of the Krasnodar Krai are attractive to educational migrants from
other regions of the country — from both the neighbouring Southern Russia regions and the north-
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eastern regions. At the same time, from the point of view of global competitiveness, the region has
systemic problems in the development of human capital, innovation, and space. The authors focus
on the educational trajectories of students, the reasons for their choice of Krasnodar as education
destination, satisfaction with the quality of educational services, the degree and forms of social
activities, as well as further life and professional plans. The authors identified three contradictions
in the current state of the region’s higher education system, without the resolution of which it will
be impossible to convert human capital into a real factor of regional development. These are the
contradictions between the significantly growing population of the region and the reduction in the
number of students, between the needs of the labour market of the “knowledge economy” and the
structure of specialists’ training, and between the governmental trend for the development of rural
areas and the lack of motivation among university graduates to work in rural municipalities. The
article formulates several proposals for resolving these contradictions.

Abstract. The article presents the results of a study of young people’s perceptions of regional
youth policy. The authors use the theoretical model of the subjective space of politics
to analyze empirical data reflecting the state of the subjective space of sectoral policy — the
state youth policy of the Krasnodar Krai. The main motives of youth activity in regional youth
policy are determined based on the data from a mass survey of young people, focus group
interviews and a series of expert sessions with representatives of authorities and other entities
implementing state youth policy. The article reveals the constructive and negative potential
of young people’s social activity, as well as identifies the main social profiles of young
people and describes their content parameters. The authors conclude that young people are
involved in interactions with the authorities to solve their own problems or the problems
of other people. They show that social projects, territorial development projects, the activities
of political parties and local self-government have the biggest potential for involving young
people in social activity. They also note the existing potential of young people’s participation
in protests. The authors describe the profiles of young people according to two parameters:
according to the severity of social orientation young people are divided into consumers
(orientation towards themselves, solving their own problems) and transformers (orientation
towards solving other people’s problems); and according to the degree of leadership positions
and social activity they are characterized as leaders and followers.

The Perception of Regional History
and of the Great Patriotic War by the Youth
of the Kaliningrad Region in the Context
of the Attitude to the Figure of Joseph Stalin

Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the historical memory of young people
in the Kaliningrad Region. According to the hypothesis of the study, the specificity of its
content depends on the respondents’ attitude to Stalin, around whose personality there are
manipulations aimed at reducing the role of the Red Army in Second World War. The main
method of the study was formalized interviews with young people aged 18—35 (n =1108). Focus
group interviews acted as an auxiliary scientific method that allowed for the interpretation
of statistically processed empirical data. The results of the study revealed differences
in emotional attitudes toward the end of the Great Patriotic War. The young people who have
a negative attitude towards Stalin more often focus on the tragic events of the war, perceiving
the 9th May as a day of mourning for the fallen and as a day of remembrance of what the
people experienced during the war. Victory in the Great Patriotic War is in the eyes of the
majority of young people in the region the main event in Russian history. However, young
people who have a negative attitude towards Stalin are much less likely to assess the victory
in the same way. This peculiarity is conditioned by family memory — as a rule, Stalin’s
opponents more often keep in their memory tragic events in the lives of their relatives during
the war. Differences were also found among young people in the Kaliningrad Region with
respect to regional history. On the whole, respondents indicated that they were most interested
in the Prussian and German periods of history. However, pro-Stalinist young people are also
highly interested in the Soviet period. In addition, neutral and pro-Stalinist youths have
an overwhelmingly positive attitude toward the renaming of Kdnigsberg into Kaliningrad,
while among Stalin’s opponents there is a high proportion of supporters of retaining the
historical name (Konigsberg).

Abstract. In the last few years, great attention has been paid to the protest potential of students,
especially in the context of the mass protests of 2021-2022, which happened at both federal and re-
gional levels. An important scientific issue, which is of practical importance for public authorities
and politicians, is determining the motivations and actualization of the student protest movements,
as the most organized segment of the youth environment. Based on the results of 14 focus groups
held in 8 border regions of Siberia and the Far East (including the Altai Krai, the Zabaykalsky
Krai, the Primorsky Krai and the Khabarovsk Krai, the Omsk Oblast, as well as Tyva, Buryatia
and Altai Republics) as well as the analysis of the social media and blogosphere of the mentioned
regions, the author suggests that the students experience fears, weariness, and disappointment.
However, the factors actualizing the protest moods are highly limited. Actual precedents and
threats of criminal prosecution that have been applied to the political activists by the government
since 2019, as well as the pressure from the authorities and the socialization agents, lead to the
demoralization of the youth and their refusal to participate not only in protests but also in pro-gov-
ernment events.
