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Abstract. This article examines the transformation of models of interaction between
science and society in the second half of the 20th century and the early 21st century,
taking into account significant changes in communication between them and processes
of deinstitutionalization characteristic of contemporary societies.

This can contribute to more
effective cooperation and knowledge exchange between these groups.
